This
loan Is called for, bat there is no prosper' of
revenue to render it safe. Tbe seceded States
invite imports under the tspff of 1S57, at least
ten per cent lower than that whicb tbe Fed-
eral Government has just adopted. As a mat-

ter of course, foreign trade will seek southern
ports, because it will be driven there by the
Morrill tariff. It is stated tbat Secretary
Chase has been heard to say tbat the tariff bi!!
must be repealed

Shall the Southern Confederacy be recog-
nized by tbs Administration of Mr. Lincoln '!

This is the question that begins to excite the
attention of the country North and South.
Uke that wbieh preceded the proposition to
evacuate Fort Sumter, which may now be re-

garded as almost finally decided upon, tbis
discussion will awaken intense resentment in
many quarters, particularly among tbose who
have taken tbe ground from the beginning tbat
tbe revenues ought to be collected, even If
bloodabsd should ensue. But may not the Ad-

ministration In this, as In tbe Fort Sumter
matter, be driven by circumstances to recog-
nize the Confederacy? Many Republicans
take ground that it is better to pursue this
course than to embark In the fruitless un-

dertaking of collecting the revenue at the
risk of precipitating a conflict with tbe se-

ceded States.
It is understood, however, that the Admin-

istration will reply to the Southern commis-
sioners in a few days, statirg tbat they bare
no power to treat with rhem; that they can
only regarded tbem as agenta of a dissatisfied
people, b .t tbat, unwilling to take tbe respon-
sibility of deciding finally on tbe propositions,
they will refer tbem to the next Congress,
protesting against any intention In so doing of
recognizing tbem in any sense as embassadors,
in whicb event the instructions of tbe commis-
sioners are not understood to contemplate sn
abrupt withdrawal from Washington ; but, on
tbe contrary, it is more than probable tbey
will await the action of Coneress. The fact
tbst ths commissioners are encaged in selec-
ting a bouse coofirms ibis supposition.

Fox only remained at Fort Sumter for half an
hour, and left for Washington in the 11 r. at.
train. He announced that tbe object of his
mission was simply to bsar from Major An-
derson tbs exact condl'lon nf tba garrison.
From tba shortness of the stay of tbis enroy
extraordinary, we presume that it did not take
the gallant msjor long to give him an inven-
tory of his provisions, etc.

Tbe Courier bas the following significant
paragraph on the same subject:

Fort Sumter must snd will be very
soon devoted to its original and proper ana
lawful objecti and purposes, in and for ths
defense of the harbor of Charleston.

The thirteen colonies, when they parted
from Britain snd seslsd tbsir solemn separs-tio- n

with tbe blood of a seven years' war, med-
itated as much the ides of "reconstruction,"
as do thsss seceding States. These sre no
longer matters of speenlstlon sod esvil for
tbe timid and doubtful, but great, existing,
startling facts, and as suefa it is our duty to
deal witb them.

In a letter to my constituents, written from
Washington, some two months or more ago,
because these occurrences, so rspidly trans-
piring, bad eo developed themselves while
thsy wars yet in prospective I ventured sn
opinion as to tbe position Tennesses should
taks, with some reasons therefor. I shall nst
now recapitulate them.

The events of each succeeding day only
serve to confirm ms in that most siocere and
solemn judgment. Her true position Is imme-
diate and unqualified union with the Southern
States. It Is her rightful and proper place.
Her every interest, agricultural, commercial,
and mechanical, demand it. Agricultural, be-
cause the surplus products of every farm find
a market In the South. In the Sooth alone do
the farmers and stock raisers of Tennessee
sell their corn, wheat, oats, hay, horsss, mules,
cattle and hogs. Commercial, because tbe
chief trade ot her heavy merehaats is to tbe
South. Mechanical, because every mechanic
and manufacturer, by being a member of the
Southern Confederacy, makes himself thereby
a monopolist in bis branch nf industry; where-
by, by remaining In tbe old Union, he la forced
to be a competitor of the cheaper labor of the
North in all ths aveaues of art. Tbs me-
chanics sad manufacturers, of all people, are
moat immediately and directly interested in
uniting with tbs Southern Confederacy. If
we of ths South I mean tbe remaining
border States could get every guarantee
tbat justice and equality might demand
upon tbe question of slavery, power-
less, as we now are, and ever would be
in tbe Government, tbe hostile legislation of
tbe North alone, upon tbe mere question of
political economy, would make it ruinous for
us to remain with tbem. Their Morrill tariffs,
tubing bounties, northern Pacific railroads,
northern mail steamer lines, witb every other
conceivable scheme of speculation and plunder
wbicb we would be utterly powerless to resist,
would constitute themselves sufficient causes
for separation. It would place us powerless,
In a state of absolute vassalage. I have al-

