Tbe Southern Confederacy it no longer a
scheme but a facL Event, bave succeeded
each other with eucb rapidity since the elec-

tion of Mr. Lincoln, and the South bas unt
forrnly maintind so c insistent a front against
all oppoaition, and turned ao deaf an ear to
' e reaaons and expoatulations of the N.rtli,
that the Union ia as much a thing of the past

a yesterday or the Heptarchy. The United
States of America are not in exiatence. A
free and a slave republic occupy their place,
and stsnd side by side, destined to be rivals
perhaps to be enemies; while a third republic,
or confederation of republics, to the west of
the Rocky mountains on tbe fertile shores of
the Pacific, ia certain to assert its indrpend

nc at no distant date, and to form tbe nu-

cleus of another powerful empire.
In tbe progress and consummation of this

great revoljtion, it is instructive to observe
with what pertinacity the South haa aaserted
its claims, with whst coolness and

it has substantiated them, snd bow ut-

terly callous it haa ahown itself to any and
every a'tempt at compromise and conciliation.
It is equally ins'ruetive to note Low overanx-
ious tbe North tiaa been to preserve the Union;
how willing to concede what csuld not be con-
ceded without sacrifice of dignity and t:

bow ready to tamper with tbe sacred
principle of human liberty, on which tbe

of tbe Union was originally based
if it should but maintain ita connection with
S ates and communities vhich repudiated th
contract, denied th adrantag and declined
the honor. Not only has the North exhibited
itself as a time-aerv- and a trimmer at a time
when decision was above all things requisite,
but aa on afflicted with ttat pec liar spec!
of dementia which th Roman pot telle us
pnasssses tbe minds of those whom the geds
bsve predestined to ruin and uiegrsee. How
otherwise could Congress in both houses of
which the North possesses a majority by tbe
voluntary retirement of the Senators aod Rep-
resentatives of the seceded States bave been
foolish enough to press forward a protective
tariff in face of the strongiy avowed predilec-
tion of the South for free trad? To prate
about the old exploded fallacies of protection-
ism at a time like that was to imita'e the mad-

ness or the insolence of Nero, and to fiddle
while Rome was burning.

The best thing that can be done ia that
which will be done, if North or South bave
any wisdom left to guide its counsels. As the
Union cannot be and could
not eonMnue if It were the only course left is
to make the inevitable separaMon as equitable,
and as bloodless as poeaible. Nci'ber tbe
North nor tb South can desire a civil war to
settle their differences ; and the South more
especially, in the existence of the black taint
of slavery, which bas bronght about tbe cat
astrophe, bas reaaons far more cogent than
the North to deprecate the firing of a gun, or
the shedding of a drop of blood in tbe conflict.
Tbe provisional government of the South,
wh'eh bas just been formed under tti presi-
dency of Mr. JsfTerson Davis whese name
bss at last emerged out of the cbsos as tbe
Washington, or rather as the Callx. un, of tbe
new movemen bss but to declare to the
North, and to the several States of Europe to
which it is about to accredit its Ambassadors,
that it desires a peaceable separation, an
equitable division of he common property, as
well as a fair share of tbe common debts and
liabilities of the defunct Union, to enlist upon
its side the good wishes of all sensible ar.d
practical men. Tbe North bas oolv to refuse
the proposition, and insist upon setttirg the
dispute by force of arms, to incur the disap-
probation of the world, and put ilae f out of
the ordinary sympathy, as utterly unreasona-
ble and impracticable.

Slavery or is no longer tbe ques-
tion. Tbe quarrel has outgrown its original
incentive, and the South, strong enough to do
as it plea, takea ita stand upon its inherent
right to retire from a partnership that has be-

come intolerable. That Mr. Buchanan, if

North, or in tbe South, the onlv wise policy is
to acknowledge it, and make the best of it.

