. A soon a appointed, many of tbe officer
c. the regalar array will be ordered to tk. re- ¬

cruiting aerviee. Audit is in this way only,
that the regular army will be rai.ed. Aa yet,
It dee not ronta'tt s single
officer or private, while tbe Provisional army
has thousand of men in the field.

The regular army will begin to take form
and substance, pmbaMr, within aix months.

Officer resigned, on account of aeceasion,
from tbe army of tbe United St. tea, receive
appointment., a nf course, in tb, regular
army. Civtliin are eligible, but the former
are certainly provided.

Application, by civilians, for positions as
surceoa and assistant surgeon, in tbe regular
army, need now bardiv be made, with expec- ¬

tation of eurce. There i only a limited
numb mt appoiatment to fill;" and these,
aeceaaarily, will be given to resigned surgeon
aad assistant from th army of tb United
State.

The engineer corps is. we learn, mo', inac-
cessible to eiviliane; probably becaua. there

re aecempliebed officer (resigned) from tbe
United States army, to fill the positions. We
doubt without being able tr etate poattlv.lv
whether any civilian, whatever hla attain- ¬

ments, will be received into tbe engineer.
Paeitian, for civilian, is next most diftcak of
attainment in tbe artillery.
