I wonld y te tbem, that how
ever gratifying it might be to have. the aympa- -
tbies, and to win the smiles of the great or
other lands, the hopes which may be built
lh.reon will prove delusive ; the promises of
succor will, in the day of adversity, be forgot'
ten, and all tbe bright aniicipations which
may have their origin in aucb an association
will, like tbt applet of Sodom, wbtch t.mpt
the eye of tbe traveler npon the shores of the
Dead Saa, turn to ashes on the lips !

Perbapa, though, your lordship's visions of
the future of the Republic may prove delusive!
Perhaps your owe unguarded words, written in
the first flush of anticipated but not yet fully

thrilling associattena. in memory or the blood
of 'heir sires, mingled together upon many a

uaru rougut oaiiieaein. consent at leaa. to pan
aa mends. Ipe end may not be yet, my lord.
Out of tbe c.'ovda emerge a raa more respleo- -
dent than even tbat which seems to tou now to

whelming condemnation cf th millions of
American citizens who struggled to avert its
downfall, snd who still cling to ita fallen for-

tunes, and to its great distinctive principles, as
the sheet anchor of the bopea of the Republic.
The charge is aa sweeping at it is harsh. Yoh
will not grant that out "friend of America, or
of the human race," can feel any regret at tbt

might plead in behalf of bit fellow country-
men to tave them from the doom of Sodom!

While the world may rive vour lo'dehlp
credit for a more profound knowledge of thes
tubjec's which concern tbe general good of
the human race, than the unknown writer
who now addresses you, I cannot doubt bnt
that an impartial public would decide that an
American citizen, whose destinies has been
cast within the limits of the Republic, ought
to understand as thoronehlv and to anDreciste

It Is you, who, by acknowledging
yourself to be honored by an invitation to par-
ticipate in demonstrations" of respect for one
of the foulest murderers whoss deeds have
found a place In the records of crime, plsced
the lighted torch and the dsgger in tbe hands
of the Incediary! It it you who from your
tafe retreat may laugh to scorn the horrors of
tbe contest that thut kindles the flames of a
fratricidal war In a distant land, and all ta the
jtroititated aame of tttmaniv-

There are many who do not rejoice over the
event which tias fiiled your lordship with so
much aatisfaction. These mourn overt result
which plsces in imminent peril one of the
noblest pardon me ir with the old pride of an
American I say the noblest fabric of a Gov-

ernment that has ever been constructed by
human intelligence.

You delude yourself, my lord, if you believe
that all "friends of America" and of tbe "hu-
man race" share your sentimen's of joy upon
the occasion to i celebrate. Millions of the

n and the oppressed of other
climes now mourn over the peril which men-

aces the overthrow of " ths great Republic,"
without knowing or caring to comprehend
the domestic questions which have produced
the danger. During elgbty-fiv- e years, it bat
been a beacon of rest to tbe weary and heavy
laden, and should its brightness be quenched
by the dark and clouded night, upon whoss
gloomy and fitful ahadowa we may even at
this moment be gsaing, believe not, my lord,
that tbe announcement of tbe catastrophe will
be a message of joy to the hearts of all " Ihe
friends of the human race." No, my lord, von
may or msy not represent the lentirr.enta or
the M and noble order to which you belon?.
1 would fain bope that yon do not, bnt you do
not ixprest tbe santimentt of the million.

If your lordship really believes that " all
fritndi of the human race" art rejoiced tt
the overthrow of Ibat political organization
wblch, commencing wi h Wtthington, has
been perpetuated in power to the present day,
descend a little I pray yon. from your elevated
potitfon in th. social scale, and seek enlighten-me- t

from those whom you may encounter.
Ask of the wandering exile from the native
land, who, for the crime of seeking freedoai
from the thraldom of despotism, hat been
doomed to rev. tit the home of his childhood
no start forever ; If he rejoices at tbe event
whicb threatens to ex'ingaisb the brightness
of thtt light, tbe contemplation of which haa
been to him, and o hia fellow sufferers, a thing
of joy, of life, of bope, in tbe gloomiest mo-

ments of his despondency
I would aek no nobler epitaph upon the tomb

of tbst party, whose defeat your lordship com-
memorates as an event which should be hailed
witb joy by every "friend of 'he human race,"
'ban to record in simple and brief words this
fragment of its history :

Wheth-
er lit fall wat t consequence of ilt crimes, its
virtues, or itt miifortunes, let posterity deter-
mine."

