though he could not tell the number:

city. Nearly every man he met was a o! Iier,
en.t cttetnrrt-tu- t business nau given place to
active military movements. There alse he
aw Tof mhe, whom he asked for a passport to

out of Virginia. "I don't care whether you
to heaven or bell," replied Toombs, "I can't

give you a pass; go to those military men."
He went, however, then to the British eoassj,
who gave him a passport, which he took to
Gov. I.e'cher for hi signature.and left next
morning for Manassas.

Vet all the rebels, as far as he
could judge, vers determined to fight, and no
epithet in their estimation was too bad to be
applied to an7 northern man.

THK 1IUCISIIA KITTLES.
The details of the skirmishes near Martins-bur- g,

Va., b :ia to reach us in a somewhat
authentic form, It will be seen by the follow- -

ing, from scviral articles in the Richmond
Dispatch, that, although no decisive batMe had
be?n fought, tie confederate forces had se-

cured a highly idvantsgeous position, and that
t'ue abolition fo'ces were in great peril. We

qno'e from the Dispatch of the 7th :

It turns out Hat Cadwsllader or Patterson
(or both, as the case may be,) did not recroes
tbe Potomac, iut followed Johnston's ad-

vanced fVrre, under Gen-r- Jackson, until it
effected a juuetim with the main body of the
confederate fores a few miles south of g.

That town is in Berkeley county,
upon the Baltimae and Ohio railroad, ten or
twelve miles fron the Potomac, ar.d twenty
miles north cf Vinchester. The federalists,
according to the noat reliable information we
have, (and It comes straight enough to be
credited, we believe,) at once assail-- d the en-

tire force under Johi ton,and were repulsed
with severe loss. Thrice did they try to drive
him from bis positfcn with the like defeat, an i

the last time Jobniton pursued tbem into
wbere, hiving outflanked tbem, he

held them at last accounts. The statement
further is that he hid given notice to tbe citi-
zens of his 'ntenticn to fall upjn the enemy
there, in order that the women and children
might escape.

This is all that hai come to hand. This, as
wo say, is verbal ; bit then it is from gentle-
men whj are bigbly eepeetahle and who re-

port that it came t Winchester in a very
straight ard credi'abh manner.

We are all anxiety to hear that Cadwalladcr,
or Patterson, whtchevir be may have been, is
nearer reinforcements ban Johnston. We see
that Stone,witb three thousand five hundred men
was looked for In the neighborhood of Harper's
rerry, twenty miles o ly from Martmsburg,
on his way to unite wi'h tbe federalists at
Martinsburg. A little delay might bring aid
to them. But Gen. is too great a
strategist to allow any time to elapse before
availing himself to tb fullest extent of his
sdvan'sge. A passenger states that the militia
of the region thereabout were assembling and
a considerable force of them would likely ar
rive in good time to join Gen. Johnston.

Later Patterson n a Tbaf .Ix-Go- v.

Lowe, cf Maryland, anived in our city yes-

terday afternoon, from Winchester, by the
Central cars. He states that on entering the
stage at Winch ster, on Thursday evening,
reliable intelligence was received from Mar-tin-tbu- r;

to the effect that General Johnston's
command had engaged the forces of the
United States, estimated at 20,000, at a
place called Darkville, three miles this
side of Martinsburg that General Johnston
bed repuiaed them three times with great loss
on 'heir side, although their number largely
exceeded his. General Pa'terson is sspposed
to have been in command of thefede'al troops.
Gen. Johnston succeeded in driving them back
to Martinsburg outflanking them and getting
between them and the river, intercepted their
retreat.

From the topography of the country at and
around Martinsburg, be fed-re- i army is tbus
held in a trap, ann tetrren tbs upper and ne-

ther millstones of Johnson and Beauregard,
who will doubtless grind them to powder, un-
less the federal commander has judged "discre-
tion lo be the better part of vallor,-"- ' acd sur-
rendered.

An order had been received at Martinsburg--
from Gen. Jonhston, to remove the women and
children.

It was not known by our informant what
was the ext-n- t of the loss on either side. We
Bhall doubtless have full particulars to day.

Details of 'fneminv'a Battle near
Yl!llauiBiort.

Several persons present at the recent en-

gagements nar Martinsburg concur, substan
tially, in tbe following accounts :

Ou Tuesday last the Yankee forces, num-
bering near ten thsus md, while approaching
Martinsburg, were met by Col. J.ickson's ad-
vance, consisting of a portion cf Col. Harper's
regiment from Augu.-tt- county, about seven
hundred strong, and a squadron of cavalry
under Col. St. wart. The federal forces, ex-

cept Sherman's boasted battery, occupied n
forest. The Confederate troops advanced,
under the r ro'rction of a rail fence, to within
three hunciied ysrds of the enemy. Colonel
Stewart, with Captain Pattriek's company if
cavalry, from Auguita.openrd he engagement
by capturing the van of the enemy, consisting
ot en entire company of Pennsylvanians ; a
sharp firing was kept up for an hour and a
half between the main bodies, with a loss to
the enemy estimated at the minimum of sixty-teve- n

killed, eighty-fiv- e wounded, and fifty-thre- e

prisoners; warn the firing ceased, and
Col. fell slowly to a stronger
positioa nearer Msrtinsburg.'wllb a loss on
his side of three killed and five wounded.

Gen. Johnston, being notified, advanced
frm Winchester with his forces, and reliable
r ports received yesterday say, that in con-
junction with Col. Jackson' force, he three
several times repulsed the attacks of Genera!
Patterson's entire srmy of about 22,000 men,
a'n! drove him into Martinsburg. Gen. John-
ston has since succeeded in throwing his army
between Gen Patterson and the Potomac,
thus cutting eff retreat, while reinforcements
are constantly aniving from Beauregard's
camp at Mai assas in sufficient numbers to
assure the complete discomfit re, if not cap-lur- e,

All those that are en active
duty now, are as tough, cheerful, and as
well drilled a set of men s you can scratch
up anywhere ; and it is liv opinion that our
neighbors across the way wil! fnd it out when
they open tbe ball. Speaking about this ball,
I think it will be tbe ball of the season tbe
ball of balls. I have not the slightest dcubt
but that it will make a tremendous noise, par-
ticularly in the neighborhood ; at least I should
judge bo frsm the looks of Ihe instruments
that we will play with on our side of the bouse.
And our boys sre really anxious for the music
to commence. I do not say t!:is bcause I am
of the army, but it is from conversa iens that
I hear frem different regiments, ami I believe
that if they should battT down every brirk
there is about here, they will find us hero yet,
and wi:b the intention of staying here as long
as they do. There is no doubt in tbe world
but that the enemy have done all that lies in
iheir power to tortlfy a&d strengthen Fort
Pickens and Santa Rosa Island ; and I sup
pose thev are quite sure of running us out of
here.
