The Mettle et Rich Hill Confuted AciountiCu!

Hill ami the PreiiThote that live in glati houses
mutt not throw ttonet -- The Public and the War De-

partment -- The Secreey Syem-Invasi- on of East
Tennessee Removal of a Postmaster, etc

Richmond, July 16.
The news from the nor'h-wes- t is so confused

it is impossible 1 make out an intelligible ac-c-

tof what has happened. It is only cer-

tain, as I wrote you yesterday, that we have
met wih a serious disaster to a portion of
Gen Garnett's command, under Col. Pegram.
All .accounts represent it as a mo3t desperate
encounter, and the loss on both sides, consid-

ering the number we bad engaged, whs very
great. For two hours and a half a force of
250 of our men, with one piece of artillery,
kept at biy the advance of 'he enemv. auin-beiin- g

3,000, and finally retreated, only when
heir ammunition was exhausted. Our men

were cut literally to pieces. One company,
under command of Capt. Carter Irving, lost-thirt-

including the captain and first lieuten-

ant. The lieutenant in charge cf the gun
(whose name I cannot now remember) was
also killed. The loss of the en-rn- is vari-

ously reported at from 400 to 800. Col. Pe-

gram was wounded, and either killed or cap-

tured. Thejennemy had 10,000 men in the en-

gagement. Pegrsm'd whole command did not
exceed 1601). The name of Capt. P. B. An-

derson is mentioned as among the Killed. This,
it Is believed, must be an error.

Cat. U. H. Hill, commanding the First
regiment Narth Carolina volunteers, who,
it will be remembered, acquitted them-

selves with so nv.ch credit at the battle
o.' Bethel, has issjed a general order to
the corps comprising the army at the post of
Yorntown, where lie is in command, in which
he says: "A general order from the head-

quarters of the Armv forbids newspaper scrib-

blers from giving information to the enemy of
ihe movements of troops, results of battles and
skirmishes, the number or forces at particular
points, etc.

"This order has been violated to the mani-

fest prejudice of the service. It is, therefore,
ordered, that commanders of regiments and de-

tachments use their best exertions to prevent
this foolish and pernicious itching for news-

paper notoriety."
Now, your readers will remember that this

is the same Colonel Hill, whose "itching for
notorit-ty- induced bim, immediately after the
battle of Bethel, to make to the governor of an
adjoining State io that in which the battle oc-

curred, a leng hy at.d detailed report of the
engagement, and the gallant and glorious part
lie and bis regiment bore therein ; and that
this account was the firs' official report of
the battle which appeared in the public prints.
In this self laudatory report of Cl. Hiil,(who,
by the way, fully deserved all tht praise he
indirectly lavished upon himself,) by some un-

accountable omiss'on, not a word is mentioned
of, nor a single al'u.alou msde to the presence
of Col. Magruder, althe,ugh it is currently re-

ported and generally believed, that be was
present and aiding and assisting, if not com-

manding in person. Col Hill's report reads for
all the world as if the glorious opera'lons of

that memorable day bad been conceived, un-

dertaken and carried to a successful issue by
himself, unaided, except by the Inferior officers
and soldiers of bis command. This singular
obliviousness of the presence of Gen. M cru-
der was calculated to excite, and doubtless did
excite, surprise here and elswhere. Yet, so
far as I know, the circumstance I ns evoked no
word of unkind criticism in any quarter, and
Col. Hill has been permitted to wear, undis-

turbed, the laurels with which he has so pro-

fusely garlanded his own brow.
But it is said that Col. Hill is himself a

member of that respectable corps of corres-
pondents whom be cantly denomi nates "news-
paper scribblers," and that he cri6Mr for a
certain paper of this ci'y, over the historic
romme de plume of " York'own." Shades of
Cornwsllis! can it be? I shall not undertake
to vouch for the truth of the rumor, though It
is Repeated upon the autbor'ty of persons of
unquestionable veracity. I must say, how-

ever, that the frequency with whi h the name
of Col. Hill is mentioned in the correspondence
of " Yorktown," gives to the rumor a high col-

oring of probability. If it i true, this allu-

sion te " newspaper scribbleis " has about it
an air of coolness altogether refreshing.

When Col. Hill speaks of "pernicious itch-

ing for notoriety." I must recall to his memory
the adage about persons wbobabitate in vitre-

ous tenements. In a practice of fifteen vears,
I have not seen a more clearly defined case of
cacoetkes. H has th" malady in its worst
form. Lard and brimstone won't save him.

