They discover where abuses have

crep in, wbcW errors have heen committed,

where the band of reform is wanted, and wl ere

improvement is required. Before the incipi-

ent steps for the chance required csn b com-

pleted, before the advances obtained by ex-

perience can be applied to tbe benefit of the

city, tbe year baa slipped by, a re election

comes, the board is almost entirely changed,

new members h?ve to begin to at air. a new

exjerienc, and they, too, are gone before

their knovrlfdu'p can be made svailab'e.
The remedy for 'bis, and other results of an

annual change of tbe members composing

the board, a remedy that will also prevent the

"old fogyism" and "red tape" practices of

bodies into which new blood is not periodically
elected, is evidently to combine some per-

manency of office w.th frequent elections.

By electing one half ti e board each year a

proper infusion of new blood is secured; by

permitting one half or the members of the

preceding year to continue in their s"ats, (be

experience that moitey has acquired ia made

available for Ibe assistance of the next board.

In this way, while the popular will haa a fair
and frequent influence upon the beard, the
new board does not have to commence the

entire miss of he city's business anew, but it

carries the business on from tbe point to which

the previous board had carried it. Another
advantage would be secured by this arrange-

ment the voters in each ward having only

one candidate to vote for at each annual elec-

tion, instead of two, tbe claims of th angle
individual would hsve a better chance ef mi-

nute iniestiira ion, and an unexeeptable man

woutd not be "got through" by tbe adroit! ess of

"m'r.agtrs" having coupled him with a popu-

lar ind'vi dual. We are inclined to think that
popular choice would be better tban lot, to

determine at the next city election which of

the two members should sit for the long and

which for the .rt term. Tbe voter muht
say on his ballot, "for lone lerao Brown;"
"for short term Smith;" or he might vote as

usual, and that the one ef the two members

receiving the bUl.eat vote mht take the long

term. In case of an equal number of votes,

tbe recourse to lot would be necessary.
