stable In this city has, for a week or tan days,
been under the management of a sprightly,
dashing, good looking young
fellow, who told a good story, cracked his
whip with a knowing jerk, and handled the
ribbons with an d skill that never fail-

ed to draw admiration from the profound stu-

dents in horseflesh, who "know a thing or
two." Dan Edaon, for that was the young
fellow's name, kept the books, fingered the
money, managed the stable boys, let out horses
and buggies, and discussed the points of a
horse and the achievements of s racer as

called for, and all with the
decided style that he exhibited in every-

thing he said or did. Dan, although not
long la his new place, was becoming a

favorite. The old frequenters of the place
found i' refreshing to rub up their slow ideas
against Dan's rapid enunciation and tren-

chant vehemence. The young "bloods"' about
town who lnve to drive to Fort Pickering at
a near a 2:40 pace as whip lash can procure
a.-.- hired hacks achieve were fond of deal-

ing with Dan. Ia their eyes, Dan was
knowing; be had a jaunty air and a saucy
look btu him ; and he always contrived, bs
did not know how, to mike them on better
terms with themselves than usual. TSey nev-

er felt so pleased with the set of their bat
the cut of their coat, the ring of their boot-hee- N

on the pavement, the "listen of the brooch
in their bosom, or the color of their

hands, ag when Dan unobtrusively
nut insinuatingly called thir notice to excel-

lencies and beauties, dmtixuf result thev
bad of en sighe 1 fr, but seldom before dared
to hope tbey had attained. Dan wa9 not in a

situa'ion to come much into th company of
ladies; yet sometimes a lady would get into, or
leave a carriage near the stable; Dan was then
a model of attention and politeness. His mar-n- er

was demure, but yet full of archness. The
lips and brow expressed (rravi y, but the very
duce wasuancing bold and riotous pranUa be-

neath the two arched eyebiows. Of course
the few ladies who hsd enjoyed ti e pleasure
of Dan's ready aid, as they meunted or left
the (.teps of their carriages, were admir-

ers of ts. HiH modest demeanor and
rakish looks delighted them. They were sure
he was " the very devil among the girls." In
fact Dan was on the way to greatness. But
a few days be bad t ken the stable in hand,
yet already everything seemed going like a
piece of clock work, of which Dan was the
regulator. The stable was feelin; the benefit
of his popularity, and by day aud by night the
empty halls of the neighboring grand hotel
echoed wiiL tbe tread of horses, and the trun-
dle of wheels frc m the stable over the way.
We must new take a graver tone. Man is
mortal, and mol ality is changeable, ard a
change came over Din's expanding fortunes,
and envious fate dashed fiom his hands the
flowing cup of sweet prosperity. A

wbisoee was muttered thst expanded
into a rumor, anil the rumor grew
ioto a downright assertion that Dsn, tbe
polite, roguish, smart, industrious Dan, was a
woman ' The assertion became accusation,
and accusation stamped the story wi'h cer-

tainty, when, yesterday, tbe chief of police
and officer Winters waited upon Dan with an
invi'atiJD to accompany tbem to jail. But
Dan was not disconcerted no hing disconcert-
ed Dan EJson ; be laughed in the faces of bis
visitors, snd tola tbem he had time just
then to attend to their jokes. Capt. Garrett
put on his gravest leok and assured tbe ycung
scapegrace that it was a very serious matter.
"Can't attend to you now, gentlemen, that's
flat," raid Dm. "I 1st one of our horses to a
gentleman yesterday, and he's gone and
killed it. Rail fences, and mud roads
after a thunder s'orm, don't do for
hurdle and rice practice. The fellow
has to pay us for our horse, and I
expect him eveiy ci:,ute. 1'ta fond of fun,
gentlemen; but we'll settle the jail subject when
you call again. We can then take a laugh
and a sherry cv'bler toge'.her. Good day,
gentlemen," and Dan was retiring into the
abysses of tbe stable, wi h one f his saucy,
laughing nod, when a few more words from
the police convinced htr that the piay was
ended, and the part she had agsuxed must he
abandoned. With a jail for a green room, this
wag not so pleasant; but it had to be done, and
there Dan. Edso:: was placed on the charge of
being, properly, a tenant not of pants but of
petticoats, and entitled to the name of Mrs.
Ray. It is said that behind this adven'ure of
playing clerk in a livery stable lies a story, to
move to tears, of an outraged wife, sorrowing
and heart-broke- n, but we cannot touch on
grief that is too sacred for public exposure.
What may come to light, at the investigation
that will take; lace the recorder this
morning, we cannot tell.

Dasivg Attempt to Steal a Negro.
