Washington, July 22. Midnight. The

battle has been one of the severest ever fought
on this continent. Up to 2 o'clock our troops
had driven tbe enemy a distance of nearly two
miKg. As the enemy-- back from one posi-

tion, it was onlv to another equally strong,
and at vry point fresh reinforcements were
poured in almost without l:mit as to number.
There can be no doubt that tue;r forces was at
least double that of ours.

The Fire Znuaves were terribly cut up.
While drawn up to make an attack tbey were
assailed by a concealed balury wi'h a strong
support on their and were forced to
break. It is said both Colonel Farnh m and
Lieu'enart Colonel Jol:n Cresier are killed,
but it may not prove true. The latter at ali
events was severely wounded.

Colosel Hunter is wounded in tbe throat.
Colonel Stevens of the 2d R. 1. and Captain
Towers of the 1st, are reported killed. Gov-

ernor Sprague had his horse shot under him.
Major Billen of the 2d R. I. was severely
wounded in the baud and thigh by a cannon
ball.

formation was received fr- - m Centervilie, at
7:30 last night, a sers of even's look place
in ttie in'ensest degree disastrous.

Many confused statements are prevalent,
but eno igh in known to warrant the statement
that we have suffered in a degree wbich has
cast a gloom r.v?T the remnants of the army,
and excited the deepest melancholy through
Washington. The carnage was tremendously
heavy on both sides, and on ours it ia repre-
sented as frightful.

We were advancing and taking their mask-
ed batteries, gradually but surely, by driving
the enemy toward Manassas Junction, when
they eeeinel to hive been reinforced by Gen.
Johnston, who it is understood tookcommaud,
and immediately commenced driving us back,
when a panic among our troops suddenly oc-

curred and a reeula"-stamped- took place.
It is thought that Gen. McDowell undertook

to make a stand at or ahou Centervilie, but the
panic was so fearful that the whole army

demoralized, and it was impossible 'o
check them at Centervilie or Fairfax
Coort House. Gen. McDowell intended to
make another stand at Fairfax Court House,
but our forces being in foil retreat he could
not accomplish the object beyond Fairfax
Court House.

The retreat was kept tip and Ihe men reach-
ed their regular encampments, a portion of
whom returner1 to them but a large portion
cemmg inside the entrenchments.

A large r.nmber of the troops in their retreat,
fell on the wayside from tstnintUn. and scat-
tered all along the route to i wx. jCour'
House.

The ivay from Bull's run was strewed with
knapsacks, arms, etc., some of our troops de
liberately throwing away their guns and
appurtenances, the better to facilitate their
peed.

Gen McDowell was in the rear of there-trea- t

exerting hirnseif to rally his men, but only
with partial effect. Tbe latter part of the
army, it is said, made their retreat in order.
His orders on tbe field did not at all times

The city this morning is in the most intense
excitement. Wagons are continally arriving
bringing in the dead and wounded. The feel-
ing is awfully distressing.

Bo'h telegraph and steamboat communica-tic- n

with Alexandria is suspended to day to
the public. The greatest alarm prevails
throughout the city.

The following is an account of tbe begin
Ding of tbe panic which resulted so disastrous-
ly to our trocps. All our military operations
went on swimmingly, and Cat. Alexander was
about erecting a pontoon across Bull's run,
when s terrific consternation broke out among
tbe teamsters, who had incautiously advanced
immediately after the body of the army that
lined the Warrenton road.

Their consternation was shared in by nu-
merous civilians who were on tte ground.
Soon o tr whole aruiA' was in retreat. For a
time a perfect panic prevailed, which commu-
nicated itself to the vicinity of Centervilie,
and every available conveyance was seized
upon.

Several similar alarms had occurred on pre-
vious occasions, caused by a change of posi-

tion of onr batteries, and it was most proba-
ble th it the alarm was owing to tbe same fact.

Washington, July 22 Later. The R.
I. battery was ciptured at the bridge across
Bull' ruo, where tuc retreat was cut on. 1 neir
horses were all killed.

It is reported tbat tbe Black Horse cavalry
made an attack on the rear of the retreating
army, when the remnant of th Fire Zsssvsi
turned and fired, killing all but six of them.

It is vaguely reported that Gen. Patterson's
division arrived in tbe vicinity of Manassas
this morning and comaienced an attack on the
rebil forceg. He was within 25 miles of the
battle ground yesterday, but the exhausted
condition of bts men prevented him from
coming to McDowell's aid.

It is also reported that 4000 of our troops
have been sent to Fairfax from the other side
of the river.

It is probable the number cf killed and
wounded is magnified by large numbers who
are missing. Tlie lowest estimate of the
killed and wounded maybe placed at 4000 to
5030.

It is known that the day previous to 'he bat-
tle a large number of the Ohio regiments pub-
licly protested against being led by General
Schenck, and it was only through the impor-
tunities of Col. McCook, in whom they placed
all confidence, and other officers, that they
were prevented from making a more formid-
able rebellion.

It was known to our troops yesterday that
Johnston bad formed a junction with Beaure-
gard on the night of the first action at Bull
Run. Our troops could distinctly hear tbe
cars coming in from Manassas Junction, and
the cheers with which tbe confederates hailed
tbe r newly arrived comrades.

'I hey knew that tbe enemy was superior in
numbers and in the rown position. This was
further confirmed by prisoners taken, but these
facts were probably unknown at Washington.

Gen. Schenck, as well as the older field of-

ficers, acted admirably. He collected his for-

ces and covered the retreat, and up to the last
moment was personally engaged in the en-

deavor to rally bis men to make a stand at
Centreville. It wss tbe arrival of the fresh
reinforcements to the enemy in superior num

bers which turned the gcale of battle. The
enemy before now might have had more to
boast' of if they had followed up their advan-
tage last night.

The number of killed and wounded is gradu-
ally decreasing. 600 Zamves have returned.

It is now understood that Col. Wilcox,
killed, is living, though badly wounded.

Gen McClellan has been summoned by gov-

ernment from Western Virginia, and repairs
to Washington to take command of the pjto-m8- c.

Gen. Rosecrans takes bis place in command
of the arrnv of We6'ern Virginia.

The corps d'aimee at Washington is to be
in9'antly rporganlz-- d and increased. Tbe?e
orde-- s lave already been given. Oilers of
regimen's already raised or being made, will
be' accepted witii such rapidity as to ineu-- e

thht tlis will be accomplished.
No fears are fe't by the govcrnme- - t rlative

The first reports of the annihilation of the
Tax regiment and fire Z maves is untrue.

I is estimated that 22,000 of ourtroops were
en gaged in tbe battle yesterday, and only 15,-00- 0

at any one time. Tbe whole battle oc-

curred within the radius of a mile.
It is now thought tbe enemy left some of

their batteries for the purpose of decojing our
troops on.
