The Raleigh (N. C.) Standard, in a tribute

to tbe memory of Col. Charles F. Fisher, wbo
fell in tbe battle of Manassas, eays :

Col. Fisher, we suppose, was about forty-eig- bt

years of age We believe he waa f r a

year or two at West Point, and that he after-
ward prepared himself for the practice sf the
law. He edited for a year or so a paper in
Salisbury. He was an able and accomplished
writer and a good speaker. Hs was a mem
her of tbe State Senate in tSM-'S- S. and dis- -

i tlnguisbed himself by his earnest advocacy of
a liberal system of interna! improvements.
Soon after be was called to the presidency of
tbe North Carolina railroad, in which capacity
he evinced great energy of character and busi-
ness talents cf a high order. He resigned this
position but a few weeks since to take com-
mand cf tbe splendid regiment which was
raised mainly by bis own exertions.

His regard for hts ;r.en, and his efforts to
render them romfortshle, knew no bounds. Our
correspondent one of bis own officers, who
writes from Winchester under date of tbe 18 b

speaks in the wa mest terms of his devotion
to the service, and of his unwearied effort to
provide for his men. Col. Fisher was of ar-
dent temperament, frank in his intercourse
with others, unaffected in his manners, nrdest
and brave. It was natural, therefore, that he
should bave many friends. He has fallen glo-
riously in a noble cause. It is believed be was
slain before tbe victory was fully won, while
engsged ;fi sustaining th heavy presjure on
the left wing of our army.

rived in front of tne enemy, and with a shout
that mltht be beard from or.e end of tbs battls-fiel- d

to the other, they were launched at ihe
adversary like a thunderbolt. They delivered
but two firea when the enemy began to give
way, and In a few minutes he was in full re-

treat. Tbe brigade is composed of one Ten-
nessee and Mississippi regiment, and a battal-
ion from Maryland.

Ikwpmax Treatment of an Aceo Man
The Petersburg Exprtet contains tbe following
insfarce of inhuman treatment visited upon
an old man residing in the neighborhood of
Hampton, by a band of Lincoln's soldiersr

At an early hour on Sundiy, Mr. Thus. W.
Lowry, who owns a large frm on the north
sid.i of Black river, a; eurpriaed to find,
without reason or foreknowledge, his house
surrounded by some twenty five Lincolnites.
Tbe servants in the kitchen were prevented
fiom coming out, or even speaking. Mr.
Lowry demanded once or twice to know the
reason of this action, and upon receiving no
ans.ver drew his pistil and fired upon them
hrough the windows. The fire was Immedi-

ately returned by a number of the fellows,
irbaae ha I ia passed in very c'ose proximity to
Mr. L.'s wife. The Hessian;, then rnahed into
the house and seized Mr. Lowry, even before
he could get all his clothes on, dragged him
out in anything, but a gentle manner, using
harsh language toward Lim, pulled him down
to the rurer. and pitched bim very roughly into
the boat. They then rowed him acrovs the
river and m rched him upw ard of three miles
to Hampton. Before reaching Hampton they
blin dlolded him, and amidst the jeer and je s
of the rasoa!s, marched him backward ant
forward thrvush the streets. They then turn-
ed him loose snd allowed him to get hack home
as best he could. We ran imagine Mr. Lowry's
sufferings when wc are toldltbatle 13 near sev-
enty vears oi l, at: w a made to go to ami
from Hampton (three miles) barefooted.
