It is alleged Rgiin, that we of tba Snirh are
trying to "strike down" the foiler! govern-
ment It ia said, that the isue unnn which
'his war is waged ia nr;t Uni.in or dlsnni-t- i,

but governrcen' or no government Our ene-

mies give out, that we of the South want anar-
chy, that we are for the destruction of all gov-

ernment and law, and tb.it thev are s'anding
up for the defense and support of good govern-
ment againt our attempt ta destroy it. Now
all this ig a complete misrepresentation of the
quarrel. The people of the Confederate States
are rot after no government. Ther already
hve a goven;nr.e:r of their own, not inferior
to ar.y in the glohe, so far aa it is organiar.l.
Thev have adopted the co s itntion of tbe
United Slates, with euch alter-t'ior.- as ren.ier
f, in the estimation of the wise men of the
North, an Improvement open what it waa be
fore. The people of the South, tosav the leait,
have ever sh wn a much renert for law and
government as tho-- of the North The truth,
at the present 'irae, Is, that while law and
government are'r specteu and r'eyed in th
Sodth, they sic romnle'ely ignored and tram-
pled underfoot in the North. I' would be as
consistent for be devil to reprove sin, as it is
for ti e people of the norOiern Sta'es to reprove
anybody for a want of respret lor law sad
government How true it i. that many things
occur in this world, " marvellous to onr eyes,"
which are yet not "tbe Lrd' doings "

Nor is "it true, that we i!?ire to "strike
down" the government of Mr. Lincoln. We
do not propose to Invade any northern S ate,
unless it should became n'c-nt- v is s drfe:-si- ve

measure to save ourselv brasa ruin. We
do not wish to deprive them of any of their
rights. They sre perfectly w!cv,me to govern
themselves In their own way. I? th people of
the North desire Mr. L'ncc'r. 'o rien over
them till tbe dav of jii irnvn'., we say "snhe
it." All ws' ask is, thrt he shall not reign
over us. Hence we teeire to leave his govern-
ment, not to destroy it. A State leaving
the govve'nment does not desiroy it anv
more ihan a S'ate coming into it
does. There wa a fed-r- al govetamen-hefo- r

the annexation of Texas, and 'here may
be the tame after the separation of Texas, sod
a!o the other southern states. These remark
are true,a"less it is so thst the Nor'hrrn States
are not competent to mak and sustain a gov-

ernment without the Southern States. If this
be so, then we ' are bfor us the amszirgepec-tacl- e

of thos- - Sta eB that are not competent to
make and sutsin s government efdesvoiirg
hv war to subjugate sr.d make tributary to
themelves 'hoe Sta'es that are. The ele-

ments to eutain a government are in the Souih,
not ia the North; jet it is said that the North
can "wir--e the South from the earth" and she
bs really undertaken tbe work. This is won
derfnl

T!:e truth in Ihecase is, that tbepeople of the
Coefeder.j'e States desire to besepsrated from
the government of Mr. Lincoln; that is aft
They desire that ihii separation shil take
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plac peaceably and honorably to all parties
They do not ask to be let aione with what does
not belong tn ttiem; 'tiey w'sn to d let sione
in the enjovinent cf their rights under a Gov-

ernment made by and for themselves a Gov-

ernment adapted to their peculiar institutions,
and which propose to commit no wrong upon B

any .other governmen tn the world. If there
is anything Hnfsir or in the least degree repre-
hensible in his, I must conf- Sri that I am una-
ble to see it.

In the for'ego!ng remarks I have simply en-

deavored to how that tbe charges mode by our
enemies of wrong upon our part in this contro
versy wi'hthe North are fals'; s-- d now letting
all 'hat go for what it is worth, I rill take
b'gher and broader ground. 1 do so apj my
own responsihllity and lve 'hose who hear
oe to judge ss to whether I aru right or wrong.

