New Orleans Delta makes the following state-

ment in reference to the rank in tbe Confede.
rate service :

In the regular Confederate service, there is
but one rank that of genersl. There are no
major or brigadier-gener- Is in that service.
Before t'.e adoption of the act creating the
STtay of the Confederate States, the old plan of
'he United S ates army was adopted, and tbe
ranks of major and brigadier-general- s were
created. It is under this hill that Gens. Twiggs
and Polk are major-general- and Bragg, Walk-
er, Eonham, and others, are brigadiers. Beau-
regard being at tbe head of tbe brigadier-general- s

of tbe provisional army, was promoted
for bis gallantry and generalship to the grade
of general In the regular aimy of the Confed-
eral S ates. He is ranked, tiowever, by John-sio- n,

Lee, and Cooper, and with them makes
up Ihe four generals in the Cjnfcderate army.
It wa3 doubtless to prevent any conflict of
rank, snd the superseding of Beauregard in
command at Manassas by Johnston, 'hat Presi-
dent Davis appeared on the field, ranging both
as co.r.mandcr-iri-chie- f.

Attempt on the Life of the King of
PnusirA. A letter to the Journal des Debals
dale.!

been transferred to tbe service of the Confed-
erate States; and whereas, the president and
congress of the United States have been deaf
to tbe promptings of justice, and notwithstand-
