The batlle now fairly coTimer.cet', and in a
abort tin)!', berime general along tb whole
line. A little before 8 o'clock, Gen. Lyon w.ag
w ounded by a toot in the foot and his horee
kille ar.ii retired to the rear for surgictl
treatment. It so happened that our troop a

were herd pressed by the Confederates just at
the.t time. Tilings began to aesuv.e a threat-
ening aspect. Lyon seeicg the danper, at

nee dismissed ail thoughts of his wound,
mounted his horee, rode in frnt of his ron,
and waving his hat and handkerchief, called
rut to tbe boya to rally and follow him.
While he wag tttil surveying them, a ball
atruek him in lue back and killed him

The erTVct of LvonV death upon cur trooi
wis ternbie. A feeling cf consternation
spread through the ranks and depicted itelf in
every C5un'ennce. At hat moment, bad the
eaemv made a charge, our troops would rave
taard'y raaia'ed It wit. success, and their de-

feat might have been easy. But noon every
feelirg gave way to a feeling of revenge and
deadly determination. Ma j r Slargis promptly
assumed the command, and from lhat time for-

ward unti f.'ur o'clock in the ef ernoon, the
r in'iat lu'.:il unintermittently, and was con-

ducted with a fierceaosa on both sides rar !y
ecnaled in the annala of war.

There is hardly a doubt that our troops
would have achieved a splendid victory had it
n t been fnr the fearful odds they had to con-

tend against. On tbe aV.t of the cor federates
from 20 .COO to 25,000 are reported to have been
in the fight, and to these, up to 2 o'clock in tba
afternooL, a body of only abou' 6 000 men am
opposed.

They state
that the battle was fought on the tenth, where-

as it took place on the seventh. They s'ato
1bi the engagement toak place east of Spring-
field, whereas it waa south. They sta'e that
tbe federal retreated toward Rolla, whereas
tt.ev attempted to retreat on the Warsaw road.
They imply a victory, whereas it was a defeat.
There is no need to further enumerate the
blunders into which these papers have fallen.

The same papers state that both Price and
McCulloch were killed. We have no reliable
information from the State forces, but we know
that Price wag, a week since, near Neosho,
drilling the Stat forces, and unless hig force
had made forced marches of forty or fifty miles
a day, could not have been near the battle
field. 3ehcving this report, we do not credit
even tbe repdrt of the death of McCuiloch, as
it is evidently put in as a ryder to the death of
Gen. Lyon.

Tbe rerorts of the battle which we obtained
from passengers on the Pacific road last ni?t.t,
corroborates our report cf yesterday. All
fye- - instating that on the mcrniigcf the

.. McCulloch who bad succeeded in turning
the left flank of Lyon's command, and cutting

' off his provision train, gent out a force of aome
500, which Lvon took for a reconnoitering par-
ty, and immediately attacked tbera. The State
guard, alter a brisk engagement, fell hark,
drawiiig cut Lyon's force to Green's prairie,
which lies nearly scith of Springfield, where
the eLgagement became genera'.

The fight was a most desperate one, and but
for the determined ateadiness of ti-- regulars,
under Major Sturgis, would have resulted in
the total defeat of Lyon. The retreat to
Sprlngneld was made in much disorder, and
with tbe evident, design to continue it toward
Rolla, but McCuIloch'a flank movment had
been so successful as to cut them off from that
road. Rains advanced from the Mount Ver-

non road and attempted to pass north of
Springfield and join McCulloch on the east.
The federal officers knowing that this move-

ment would cut them off from all communica-
tion with St. Louis, attempted to retreat to-

ward Warsaw, on the Syracuse road. This
brought on a general engagement, which lasted
a.'l night, and had ceased but a lew moments
before our informant left. Tbe impression
waa tbat the federal forces had surrendered,
but be was not positive on tbia gubject.

To rescue ttM sufTcren; fr&ia the debris of cars
and baggage, was a task of much difficulty.
One caly was killed, and but few were danger-nasl- y

woutdad. We append a list, furnished
by Captain Fitzbu;h :

Davis Gc"Ar.cs John L'ikin, immediately
killed; Wm. F. DonaUsoo, wounuerl danger-
ously bead, left arm and left leg broken; S.
