following oath to be administered by some
officer authorized by law to administer oalbs :

That they will support tbe Constitution of tbe
Confederate States tbe Constitution of tbe
State of Tennessee the charter of tbe city of
Memphis and that they will faithfully de-

mean themselves in office.

XII.

The amount of such tax to be determined
by each Board of Aldermen exclusively.

XIV.

The salaries of all ciiy officers elected by
tha people of the city, shall be ascertained by
law at least one week prior to their election in
June of each year which shall not be dimin-
ished during their continuance in office,

xv.
The salaries of all city officers who, by Ibis

cbarcer, are required to be appointed by tbe
Mayor, by and with the consent of the Board of
AHermen, snail be nxed by each Board, annu
ally. Immediately after its organization and
before the appolntnent ot such otneers to office,

nor shall the salaries of auch officers, when
once fixed, be diminished during the year for
which they are appointed.

XVI.

The Mayor shall have power to make pro
tempore appointments in cases of sickness or
absence cf any of the city officers, and also
to suspend for the time b:ir,g any policeman r
other city officer for misconduct in. office, pro-

vided, however, that every such ras- - of sus-
pension by the 11 ay or shall be reported by him
to the Board of Aldermen at its next meeting
thereafter with a statement cf his reasons;
