But Gen. Le was entirely out of

provisions, and had not the wherewith to cook

the next meol for himself or to serve the next

ration to his soldiers. The general was not in

the tiest health, and, it may well be imagined,

not in the best spirits. The splendid horse,

which was presented to him just before he left

this city, had been lamed in two legs and was

unfit for service. It will be absolutely necessa

ry for Gn. Lee to abandon his position in u

very short time as uninhabitable for his army.

Editors Appeal : Nothing of an exciting
nature bus transpired in or about Columbus

since my last. The 'masterly inactivity" that
has so long characterized affairs in this depart-

ment, still leaves its impress upon things here

and hereabout ; though the impression is gain-

ing strength every day that "something i about

to be did," and 1 have good reason to believe

that the impression is strengthened by "drop-

pings from the banctuary of uuthority." What

aud where it is to be I know not, and should

doubtless be constrained in my liberty to com-

municate if I knew.
Recent accounts from Padueah are to the ef-

fect that the Federalists have reconstructed the
bridge of boats across the Ohio at that point,
thus securing to themselves an avenue of retreat
in case some "military necessity" should force

upon Gen. Graut a hasty surrender of that, to us

as well as to the Federals, important military po-

sition. There are now about six thousand troops
at Padueah, two thousand of whom I am credibly
infonned. are in the hospitals, but the other four
thoitsand are strongly intrenched behind works
which our delay has given them ample time to

construct.
Besides the formidable earthworks which have

been thrown up by the Federalists at Padueah,
I have it on the best authority that a novel
and most effective method of securing their po
sition from attack on its most exposed points by
artillery and cavalry, has been adopted. On all
roads leading to Padueah with the exception of
one. it is said, at points where tlie means exist
for such a novel defense, trees have been fallen
across the roads in such a way as to block up
the avenue, the tops lying from Padueah. and
the limbs carefully sharpened so as to impail
anything belonging to the animal kingdom
larger than a weasel, whose pathway may

them, and who persist in their efforts to
reach Padueah without the necessary delay of
their removal.

The residents of McCracken county, or that
part of it, at least, lying immediately around
Padueah, who are at all in sympathy with the
Confederates, are suffering both iu their liberty
and property, from the despotic and mercenary
character of the policy of the Federalists, and
are loud in their supplications for release from
their worse than Egyptaiu bondage. I am
aware that it is sometimes necessary that even
innocent individuals should suffer for the public
good, but where policy aud justice demand the
vindication of the rights of a people who are iu
sympathy with ur, and the military arm is strong
enough for the execution ol the demand, I can
see no adequate reason fo' delay in the circum-
stances that surround Columbus and Padueah.
The enemy are evidently making their prepara-
tions to give it up to us in case we shall show
ourselves worthy of occupying it, and I expect,
ere long, to date a letter from that point.

Some days ago two young men, from the
neighborhood of Padueah, brought to this mar-

ket fifteen fine mules, which they offered for

sale at the uuprecedeutedly low price of one
hundred dollars a In ad. Now, there was noth-

ing remarkable in this, if the mules had not
each borne upon the left shoulder in prominent
capitals, the initials 17. S.' They wen-ba- bovs,
who had evidently appropriated somebody's
property to their own use, and you will do the
public a favor by advertising the fact, so that
the owner may come to Columbus and claim his

property. I uuderstaud the young men effected

a sale, aud after dividing fifteen hundred dollars
equally between them, started off on another
euterprize of the same sort. It is said that an old

gentleman bearing these initials has an exten-

sive plantation just north of Padueah, ami is at
present herding large quantities of his stock in

the bottoms on this side of the river, so it is

quite probable the young men may carry on an
extensive business in this line, to their own and
the purchaser's benefit, since one hundred dol-

lars is about half price for such stock as they
are able to pick from the old man's flock.

1 have understood upon good authority, that
one George McK.Lukeu.a native of Illinois, and
for some two year previous to the breaking out
of the hostilities between the North and South a

resident of Memphis, is now iu Cairo, engaged
ia the busiuess of " spotting " southern me.i
who touch at that point. It will be remembered
that this young man w as urged to leave Mem-

phis last spring by the igihtnee committee, and
while very- - reluctantly complying declared his

intention to merely go home and see his friends
preparatory to going to Virginia and taking up
arms in the Confederate cause. I mention the
fact merely to give his friends a knowledge of
his whereabouts.

No further news of interest has reached me

from above, though there are rumors of engage-

ments throughout camp both in Missouri and
Kentucky, which are. however, so nntangible in
their nature as not to liear repeating.

