All of this article made this season will proba-

bly in fact, without a doubt, be required for

consumption in the Southern Confederacy,
and with the promising large yield of

sugar relatively, the returns will be proportioa-abl- y

larger. The great value of molasses for

plantation and negro supplies will be fully re

alized and demonstrated this year. We are in

for a war of longer or less duration.
