eii. oeiug scarce and much wanted. Seal skins
are in great request. Dress silks are dull ; staple
kiuds being the only kimU wanted, all the
higher qualities being ueglected. Kibbons are
in better demand: but velvets are the most
Wanted.

The President is resolutely determined to veto
any scheme whulever, involving the emancipa-
tion cf negroes, iu uch a manner that they art
Miiie-- i loose upon the Southern States oa an
equality with the white occupiers of the soil. He,
on Saturday evening, uttered the following words:
" Kinancipation would be equivalent to a John
llrowu mid, ou a gigantic scale. Our position ia
surrounded with a snfiicient number of dangers
already. Abolition weal ! throw against its, ir-

revocably, the four States of Missouri, Kentucky,
Virginia and Maryland, which it is coating tho
nation snch efforts to regain. We have our
bands full as it is, and if there is so be any such
suicidal legislation, we might as well cut loose at
once, and begin taking up the arteries to prevent
our bleeding to death.
