Yesterday morning the brig Thos. V. Row-
land arrived at this port, haviugf'lei't .St. Thomas
on the 7th ult. She brings additional and iu
torceting particulars about the escape of the pri-

vateer Sumter from Martinique. Capt. Ro wlaud
state that while the United States gunboat Iro-

quois was lying in port at St. Thomas, informa-

tion was received that the Sumb-- r was at San
Pierre, of the same isTand, taking in stores. Mr.
Edgar, the Americau consul, requested the com-

mander of the Iroquois to proceed to that place
and intercept her if possible. 'The Iroquois
accordingly sailed, and arrived on the l'.nh, and
was about to anchor some twenty feet from the
Sumter, when the Iwiarding officer Informed the
commander that if he anchored there he would
be obliged to remain iu port twenty-fou- r hours
after the Sumter left. The Iroquois then went
out of port, but cruised up and down before the
entrance sevt-ra- l days, watching for the priva-
teer.

The French Governor notified the commander
of the United States vessel that this course of
procedure was obnoxious to his government, and
that hb would be iu future required to haul of to
a distance of one league from the shore. A man
was sent ashore to watch the Sumter, aud on the
third day ho signaled that the Sumb-- was getting
under way. The Iroquois immediately run in to
nearly a mile off the shore., and lay off aud on
until near dark. The lookout on board them in
timatcd he thought be saw a steamer coming
out of port w hich he took for the Sumter. The
captain of the Iroquois changed his course to
northward and s'o-re- tor St. Thomas, where he
arrived the next day.

dred men ou board the Sumter, but many of
them were dissatisfied, and would desert if they
bad an opportunity ; and that while lying at
San Pierre the negroes ou shore would come
down to the warf and cheer for u Massa Lincoln,"
and attempt to cast the Sumter's hawser loose,
until the governor was obliged to mount a guard
of ten men on the wharf to prevent it. The
Sumter, he says, carries four heavy and two
light guns, but in rough weather rolls so that
her ports cannot bo opened. Capt Rowland
brought important dispatches for Secretary Sew-

ard from a large American firm at St. Thomas.

This is certainly soldierly
aud highly proper; but another question ot
etiquette has arisen, and in cousequence an ill
feeling ha arisen between the commanding
general and his division generals, and it is this :

Gen. Buell declines to consult with these gener-
als as to his future plans, etc., and will not
take them into his confidence any further than
iu matters appertaining to their respective div-
ision, aud then only as to preparation, organi-
zation, etc. Tlie division generals think they
ought to be fully posted as to the plans and
future movements, so that in the event of any
misfortune attending the general commanding,
they could proied in executing his plans, etc

Gen. Buell. on the other hand, regard it as
none of their business ; that all they will be re-

quired to do is the execution of his orders, and
should any division general succeed him, in any
event, to the command, then the plans, move
ments, etc , will be found in writing in the
proper office. Gen. Bm-l- l is not a man who
courts popularity, but, as a thorough soldier,
will be strict, iust and exacting. He will never
toadv to the good will of generals, colonels or
privates, hut will require obedience, and any
failure, on the part of officers or soldiers will Le

The l'edoral
authorities could scarcely have acted with more
lawless violence lmd they been Mandarins of
China. Four American citizens have been
dragged from the shelter of the Hritish tiag,
charged writh a purely political offense. How
much farther is the patience of the country to
go? The Trent is a royal mail steamer It hail
on board her Majesty's agent. If. took Messrs
Slideliand Mason, with their secretaries, as pas
seugers. It was fired upon aud boarded by a
Federal man-of-wa- the British standard was
treated with contempt ; and four persons, under
the protection of our national ensign, were made
prisoiieis merely because the broadside of the
San Jacinto threatened immediate destruction to
the Trent. We mistake our countrymen if they
will submit to a succession of these outrages.