ready felt tbis humiliating helplessness, in my
place upon the floor of Congress, too keenly to
court it again; but when coupled with this
grinding, crushing legislation upon mere mat-
ters of public policy, you see a determined and
unbending purpose to strike down and destroy
tbat institution of tbe Sou'h of which she is
so justly jealous, what baps bays we to remain
in such a Union? You will bs cut off forever
from all power of expansion. I am aa ardent
advoeat of ths advancement of our institu-
tions. I want to belong to tbat government
which looks South, snd not North, lor tbs
peaceful spread of empire.

Ths appointments of Cassius M. Clay as
Minister to Spain, and Corwin to Mexico, are
st this moment ominous aigns, portending eo
good to the South, as to Cuba and Mexico.

My fellow-citize- : I thought wben I stood
upon the floor of tbe American Congress and
put tbe standsrd of Tennessee upon the ques-
tion of southern rights up to the point of ber
own resolutions, that I had a warrant for
making at least so bold a stand as tbat; but I
must acknowledge to a mortification most deep,
when Black Republican arrogance and Inflated
insolsnce triumphantly flaunted in ths faos of
southern Representatives the subsequent vote
of Tennessee ss a proof tbat Andrew Johnson
and Emerson Etheridge were tbe true type of
Tennessee sentiment, and that tbose who
battled for your rights against ths black
cohorts of abolitionism, misrepresented you.
With a firm purpose, yet with wounded pride,
I still denied It. I do not yet believe that the
true voice of Tennessee in tbat vote was
spoken. That vote was given uoder tbe press
of peculiar circumstances, and wiil yst be
reversed.

Every compromise and meaanre of
adjustment was then pending. The committee
of tbir'y-thre- the border State propositions,
the Crit end en resolutions, tbe peace congress,
were all going to ssve the country. The peo-
ple were promised a speedy settlement from
tbese sources of all tbsir difficulties. Tbey
were told tbat the n nartv
would give and grant to them all those consti
tutional guarantees wbieh the most devout
Uoiov-lovin- g man and conservative tt en clsm- -
ored for. Tbese Lsvs all signally, Ignomin-iousl- y

failed, as i knew they would. Propo-
sitions, one after another, in Senate and House,
were indignantly spurned. Even that poor
abortion of the peace congress, brought forth
after almost z month's parturition, was con
temptuously thrust from the threshold of Con-
gress. You hsvs now nooe cf tbese panaceas
in prospect; no dilatory pleas put In for delat ;
but have got to come up to tbe naked question
upon its merits. Which will you choose to
live under, a hostile snd abolition government
or a southern snd friendly one.

Animated by tbeje sentiments, a. a Driva'e
In the ranks, I shall battle for tbs liberation of
my State, with tbe glorious bepe that the
standsrd of ths South wilt vet float proudly
from tbe dome of bsr capitol, bailing witb de- -

ngDt the same banner from every sister State.
from monumental Maryland to the gulf of
Mexico.

I cannot close this communication, alreadv
longer than I intended, without returning to
you, ths people ot tbe Tenth Congressional
district of Tennessee, tbe gratitude of an honest
heart for the high truats you have confided to
aie. I have endeavored faithfully to execute
them. In the fu'ure you will doubtless find
public servants far more able, but none more
sensitive to your honor, more mindful of your
interests, and zealous in his efforts to main-
tain them never W. T. AVERT.