Tbe Review, continues the Crc.cesf, makes
two or three mistakes of fact, and very seri-

ous mistakes, too, in the above, but, in the

general, it takes a very correct and philo-

sophical view of oar affairs. Thus, It is In

error in suppos:ng the North has been willing

to concede anything. Very true, the Confed-

erate States did not ask for concessions, and
did not want tbem. But the border alavs
States did. They originated a peace confer-

ence inifaibington, and tried every expedi-

ent to get the Abolitionis s to concede some-

thing, bnt all to no purpose. And nobody in

the Confederate States complains of this re-

fusal to concede on tbe part of tbe Abolition-ist- a;

It ia tba wiah of this Government tbat all
pos' master and other employees la the postal
service should continue to perform tbeir duties
as such, and raider all thchr aceouat and ciy
all money to the order of th Governmea' of
th United States, as tbey bave beeotofor
done, until tbe government of tb Confederate
State ehall be prepared to assume the entire
control of ill postal affairs. This will be done
as soon aa practicable. But the causes of de-

lay Incident to the organization of the depart-
ment ars such aa to place it out of Das' power
to determine definitely when tbe new service
will be substituted for tb old.

Any attempt to mix the employ e. of tb
two governments, in the ssms service, would
be wholly Impracticable. And no removal. or
appointments of postmasters, or others, In ths
postal ssrvics, will be msde by ibis dspart-mea- t.

nor will It receive return! relating to
or moneya derived from tbe postal aervice,
until it shall assume the entire control of tbe
ssrvfee.

If tbs Government of tbe United States
shoi'd cease to carry on this service, bef ire
this department shall be organized and pre-
pared to take charge of it, no great shock to
tb public interest will be produced by sueb a
course, as tbe Postmaatsr-Gensr- Is author-
ized to continue, provisionally, by proclama-
tion, the present postmasters, and others in tbe
postal aervice, ia office, and to continue exist-
ing contracts fsr carrying tbe malls, until new
appointments and new contract! can be mads.

We must regard the carrying of our mails, at
this time, by that Government, as a great pub-
lic necessity to the people of both Governments,
resulting from their past Intimate, political,
commercial and social relations, and alike im-

portant to tbe preservation of the present in-

terests of the people of both countries. And
while that Government, by Ita action consult
such consideration, our government and peo-

ple should aet with tbe aame high regard for
great public interests. Such a conns on our
part, springing from such motives, will pre-

serve tbe character of our people, without Im-

pairing tbe dignity of our Government, and
may lead to the transfer of our postal service
from tbe control of the old to tbat of th new
Government, with far less Injury to tbe people
of both, tbsn would necessarily flow from pre-

cipitate and inconsiderate action on tbe part
of either.

Fort Sumter.
Fr m th Charleston Cuarlor, atsreh SS 1

CoL Lamon, of Illinois, formerly a law
partner of Mr. Lincoln, reached this city un-
expectedly on Sunday laat, and, although bis
name was recorded on the books of tbe
Charleston hotel, he passed unobserved until
Monday, when, having sent bis card to Gov.
Pickens, he was received bv his excellencv.
and bad a conference of some length. About
1 t. at., Col. Lamon, accompanied by Colonel
Duryea, aid to tbe governor, left tbe city in
the steamer Planter, Capt. Ferguson, and pro-
ceeded to Fort Sumter. Tbe tide being low,
tbe steamer was unable to reach the fort wharf,
but was met at a abort distance by a boat
commanded by an officer, who, we understood,
waa Lieut. Hall. After presenting a written
communication to the lieutenant, Col. Lamon
was invited into tb boat, accompanied bv
Col. Duryea, and tbey were taken to Fort
Sumter, where they remained about one hoar.

On the approach of the steamer to the fort
about half of tbe garrison collected on tbe
wharf, and some half dozen officers were on
the ramparts, using their After
staying in the fort for some time, Col. Lamon,
accompanied by Major Anderson, took a walk
around the ramparts of the fortification, ths
major apparently explaining to his viaitor the
position of the fort and Ita surroundings.
While on the ateamer, tbe envoy from Wash-
ington alluded several times to tbe impo-tanc- e

of preserving the pace, and that be expected
to leave immediately for Washington City,
and boped to return here in a few days. The