And may I bt pardoned, ir, in casting a
glance into the unrtvealed future, I ven urt
the prediction, that even though tbs Republic
itself should perish to day, the incidents of its
brief but brilliant earrsr silt be remembered,
and the grendrur an,! aublimity of ths great
principles upon which It was constructed will
he eppreeiated, and the memory of its found-
ers and of their successors who ruled it will
b honored, when Loudon, w'th ita Kings sad
its nobles, and its commons, will have been,
like Egypt's ancient capital, with its monu-
ments and ita inhabitants, mingled together ia

distinguishable as' es.

I be profitless for me to indulge st
greater length In the reflections to wbieh ths
two events I have referred to and your ?s

connection therewith have given birth.
I am unwilling to offer to you, my lord, any
defense for the local policy of the political
party in America to wbieh I belong. Nor, on
the other ham!, will I make any attack upon
that in whose success vour lords'iip seeois to

el so deep an in'ereat, and whose caue you
amnmsn.l wnli sn mueii zeal. I Aa not rarer
rlze ia Kngliatunen, or any otfaer fareigneri.

You bavt, by tbt
enert y of your assaults upon tbe Institution
of African slavery In America, indirectly
challenged an examination into tbe manner ip
which subjugated races have been ruled by
your asra country, and you sstm to Invits
scrutiny Into your own connection, as a na-

tion, with the institntloa of Afriean starsrr la
the past as well as la tbs present era.

I In turn challenge an Investigation snd s
comparison, snd I am willing to accept " all
friends of tbe human race'' at oar urn; 'ret. I
am willing tha: both shall be tried "by tbt
Itwt of God tud humanity," and tbat tbe in-

quiry ahall bavt for Ita object the determination
of the quettlon Which baa aa governed at to
achieve ibe greatest good with the lean evil to
thote over whum providence or cupidity have
called tbem, respectively, to bear sway ? Every
friend of Ibt Southern Statea or America la
williag to stand or fall upon tht result of such
an inveatigatton and comparison.

I have a high respect, my lord, for a great
nation is which you bold to distinguished a
rank.

I am satisfied that many, very maty, of Ita
Boblest citizens of all cissies deprecate the
officious Interference of British politlclasa ia
tbe conte-- t of poiitical parties la America,
But mv frlendlv rrrard for Individual citlzena
of vour cointry doss not blind me to tbt ftc'
thst English influence hae been s principal
element in the sectional troubles which
now distract my eouatry. Chief among tbe
leading journals of Eogland is ont which, by
tbe common content of sll Europe, it Ihe grett
exponent of Englith sentiments snd English
idess. In America, it is equally recognized
aa Ibe unrivaled Ear pear dsfamer of tbe
Souths.

excited unjust and wholly unfounded preju-dice- a

against my countrymen throughout Eu-

rope. I cannot hope that in a day, or a year,
these prejudices can be removed by any expo-
sure of that narrow and thoroughly selfish pol-

icy which, decked in the garb of humanity,
has given tone lo tbe aentiment of Europe upon

tnerican affaira. But in tbe confidence that
a returning sense of justice will induce your
lordship to listen to tbe defense made by one
whom you bare accused as an enemy to hia
country and to the human race, I propose, after
Ihe lapse of a few weeks, which will be nec-

essarily occupied by other engagements, to do
myself the honor of seain addressing you.

I may not bope that the judge who baa
already pronounced againat me, in terma eo
emphatic, will ever be induced to reverse bis
predetermined judgment ; but I will not de-

spair of obtaining a reveraal of your sentence
before a tribunal composed or the "friends of
the human race," until longer to bope would
be fanaticism, a