B it, seriously, I Eee so many, such foolish
emanations, from men eminent in the profes-

sion of arms, I sometimes almost conclude
that, common -- r.se and military science have
shaken hands and parted forever. Why must
our generals still adhere to the exploded theory
that tbe public are to be kept in profound ig-

norance of all that transpires in the army?
Why will our Government encourage a system,
trie only reatjlt of which is to keep tbs public
mind in a state of continual suspense, in regard
to the thousand and one exaggera'rd reports
set afloat by the idle and vicious? Withholding
from the public such reliable Information as
the Government may possess, does not prevent,
but rather favors tbe dissemination of incor-

rect reports and groundless rumors. If tbe
au'bcritiea hamper and restrict the agents of
the press so as to prevent the gathering of full
and reliable information in regard to events
that are transpiring, tbey will publish such
partial and incerrect accounts as they can
obtain. The public demand to know all that
can be communicated without detriment to
the public service. It is a libel upon tbe
patriotism and intelligence of the people to
say they desire more.

The masses have a deep interest in this
war. Besides tbe political stake tbey have
hazarded upon the result, the precious lives of
fa hers, brothers, husbands, children, are in
volved. When intelligence comes of a battle,
thousands of acvi.ig heartB throughout the
land, are yearning to know the fate of those
engaged. To the dissemination of such
knowledge, what rsasonable objection can
there be? If tbe Government dietrusts the

discretion of the press, why may not the War
Department publish an official bulletin of its
own, containing such information as it may
communicate compatibly with tbe interests of
the public service ? Amove in this direction
would be highly acceptable, and do much to

foster in the public mind respect for a govern-
ment which would thus exhibit a feeliEg of
parental regard for its citizens. But here, too,

ala! I fear " red tape " stands inexorably in

the way of a much needed reform.

Intelligence, not very direct, reached 'us to-

day that the Lincolnites, in some force, arc
making their way through Kentucky into East
Tennessee, by the Cumberland Gap. I very
much fear, as I wrote you some days ago, that
we xhall yet have trouble with the Union men
in East Tennesseee. The leaders, who have so
lor g used the people for ambitious purposes, are
reluctant to lose their hold upon the scepter
of authority. It is within the power of Nelson
and Maynard, if they choese, to calm the storm
they faelpedjto excite, at least to a great degree.
But as yet I have seen no manifestation of a
disposition to do so.

If the report of the threatened invasion of
East Tennessee is true, Gov. Harris, of course,
has information of the fact, and will do his ut-

most to thwart the schemes of tbe enemy.
The Postal Department, having been advised
of the use of the post office at Cumberland
Gap as a medium for tbe exchange of treason-
able correspondence with th Lincolnites, has
removed the former postmaster, an.! appointed
in his stesd a gentleman by the name of Pat-

terson, a brother to the general of that name
commanding a division in the federal army.
Tne new appointee is a mm of character,

and probity, and wi'hal a devoted
friend of the Southern cause. Long may he
flourish.

counts of the fight in North-wester- n Virginia,
in all of which an overwhelming victory was
claimed for the abolition forces. The follow-

ing from the Richmond Enquirer of the 16fb,
the latest received, modifies the extent of the
disaster to our forces, and shows that they
were surprised by a force so far superior in

numbers as to be irresistible by tbe Bmall force
of the confederates :

Our forces were attacked at Camp Garnett
on Thursday .ast, and were driven from their
position, with a loss of about forty killed and
thirty wounded, and leaving their artillery and
baggage behind them. A d'tachment of our
forceg was attacked by about twelve thousand
of the enemy, while throwing up fortifications
on the mountain behind the camp. Col. m

was in command of our forces when (hey
were attacked, and had only some three or four
tnirdred men under him, but with tins small
force lie repulsed the enemy ""ee times, kill-

ing several hundred of them and keeping tbem
at hay for three hours. But be was finally
compe led !o retreat, and in doing so was
'hrowi. from his horse and somewhat Injured,
and then taken prisoner. Our for. es, at this
point, retreated as best they could through tbe
woods, and a,e now at Monterey, Highland
couity.

Col. H-c- with a portion of his regiment,
crossed over to Gen. Garnett's camp, and the
labt heard tstvaa them thev were retreating in
tbe direction of Franklin, in Pendleton
county.

Tbe enemy had torn'' 20,000 rren, an all our
force there did i ot amount to over 6,000.

Pensacola, July 14 The Advertiser and
Register was telegraphed last night the fact
that a detachment of the Montgomery Mount-
ed Rifles had fired upon a boat filled with fede-
ral sailors. The Rifles, under Capt. Clanton,
bsve for some time been performii a the labo-
rious and dangerous duty of guarding the roa t
in the neighborhood "f the East Pass of Santa
Rosa island, hut without incident, until Friilav
morning. About seven in the morning of that
day, a detachment of lbs company under Cap-
tain Clanton, discovered approachirg the
island shore, a smill boat or launch from the
blockading steamer lying a mile or two dis-
tant.