My position is, that the government of Ihe
United States, bb our fathers made it, and as
we we'e under obligation to obey it, d-- eg not
now -- sis'; I contended that it was destroyed
when Mr Lincoln was elected to the presi-
dency, and ihsf the government rf which he is
row the head is a nv? government to wli rh we
never owd allegiance, and to which, I hope,
we never shall This being so, it follows thst
no southern S ate has seceded from the United
States government, and that we are nst now in
rebellion againt that government. I now
proced to prove the proroeition above L

When the constitution of the Uni led Sta'es
was framed, all the Stales in the government
were slave S'atee. except ope Massachusetts
In tbe advance of lime the pumber of free
S a'e inc-e- a d, the people of some of the
Slates now free selling their slaves to the peo-

ple of the S.,u'h. Tbe consM'ution of lh
United S'ate s, tb"n, being mad by slavehold--
r, and for a onfederation of slave Slates, it

is nd to be supposed that it would be antago
nistic to slavery Accordingly, we hnd tbar
the constitution recognizes the rxistenre of
slsvry in the government, and provides for its
protec'ion. I' wa- -. adapted tr the condition of
the S ates as they existed wh. n i was mde
end as thev were expected toexis' psrt sit. v

and part free in the future. Then the
regards all the Ststec impartially. I

regards 'be 6lave States a slave States, and
tkic free States as free Statea, snd pro'ects
them accordingly It doe not sav that the
slave States are inferior to the free Sta'es, or
that the free fctates are Inferior to the lve
States. Tbe constitu'ion dors not sav that
slavery is an evi! '.ust it is "the in of all
villainies," and out;h' o be abolished. It do
not say that there i an "irrepressible conflict"
between free and slave labor. It teen not say
that the government cannot endure h'f sieve
and half free Tbe constitution of the United
Sfa'es knows nothing of surh nfT as
that. On the contrary, it places all the States
in the Union upon s perfect equality, and re-

gards all their Institution, common and
as being perfectly consonant and bar

monious throughout.
Well, without the ennstitn ion, of course the

United Sta'e government cannot exis'. As
Mr Bieckirridge aid in his lateepeeeh in tee
federal congress, "The government derives its
life from tbe constitution." Ech officer con-

nected with tbe federal government takes a r.

oath 'o support the constitution, that is all.
and it is enough, because, to support the con-

stitution Is to support the government. All the
Institutions of the government, North and
South, re t upon the constitution, and the life
end existence of the government is from the
constitution. AH 'his we admit. Then it fol-
lows that when tbe constitution isaheredln
any of its essential fea'ures, the goverrmert
is so far changed, snd vshen Ibe constitution
is se aside or repealed the government is

and if, when the government is so
destroyed, there is any tblr.g under the name
cf a government put into it place, it is a dif-

ferent affair from that which existed before
Well, what is necessary to the repeal of the

cons'i'u'ion Only this: Let another Ins'ru- -
f roenr, ciaimeo to D" ingner and more sacra, i

than the constitution, be ut into ita place
j and let the government be administered ac

cording to that snd not according to the aeaa--!

stittton, snd tbe work is don. In this way I
say 'he constitution of the United States hat
been repealed, and consequently the govern-
ment de' roved. Now for the proof.

In the Northern K'ate there is th- -
party. Tbe descriptive word "republi-

can," prefixed to this "party," has reference to
the freedom not of wbi'e men, but of the
black slaves sf the South. Tbe very name of
this par'y indios'es that it eistence and
aims are for the abolition of slavery. I'S name
s'amps it ss an incendiary party, the exist
ence of which is a of the principles
npon which the government of tbe United
Sta'es wns based.

This party his a platform of doctrines
which arc perfec accordance witb its name
snd in which the purposes of the party are
avowed. This pltf .rm says f but slavery, ss
it exis's in th's cuntry, is a r&oral, social and
political evil It savs that there is an "irre-preeeib- le

conflict" "btween slave and free
labor. It says that the government can not
undar half slav- - and half free, and that it
ought to be administered in such way as finally
to effect sn utter extinction of slavery. In
ehort the platform of tbe Republican party ia
reference to slavery ia at war with the consti-tutlc- n

of tbe United Sta'es. On that subject
it sT What the constitution does not say, and
protoses td da what the constitution forbids
It teaches what is palnahlv subversive of
tbe constitution arid the integrity of the gov-

ernment.
Well, it is claimed by tbe party for tbe doc-

trines of this platform that they sre higher
snd more sarred than the constitu'ion. It !

claimed that tb's platform is written as a law
in the very "bones" of hones' men, and that it
cannot be violated that when it comes in col-

lision with the consti'ntlon of the United
State the constitution must give way, I ut the
platform never ; and it is claimed that the vio-

lation of the constitution by obedience to tbe
platform I no crime.