This morning news was brought to camp. I

understand of an entirely reliable nature, that
the Federalists had taken possession of Mavtield,
having marched into that quiet place iu large
uum'ners on the 22d. Gen. Polk thought this
point of sufficient importauce to take possession
of it by sending forward the Shelby Light Dra-

goons and Ghm. Cheatham's brigade to occupy
it, but afterward apparently changed his plans
and lost a move on the military chess board

from a position the advantages of
which his first movement taught the euemy to
appreciate. This place, like Padueah, is sur-

rounded by men iu smypathy with the .South,

aud the brief period of our occupation of tho

place encouraged them to take a stand which is

interpreted as treason by the Pra toriau bauds

of the Washiugtou despotism, aud I am told that

numerous arrests are being made iu order to

forestall Htiv movement of "secession sympa-

thizers" toward Columbus. This is throwing
dow n the gauntlet to the military authorities
here, in a manner that they cunnot well, it they
desire, longer ignore. The work upon the bat-

teries at this point is so far advanced as to do

away with the necessity of majntainiug a large
force for its prosecution orthe hobfing of the

place, and a forward movement is daily expected
that will throw the challenge into the tecth,of
the euemy.

Last night, I am informed, four hundrel of the
federal cavalry approached to within eigh,t

It seems that the gen-
tleman is under a heavy bond to meet the judge
of the criminal court at that place at an early
day, in 'dcr tbat that functionary may inquire
legally iuto a caoe at law iu which this party is
accused of knowingly aud wilfully veuding
counterfeit mouey. It is presumed that ihe gentle-
man will not be ableto till his appointment with
the civil dignitary, siuce the mililnry authorities
here think it incompatible with public safety,
that lie should be allowed a free eutrv into
southern territory.

amendments had been offered. After a good
deal of discussion of points of order, the bill
and amendments were laid npon the table.

It provides for calling
into servk-- e "0fl0 volunteers for twelve months,
to lie called the army of Tennessee, aud to be
employed in defending the liorders of fhe State.

The ( .;u ,.,i, Expedition
From the N. Y. Commercial, October 14.)

One of the most extensive naval expeditions
in wuicu tins country ever engaged, is now in
preparation, and a part of it is already on the
way to a common rendezvous.

The larger portion of this fleet bos been fitted
out at this port, but several vessels have been
prepared at Boston and Philadelphia, all intend- -

. . . . ....1 l. 1 .: a 1 1e,i iui in,-- same oojeiL. luti lien lias wtu lur- -
uished with every necessary, yet all has been
conducted without bustle or confusion. Mer-
chants have offered their vessels, and they have
been accepted by the United States (Quarter-
master with promptness. The transports have
beeu rapidly loaded at our wharves, und then
hauled into the stream or off the battery, waiting
the signal to start. iarge steamships that have
won themselves renown as ocean palaces, have
been stripped of their gilding, loaded heavily
with cannon aud death-dealin- g missiles, and
taken into the ranks of transports aud war ves-
sels. The expedition as it was composed in our
harbor a few days since, presented a somewhat
novel appearance.

The Baltic, loaded nearly to her guards, the
Atlantic, Yanderbilt, and otner ocean steamers,
ail valuable freight, lay in the stream
w ith saucy gunboats, side wheel and propellers,
and even the diminutive tug, with a new coat of
black paint, lay proudly w ith the war fleet. By
the middle of last week this expedition was so
tar advanced that people began to speculate upon
its probable destination. The very curious did
not hesitate to take au early walk upon the Bat-ter-

and to devote an hour to the critical exam-
ination of the fleet, to see if any ot them hud
left during the night. The wonder-lover- s were
gratified on Saturday by the departure of the
Coatzacoalcos. Ctthaw ba. Roanoke, Empire City,
Parkersburg. I'nadilla and Atlanta. The 3d
Rhode Island regiment was transferred from
Fort Hamilton to the Cahawbn, and Col. Serrill's
engineers were taken ou another vessel.

Yesterday the battery was thronged nearly-al- l

day by a crowd of people anxious to see tie
departure of more of the vessels. During the
day the Star of the South, Ocean Queen, Daniel
Webster, Ariel. Arago, Yanderbilt, Oriental and
Rhode Island left their several anchorages and
sped their way out of port. The Wabash and
several gunboats and transports remain in the
harbor, but. in all probability, will sail during
the day. Three ferry boats were purchased on
Saturday, the Ethan Allen. Commodore Perry,
and Stepping Stone. These will be dispatched

or Wednesday.
The entire fleet will have left this port by

Wednesday, aud probably by Saturday will
have received the troops who are to take part in
the expedition.

We commit no impropriety when ve declare
that the first destination of the vessels compos-
ing the expedition is at Hampton Roads and
Aunapolis. Tlie naval vessels will rendezvous
at the former place w hile the transports are en-

gaged in taking on board troops from Annapolis.
It is stated with some semblance of truth, that
there were lo.OOO men sent to Annapolis ou
Thursday. We alse learn that the Continental
Guard, Col. Perry, Wasltingtou Greys. Col.
Moore, and three other rejriments, have orders
to join the divisions at Annapolis. It is there-
fore probable that an aggregate of 25,000 meu
will be sent off. These will be fully equipped,
armed in the best manner, aud supplied with an
abundance of provisions.