The Federal lieu b un tit cannot plead that he
heard no protest. Before he consummated his
bu.- meering enterprise, Commander Williams had
solemnly invoked the law of nations against it
as "an illegal act, in violation of international
law an act of wanton piracy." Had there
lieen au armament in the he said, the
Americans would not have dared to perpetrate
the cowardly and insolent crime for a crime it
was, to challenge between nations, and
insult a power which, for years past, has treated
the braggarts of the North only too leniently.
In point of fact, the very passengers would have
fought had they possessed weapons. But the
arrest of two commissioners on a British deck
must not go unavenged. It appeals to the spirit
of every Englishman. If we tolerate this sort of
fi eebooiing, we shall next have these jackboot
of the North overhauling our rnen-of-ine-

And what was the pretence for the felony com-

mitted by Lieut Fairfax! He alledged that ;he
Commissioners of the Confederate government
were on board the royal mail steamer Trent.
Granted that they were : and what then ? Su)-pos- e

an Austrian frigate hud captured and rau
sacked the vessel which brought Louis Kossuth
to Southampton. A thrill would have passed
through the kingdom. Suppose the South vic-

torious, aud President Lincoln on his way to our
shores iu an ocean steamer, intercepted by a Con-

federate brig. Set it in whatever light you may.
the assault is utunduralile, and Fnglishmeu must
now ask to be protected by their government.

It is full time that peremptory measures were
adopted. If we tolerate this blow struck at our
flag, we shall speedily receive auother, for it is
evident that the Cabinet at Washington is with
out scruple or policy. Abraham Lincoln, whose
accession to power was geueral iy welcomed on
this side of the Atlantic, has proved himself a
feeble, confused, and little-miude- d mediocrity ;

Mr. Seward, the firebrand at lus elbow, is ex-

erting himself to provoka a quarrel with all Eu-
rope, in that spirit of senseless egutism which
induces the Americans, with their dwarf fleet
aud sl.ape.e.ss mass of incoherent squads, which
they call an army, to fancy theinseivee the equals
of France by laud, and of fireat Britain by sea.
If the Federal States could be rid of these two
mischief-maker- it might yot redeem itself in
the sight of the world : but while they stagger
on at the head of affairs, their only chance of
fame consists iu the probability that the navies
of England will blow out of the water their
blockading squadrons, and teach them how to
respect a nag of a mightier supremacy beyond
the Atlantic.

The excitement which prevailed iu the city
and in all parts of London yesterday, cu the an-

nouncement of the outrage committed by the
Federal r, was most intense. The
newspapers containing accounts of the proceed-
ings weie purchased with avidity, and groups of
persons collected iu the streets read the startling
news by the light ot the street lamps to anxious
listeners who had not been able to obtain copies
for themselves. Ou the Stock Exchange and its
neighborltood. many copies of the early editions
of the evening papers were sold at a shilling and
even a half crowu each. One universal feeling
of indignation prevailed at the conduct of the
officers of the Federal government in thus daring
to violate the security afforded by the British tiag.

Late in the evening reports very generally pre-

vailed that his passports had been sent to the
American minister that orders bad been issued
for the immediate seizure of all American ships
iu our ports and a variety of other rumors,
which it was impossible to trace to any reliable
source. On a matter of so much importance,
the government will, of course, act only after
due consideration. In Liverpool and in the
provincial towns, the intelligence was received
with the same feelings of indignation. Imme-
diately after the receipt of the news, per La Plata,
of the sou; i commissioners having been forci
bly taken from on board the Trent, a British
mail steamer, a notice wus posted at the Liver
pool exchange rooms of a public meeting, at .;

o'clock, iu the cotton salerooms, to express the
indignation of British subjects at the gross iusult
offered to the British flag.
From the London Fost of tin- - 2sth Nov.

The fost (Ministerial) says it has been decided
by the law officers of the crown that the action of
Capt. Wilkes, of the San Jaciuto, was unjustifia-
ble. He had no right to arrest peaceful passen-
gers sailing under the British flag, and the deed
he has committed amouuts to a llagraut violation
of the code of nations and a direct insult to this
country. Under these circumstances, we need
hardly point out that the government will lose
no time in seeking for a tomplete reparation,
which it is Its duly to require In this case it
will assuredly leceive tl.e unai imuds approbation
of public Opinion, We are unwilling 10 place
the worst construction on the outrage committed
by Capt. Wilkes, and to look ou it as au inten-
tional affront on the part of tire government ot
the United States.