The men immediately concealed themselves
behind a mound of sand and awaited their
approach to within a very short distance of
the ambuscade, when thev were discovered by
tne crew. Tbe launch immediately stopped,
and attempted to pull round, when Captain
Clanion demanded their approach to the shore
For a moment, it seemed the intention of tbe
laHnchtoobey his summons, hen tie officer
in charge of the boa' drew his sword and or-
dered a return to the ship. Capt. Clanton a
second time ordered their approach to the
shore, accompanied with a threat ta fire on
them if disobeyed, which wis disregarded.
The rifles then opened fire at a short diatanre,
when the officer in command supposed to e
a midshipman reeled and fell acrrss the
guards of fie boat.

He is supposed i0 be killed or desperately
wounded. Several others in the launch were
thought to be hurt or killed, as tbe boat (an
eight oared one) got out of the scrape with
the assistance of only two oars. Nineteen
shots were fired at not oyer a hundred yards.
So'ne of them, it is thought, must have been
killed. The gun of one of the men missed fire
the first volley; he claimed the privilege of a
fire, however, which was granted, and it was
thought with success. These are all tbe par-
ticulars of the affair I have been able to
gather.

Never before have I been so fully impressed

with the truth of the remark that "great armies
are great eTils " Our country, hitherto a
stranger to them, is no ', at their sev-- r ;!
pointa of assemblage, passing through an ex-

perience of thrir corrupting ir fluence upon so-
ciety. Washington, being th.-- central point,
feels it more than any other city in the nation.
How much enr military organizations lack in
discipline may be inferred from the fact that
the streets of this city, from day to day and
night after night, are filled i!h drunken, riot-
ous, quarrelsome soldiers, who are permitted
to crowd saloons and bo'elg, and to ergag- - in
brawls in tbe streets with entire impunity. I
confess I cannot understand it.

Our soldiers In the citv are fearfully demor-
alized snd cit'zens walk the streets with no
prsi'ive immunity against assault of any kind.
It is impossible to go the length of the avenue
without refusing several applications frsrn
dnirken soldiers for money to buy a treat
oi a plug of tobacco. Fights are frequent and
blecdy, and In many instances pistole and
bayonets are fl.tnriehed hy men mai'dened with
liquor. Nearly all the saloons of the city were
closed yesterday by the proprietors, through
fear of the ao'diery, and at those which were
"pen, fights were of constant occurrence, ft
seems to me that a proper regard for the peace
of the city and the safety of its Inhabitants,
even if military considerations fail, should
cauje such an enforcement of discipline as will
at least amount to protection and safety. The
woHc of demorlizatjon ami n? the soldiers
needs no excitements outside of their several
encampments. Il is rapid enough among raw
recruits and volunteers, when subjected to the
strictest discipline, but M must needs become
terrible when permitted Io progress unchecked.
The soldiers belonging to the regiments en
camped in thm vicinity of Washington, now
numbering mire than a hundred thousand,
many of them necessarily men of desperate
character aad fortunea, shuild be compelled to
stay In their respective' camps, or to visit the
city only upon the condition of good conduct.

should be kept in camp altogether, for if per-
mitted to come here, riots, accidents, murders
and violence of all kinds are only eventa that
bide their time.

A Sugg-ratio- n to Planters.
As the crop of cotton will be slow in getting

to market 'he coming season if it gets there
tall it behooves our planters to cast about

for eveiy meai b at their command for supply-
ing themselves with trie ready cash necessary
for their lesser daily transaction. Due-- at-
tention should be given to provisions of all
kinds, as the surplus will hardly fail to
command a remunerating price. There is
one article, however, of which large quantl
ties are produced annually, but on account
of the difficulty of transportation in its
unprepared State, is never sent into market
except in small quantities. We allude to
fodder. Tbe entire absenre of northern
any from the southern markirts will create a
great demand for Ibis article as a substitute,
and our planters would do well to look irto
tbe expediency of making it an arlicle of trade
the coining season. It may be readily com-
pressed in a damp season in bales of three
hundred pounds, secured with boaids snd hick-
ory witbes, which are always at band; and if
thus sent to market, it will pay handsomely
after deducting all expenses.

As the fodder-pullin-g season i? near at hand,
we commend these bints to our planters, espe-
cially those living on the lines of southern rail-
roads. To give some idea of tbe probable de-
mand, it is only necessary for ns to say that
Savannah alone-i-s accustomed to dispose of
between fortv ar.d fifty tbousan.l bales of north-
ern hay annually. Savannah Republican.