When Mr. Lincoln was nominated for the
presidency he was placed upon this platform,
upon titts platform he was sleeted. Ut e'.ood

..J t--l

pledged to carry out its principles. Accord-
ingly in b: inaugural Ue said of tbia pUt-for-

"it is a law to me " lie said tbe same
lu bis message, and by so saving be meant
that however much he might desire the
harmony and prosperity of the country,
yet hi must obey the platform upon
which be was elee'ed, even though it might
cost the dissolution of tD Union and the
horrors of civil war. Accordirgly since his
inauguration he has administered the govern-
ment according to bis platform, but in viol
tioa of the constitution. Then it is perfectly
clear tba' tbe ere tion of Mr. Lincoln to the
presidency of the United States as he was
sleeted, was the triumph of the principles of
the Republican party over the constitution.
By that election those principles wre
inaugurated as the law hy wh'ch tbe gov-
ernment is to b administered. By that
election the Republican latfo.-- m was put
in the place cf be consutution. it ia in the
place of the constitution now, and hence
to all intents and purposes, the constitution of
tbe United States is repealed, an ! it wa9 re-
pealed by the triumph, of the platform of th
republicrn party In the election of Mr Lin-
coln. Consequently I say the United States
government does not now exi-- t. It has ben
destroyed by the people of th- - northern States,
and fey have destroyed it for the purpose of
ge'tmg rid of ths barriers 'hat it put up for
tb protection of slavery In the South. H nee
we are not now in reb-llio- n against the United
States government, nor has any S'ate seceded
from thst envernment. Tbs government of
which Mr. Lincoln is the head is a nw gov
etnsMBN a government that we had no hand
In making, and to which we owe no sllegiar.ee
whatever. It is a gsvernmnnt made hy our
ene-.n'e- for the par ose of inflicting upon us
Buch injury as the constitu'ion forbade them
to infli t. Tiie ii jury to be inflicted upon us
fs the abolition of slavery in the South, and
(his war is waged to force this new government
upon li- -. so tuat the Injury may be the
more cerainly f dieted. The anti slavery
Tanatjrs of the North have, by threats end

been waring upon slavery for
the Usi many yars. They bars Increared in
to a mighty pjr'y, and aow having tbe power
to do so obtained partly by a concealment of
their real purposes and the United S:ate
governm-r- t beitg in their way, tbey hsv

ilrord it, and made ano'ber government in
its pluoe, hv which thev hope to accomplish
their nefarious design, and hy the force of
arms they are ow endeavoiing to fasten this
new government npon the people of the Smth.
In 'his wr, then, we sre only endeavoring to
resist successfully their i forts to accomplish
this ohjet We are no "traitors" to any
government on ear'b, nor ar we in " rebel-
lion " against the government thst our fathers
made. We are in resistance to those who sre
seeking to enslave us. We are defending our
fathers and mothers, and wives an ! eb'ldren,
and servants and country. We are fighting
for life, liberty, and the pursuits of happiness,
and we sre doing it in tbe firm cenvictioo
thst to tyrants is obedience to
tod." As we would resist the efforts
of the C'ar of Russia to subiuttats us.
unconditionally to his government, so will we
resist the efforts of Mr. Lincoln to subjngat

i us to his, and we will commit no mora e!n by
eo doing tn !he latter ce than we would do in
the former. Yes, we will rests, even though
the issue before us should fin-ll- y get to be

or death. While we csn get anything
else, we will never take upon ns tbe reign of
Abraham Lincoln !

Then can there be any question, ss to where
the wrong is In this war that ia now afflicting
our land? It f s a war of aggression and invasion
from the North upon thoe who never did them
any harm, and benre upon tfceir part K 1b

s'mnly wholesale murder. It is wicked and
infamous even upon the mot favorable ground
upon which its ristitication has been c'simel,
The strongest and mos' uncomprerntsing " Un- -

ion men" of the North cannet favor it with
the least show of reason or justico. It cant o!
"restore the Union." It cannot" " uphold tbe
government." It is the grandest ahsurdi'y to

ippnse that this war will msk the gowtk love
tbe North, and that the two section cn he
brr.aght together by putting a gulf of blood
between them. Hence I n'terly deny tbatevea
tbe union man can consie'estly favcr this war
that Mr. i incoln is waging upon 'be South
To favor the "union" and to favor the war are
two 4'fferrnt and opposite things, hecsuJ as
Mr. Douglas said no longer ago than last win-
ter, "war is disunion, inevitable and eternal "