Tbe ultimate destination of the expedition is
known but to the goverumen aud Gen. Scott ;

oad even when the fleet sails, the general iu
command of tlie troops will probably receive
scaled dispatched, w hiclrlhe will be instructed to
ppen wheu in a certain latitude.

The utmost care lias beeu taken t o ensure the
success of this expedition, and we are safe in
asserting that when the blow is struck, the effect
upon the South will lie terrible.

Tbe Unllle al llarprr'a Ferry.
From the Virjiim True Press. Oct.ifjer 19.

The battle commenced about S o'clock in the
morning the euemy having places themselves
iu the woods aud surroundings, at Red Hill,
above the lower toll-gat- formerly occupied as
an encampment by the 2d Virginia regiment,
before the evacuation of Harper's Ferry. Al-

though the enemy were in large numbers, they
were driven from their position with heavy loss,
secreting themselves in large brick house, un-

occupied, belonging to Mrs. Wager, and other
bonses, from which they were soou muted and
scattered in all directions.

But two piccesof small artillery were used by
the Conieil, .at.-- large gun having broken the
carriage upon which it was placed, and which
was left aud taken by tbe enemy whilst they
brought to bear huge guns from the Maryland
hights, and afterwards rifle cannon.

The loss upon tbe Federal side in killed and
wounded was not less than forty-fiv- e or fifty,
whilst but one was killed on the Confederate
side, a Mr. Simmer, of the militia from Rock-
ingham.

A man calling himself Benajah Pratt, a cor
poral of the 2Jth Pennsylvania regiment, was
taken prisoner, and has been sent to Richmond.

Tbe Rev. N. G. North, of this town, who was
near the scene of action, as a spectator, was
taken prisoner by the enemy. The horse upon
which he was riding was slightly shot, a ball
passing along the line of his bock bone, groov-
ing tbe skin in its passage. Mr. N. is stili a
prisoner, but will doubtless be soon released.

The enemy, in their flight, secreted themselves
in cellars, and remained there nntil they were
reinforced, when they returned with artillery by
which they were enabled to take our broken
down gun.

But for the accident to our gun the enemy
would have been cut to pieces. As it was, how-

ever, they lost in their flight upwards of 100
coats and blankets, besides other trappings.

Great credit is due to every command ; and
the militia liehaved with commendable bravery.

We learn that the reported loss on our side as
stated in the Baltimore Sun, is 150 ; and their
loss 70 or ho. y

As official reports will be given by the officers
in command, we have confined ourselves to a
mere outline of the battle. Suffice it to say,
however, the victory on the Confederate sidV
was complete, the enemy making tracks in ha3te
to Maryland.

The wiuds aud storms of the past few days

have ceased tlieir howliugs and fury, and the
city is now in the enjoyment of tbe calin and
sunshine of a May morn.

I telegraphed you last night that Lieutenant
C. Sayre, ot the Confederate marine corps, had
beeu reposed on parole by Col. Brown, on honor
that wheu bis wound would admit, he should re-

turn to captivity, unless honorably exchanged.
I have just left his room. He is iu fine humor.
and in his own peculiar vein relates some of the
incidents ol the ngut, iu w Inch ne ei'lier played
a part or witnessed. Having participated in the
advance move, he was, of course, in the rear on
the returu inarch, when and where most of the
casualties betel our side. His leg was pierced
with a Minnie ball from the regulars of Lieuten
ant iNvk-y- who hail by some means obtained
the rear of our troops. He was carried by hi
luniicdiate companions some distance down the
beach, where lie was laft, under the belief that
he would be carried aboard a little Confederate
gu rd schoouer or sloop that was standing im-

mediately for the shore, hut was not discovered,
and, of course, fell iuto the hands of the foe.

After our troops had left the island, he was ap-

proached by an officer oi horseback, to whom be
introduced uimself as " Lieut. Sayre, of the Con-

federate States marines " Tbe officer replied,
"I am Lieut. Langdon, of the army you shall
be immediately eared for " He was next visited
by some of Wilson's boys, who promised him
good treatment, aud claiming htm as their pris-

oner. He was shortly after taken to the hospi-
tal, where he was treated with tbe utmost kind-
ness by the chief eurtreon, the officers of the
armv, as well as by regulars and iSouave pri-

vates. Col. Brown also visited and conversed
with him in the most amiable manner. Lieut.
Savre w ill divulge nothing that compromises his
honor. All our prisoners, while on the island,
were treated iu a similar manner; and it was no
doubt gratifying to Col. Brown to learn that
Gen. Bragg has acted in a like manner toward
the Federal prisoners iu his hands. Lieut. Sayre
was brought over on a litter.