We hope the goveruneut will at ouce disavow
the act of their officer, and make suitable apolo-
gies aud restore the persons uf the gentlemen
arrested ; and, in fact, make overy compensation
iu their power. Wild as are the words written
aud Rpoken by Secretary Seward and reckless as
the American policy not unfrequently is we can
hardly suppose that the Northern States are seri-
ously disposed to accept a war with Eugland.

We have in the American w ater, including
the Mexican expedition and ships already there,
a force amounting to not far short of one thou-
sand guns, whioh we could largely increase with
the greatest ease aud rapidity. Iu one month we
could sweep all the Sau Jacintos from the seas,
blockade all the northern ports, and turn to a
direct and steady issue the tide of war now
raging. This isj obvious that we find it almost
impossible to suppose that the cabinet of Wash-
ington can commit an act so madly suicidal as
to reject our earnest and positive demands.

If it
was put out by contract it would be
finished in three days, and in a week we would
be ready for somethiug else. I venture to affirm
that there is not an effective business man in the
Unite Stales but w hat will concur in this opin-

ion, if they will come here and remain a week.
And 1 venture another thing, that since wars
were first known, none lias been conducted

has been. The armies are mere starving
matches, like school children trying to starve out
each other.

COLONELS PLENTY.
How many colonels do you suppose want to

be made generals t I am too scarce of figures
this morning to enumerate them, so you must
guess. And of course every officer below the
colonel will be promoted when he is, aud all are
now engaged urging him along. If they will
only fight for their country as persistently as
they do for this, they will prove tlicmselves
capital soldiers.

Haifa OLD ARE.

I have unbounded faith iu the inflexiblo virtue
of the President; he meAus only good to the,
country, and nothing will be done by him to
impair it ; no effort that he can make will be
withheld to restore it, in all its symmetrical
proportions, and to give to the people again the
most benign and successful government the
world has yet seen. The danger to be appre-
hended, then, does uot proceed from the Presi-
dent; the trouble is, events have taken the
control out of his hand . aud put it into the
hands of those who become corrupt from the
effect of their individual gaius ; these they will
never relax as long as they can prevent it.
They hover around the War Department from
morning till night, and have absolute control
of it as much as if it belonged to them, and
was conducted for their exclusive benefit.

BUSINESS AND STEALINGS.

Business in this city has augmented almost
beyond parallel in the iast four months. It is
in new hands too, and will never return to the
old channels. Northern men are flocking here
continually, and new stores and marts of trade
are opened daily. Every nook and corner is oc-

cupied ; rents in many localities have quad-
ruple! Such an enormous expenditure of pub-h- e

money could have no other effect, and I see no
end to it. Half a dozen fortunes are made daily
ou a single article furnished the government.
For instance, and to show how things are done,
a friend engaged iu the manufacture of an indis-
pensable article, proposed to furnish the govern-
ment weekly with a stipulated quantity and at
the present marketable value, from time to
time. This was decliue.l aud he afterwards dis-
posed of it to a contractor at twenty per cent,
more than he was willing to accept from the
government directly And the whole business
of the army, and everything connected with it
here, is managed in tho same way.

A ST..N'1)IN; ARMY.

It has been intimated to me by influential per- - '

sons that the army here would remain, precisely
as now, simply as a protection to the capital, and
will become a prominent feature of the govern- -

ment. I know there is a powerful effort being
made to that effect; whether it will be successful
remains to be seen. The few members of Cou- -
gress that I have heard speak of it, very bitterly
denounce it and those in authority who favor it.
The plan is to keep this army where it is say
2U0.IHJ0 aud employ the balance iu active duty
in the different rebel States wherever it may be
necessary to the authority of the
Union. This point gained, the force bore will lie
kept as the standing army of the government,
until every vestige of dissatisfaction shall have
disappeared, and every excuse for its coutinu- -

ance ceased to exist. I give you this progiamme
for what it is worth. Events certainly indicate
thaw such a plan has powerful backers, and prac--

tically is now iu existence. Oue thing is very t

certain, thero will be no change iu the present
statu of the army of tho Potomac as long as it
can be presented by those reaping such pro- -

digious harvests from it daily.
BREAKERS AHEAD.

The "tendency of power to corpulency," is an
old and wise saying; the expenses of the last few
months proves thatuur government is not exempt
from its application. We are fast drifting into a
perilous sea ; may we successfully encounter the
dangers that have wrecked so many liberal gov-
ernments, is my most fervent prayer.