But when the real motives of those who are
pushing on thi warar unmsafeed, Its tnrp'tvde
appears as the blackness f darkness i'self It
is a war vs;e purelv upon eerficnal princi-
ples. It is a war of the s'rosger to govern the
waker seeti-n- . It is a war of th majority to
force the unconditional chedl'nce of the minor
ity. It Is a war of tbe Nrlh to oppress snd
degrade the Son'h.' B proposes to subjugate
the peop'e of the MNMfsi States, or else to
"wipe them from the fsce of the earth." It
proposes to fasten upon ten millions of Ameri-
can freemen a government designed to rob them
of their rights, snd which they abhor, or in
case of continued resistance upon their part, to
briteher them all !n coii! blood I' is a war
proseru ed by the North In defiance of all con-

stitu'ion and law, and ender cover of tbe mr.st
unmitigated falsehoods and misrepresent stions
as to its objects and a ms. It is waged in the
name of "upholding, the govirnien'" and
"pro'ecting" the flie; hut really It is d

only hy the hatred of ij; io&i-t- s to slavehold-
ers, and the cupidity of northern mercenaries
who have fat!encd upon the Ubor and earnine
cf the sou hum people.

c'al report of Col. Richardson, of 111., to the
commander of his division, and make the ex-

tracts below, referring to the operations of a
portion of the federal army after it was ac-

knowledged that they were defeated, beyond
question :

By 5 p ta., I had the battery snd the abatis
nearly completed, making my defenses as secure
as the short time and the few implements used
would allow. No enemy appeared in force in
front, with a disposition to aesnilt, but about
this time a heavy culiimn of infantry appeared
to the left of CM. Dvls, in a ravine, moving
up to the attack. This nrigade opened fire
upon them, and gallantly drov 'bem hack, as
he informed me afterward. During ibis firing,
which was shortly fter 5 o'clork, I received
orders from Col. Miles through one of his
staff, to re'reat upon Centerville and endeavor
to bold that position. I immediately collected
together my brigade, and put it in motion on
the road 'oward Centerville, and was at th
head of the Second Michigan r imer.t in rar
of the brigade, when a staff officer proposed 'o
me to throw my re iment in line, fsc- - toward
the enemy, between the house occupied the
night before by Hunt's battery and tbe Union
and Cen'.eriille road, upon which road the
enemy was supposed to be advancing.

I had trained a position?near the desired
poirr, when I was met by Col. Davie, wbo
informed me that he had beaten the enemy
handsomely In front. I told him I had baen
ordered back to Centerville by Col. Mile; that
tba rest of my brigad- - had gone on, and t!i a

i bad been dlrec'ed to go to that point with my
regiment, for the purpose of facing the enemy
there, wbicb I had done, and Col Davieswent,
as I supposed, tohl brigade Soon after, rats,
I was met by a staff officr of Gen. McDowell's,
wbo told me to put ny brigade in position on
the left of tbe road from Cnterville to Black-
burn' ford, and s'retehine; toward the Union
and Centerville road, facing the enemy Other
troupshad also fillen back 'o ibis piiot, dis-
tant about a mile from Centerville ijd at
ationt six o'clock r. m, Capt. Alexander, af
tbe corps of engineer, directed me to tal-.- the
general arrangement of tbe troops at that
pain1 In my own bands, be suggesting as a
good line of. dfenic hot ween e piece of wooJi

on the right and one on the left, tbe linefaeing
equally toward tbe enemy, who were supposed
to he coming either on the Union or the Black-
burn roan.