It would be rather amusiug, if "the matter at
issue was any less serious than it is, to listen to
the cool, nonchallaut air those iu authority put
on when questioned upon public events. It is
something they think nobody iias any possible
right io inquire about unless an office-hold-

tiouable, he will issue a commission to do busi-
ness.

li. The object of the foregoing is to suppress
and entirely prevent any ail or assistance to, or
communication with, any person or persons (di-
rectly or indirectly ) disloyal to, or in arms against
the redoral authority ot the United states.

7. Any owaer, officer, or pilot of any steam-
boat or other craft, who shall do any act contrary
to the object expressed iu the foregoing
shall cause tho immediate forfeiture of said steam-
boat or craft, and her cargo, to the Federal gov-
ernment; and such owner, officer or pilot be
subject to the pains aud penalties prescribed by
the articles of war, for giving aid to the enemy

The articles of war, 56 and 57, ar-- i added ;

they make it death, or such other punishnn ui as
a court-martia- l shall order, to relieve the enemy
with victuals or ammunition, to knowingly har-

bor or protect such, or to give them intelligence,
or correspond with tbem directly or indirectly.

The New Jtt-rev- Rorurt.
Wo have already referred to Major Barry's

Rocket Battalion, now at Washington, enlisted
in New York State. The following is interest-
ing as describing their remarkable armament
more in detail, constituting it one of the most
formidable of war :

Fach battery comprises four rocket guns and
four caissons. Tbe guas are of very peculiar
coustructioa, formed to sections which may be
detached or united with the greatest case. Kach
suction cor.sists of two rings or collars to which
are attached the ends of iron bars, spirally
twisted, add the w hole forming a tule. Three of
these tubus united comprise the guu. No car-

riage is ct .1. but in its place a stand, on which
the gun nay be elevated or depressed. This
stand is light and portable ; easily carried by one
man. '.'ho gun is breach-loadin- g, a d no charge
need be used except thai contained in the mis-

sile iteoif.
The rocket is of a very complex construction,

made in long tubes. The largest are thirty-tw-o

inchoi in length. There are many sixes aud
various descriptions. The tubes ht.ve three or
four chambers or compartments. The posterior
chamber contains the powder which act as the

agent. The others contain the ex-

plosive mix Lure, and a fuse is so arranged as to
kwp up the rotary motion commiwicaiesl by the
spiral barrel, aud at the same time to increase
the velocity of the projectile. The rocket may
hi used as a fire-bal- l, a percussion shut, or a
bomb-shel- l.

The range of the rocket is from live hundred
yards to five thousand three hundred yards, ac-
cording to size and power. The smallest rocket
weighs ten pound, and the largest two hundred
pounds. With the two hundred pound rocket a
mark uo larger tban the mast of a ship may be
hit three times out of four, at a distance of three
thousand yards. The firing can be very rapidly
pertormed. There is much facility in" loading,
the rocket being inserted at the breach of the
gun.

Tbe rockets are ranked among the most ter-
rible engines of war in existence. When the
missile of medium size is in motion, a body of
tire, fifteen inchea in iliamai r, produced by the
spiral fuse, acuompauiea it, tilling the air in
every direction. It may be so arranged as to
produce a continuous and most inextinguishable
fire, consuming every combustible) substance
with which it come iu coutact; or it canoe
expbr.J-it- l in the air, falling in burning frag-
ments. Or, by alii ring a percussion cap, may
be made to burst at the instant of fa! hug. Of
course, being lighter, it has not the same power
as the bombshell ordinarily used, but its de-
structive capacity is infinitely greater than the
bomb.

The
amount of these articles thus furnished is im
mense. aud as the government would require tho
same at an armory in the West, the trade that
would thus he brought to the merchants' doors
is a very important matter.

Tlie production of guns has been increased at
an astonishing rate. In March last the num!er
turned out was S00 per month. The product for
November was 7.I.V. and in this mouth, the
machinery having been much increased, it is ex-
pected that nearly iu.UOO guns wdl be made.
There are now ,ih) hands .Tiployed. and all
the worics run .lay ana night.