I immediately form3dVlit. lice as I best
could of the regiments nearest the position,
pUcibg the meu ia the ravines, and the
artillery, aajuueh as possible, iu the rear of
the infMtiy. Before rapt. Alexander gave me

this last direction, I learned that Col. Miles
had altered tbe position of some regiments
which 1 had bef ore, especially the Third Meh-iga-

regiment, which I had orJered to form
close column hy division, to remain aa a re
serve, and await further orders trees me The
officer in command of the rgiment at that
time, Lieuteaant-l'olone- l Stevens (Col. ei

being unwell, but on the ground.)
exectred that or ler,snd put bis regi

tnent In close co!iin?n. I went to some oiher
part of the fiel ', ami on returning f.mmi this
regiment deployed in line of battle, and In ar

position. I immediately inquired of Col
Stevens the reason of their position being al-

tered. He told me that C il. Miles bad di-

rected 'his movement ( asked why? Colonel
Stevens replied, "I do not know, but he bad no
confidence In Colonel Miles." 1 inquired the
reason "vhv? Col. Stevens answered, "Becam
Colantl Milt is drunk." That closed tbe con-
versation.

I sent Col. S evens hack with his regiment,
to form clos' column by division, as at first. I
then reported to Capt. Alexander that I had
been interfered with in my disposition of the
troops durirg the day, m. 1 could not carry
out Gen. McDowellN orders as long as I was
interfered with by a drunken man. Captain
Alexander th"n answered that Mc
Dowell now ves'ed the whole disposition of
the troops with me, and that I must use my
own judgoir.en'. I went to place another hat
tallioti In line, and w. reet by Col. Miles
who ordered me to form 'he regiment in an
other direction. I replied that "i should obey
co mere orders that he might see fi. to give
me." Col Mil s then said, "Col Rienardsnn,
I shall put you in arrest." I told him "I never
should obey his arrest, and 'hat he could nsver
place me In that position." Col. Mile an-

swered that be did not understand this. I said
nothing and went en with the further disposi-
tion cf the rnops, '.vhieh w .b done according
to the annexed diagram. As soon a the line
cf bs'fle wae well formed the enemv's cavalry
made its appearance on 'he Centerville and Ma-nas- ss

road, ard I ordered Lieut. Bei.jamin to
open his rifled cannon upon them, which be
did, and th csvalry disappeared after a few
shots. It was now nearly dark, and the troops
enrsmpeu in their present position. About 10
o'clock, a. v.. Gen. McDowell informed me
that s retreat am resolved upon; thst the
troops must be started on 'he road to Fairfax
as soon as possible, and ordered me to move
last and cover the retreat of the arair wi'h my
brigade. I told the general I would do so,
and would B'and by him as long as anv rnsn
would. I left with my brigade at two o'clock
a. m., after all the other regiments end bat
ten bad retired. On reschlng Fairfax I
found it abandoned hy our troops, and I erv-er- ad

the rear, bunging y brigade up In good
errier, he New York regim-- nt In fron', then
the Massachusetts regiment, and the two
Michigan regiments inrear of the whole. Ar-
rived at Arlington at two o'clork r. i., on
Monday, after the action.

Tbe following extract from a letter to one of
our merchants from hi brother in the Gu'hrie
Gray regiment, will be read with interest It
is dated

BvvaRLV, Va., July 24 Our csmp is sita-ale- d
five miles from Rh Mountain, where

Gen. MeClellan had ihe ba'.tl. Over 240 dead
rebel bave beed found ince the battle wa
fought. Tbev tried hard to conceal their dead
and wounded from our forces. One mile oack
of their fort we found thirty bodies they bad
tbiown do an a precipice. Our army dug
large boles and buried from forty to fiftv at a
time The stench is so horrible that you can't
go wilhin a quarter of a mile it is awful.

A scene happened tba' am hard. Before
the battle of Rich Mountain th-r- e was a fel-
low around Gen. McClellan's camp peddling
tobacco iAt lest they nrr.-ste- him 83 a spy ;
he protested, and aaid he was Union, and was
then made to take th oath of allegiance.
This being done, they let him go. After the
battle he was found on the Id wounded, and
had on an officer's suit a r;bel and our
general left, him as he found him. to die wbe' e
he laid. All the other wcuiided were taken
csre of.

No one can imagine the condition of this
country nnVss they Iravel through itfield
after field filled with weeds hi .her Hjan the
fence wheat and osts rotting on the ground.
In three months there vi!l be a famine here.

Every place we stop to camp th- - inhabitants
for miles around eome with onions, apples and
bread, hut will tke no money; theiexohange
for rnffee. sugar, ric- -, pork aniPcnolasges.
Communication having been stopped fvr abort
five mouths, th-- y nave none of these articles,
snd sre gfsd of the opportunity to mske the
exchange.
