Editors Appeal : Within the past week the

Yankees have been twice reported advancing
from Paducah upon our camp; but up to th pres-

ent hour they have not made their appearance in
sight of our advanced pickets. So we may infer
that they still hesitate about making the second J
and most anxiously looked-fo- r sally upon our
lines. The fact that they have quite recently
erected, and forcibly taken possession of, houses
in Paducah which they have converted into
wL'irer quarters, goes far to strengthen the opin-

ion heretofore expressed, that they have indef-

initely postponed the contemplated movement on
account of weather.

Speaking of the weather, (at all times a com-

mon place subject), our uninterrupted spell of
six weeks' sunshine was yesterday and last
night broken by a storm of wind and rain. It
has Lcea raining for the past eight hours with-

out intermission. This strange soil is now com-

pletely saturated with water, and no wheeled
vehicle can pass over it without encountering
insurmountable difficulties. I mention this be-

cause it has a direct and important bearing
upon the momentous question when will Co-

lumbus be attacked ! Not soon, I assnre you.
The rumors above spoken ot, I presume,

originated the story printed in one of your city
papers that Gen. Bowen bad been righting three
days. That was a very refreshing item, made
doubly so by the large and prominent capitals
with which it was introduced. There is no
doubt our boyi would have fought that long had
the Yankees stood before then ; but as this last
essential ingredient, or concomitant article,
was not on hand, of course the story must be en-

tirely spoiled.
Our brigade has been hard at work during the

past fifteen days building for winter
quarters. These cabins are erected with refer-

ence to each ' other like the tents of a company
and regiment as prescribed by Hardee. There
are about fourteen rooms for the privates of each
company, and about one hundred and seventy-fiv- e

for a whole regiment, officers, men, guard

houses, hospital, etc The rooms are ten by

twelve, tightly daubed up, and are capacious

enough to comfortably eight meB. After

taking a kuk through our encampment, the ob-

server could come to no other conclusion !'ian

that the men ought to pass the winter very

agrreably. If any do not, it will be their own
fault. They have plenty of warm clothing, ra
tions, etc . and are hardly ever called upon to ex

pose themselves in disagreeable weather, and not

then unless there be an imperative necessity.
On last Friday ail the troops at this station

were assembled together and formed into square,
for the purpose of witnessing the punishment of
three men, belonging to the fiist Missouri regi-

ment convicted of desertion. It is not neces-

sary to give their names or the facts drawn out
by the court martial concerning their crime.
They were branded on the left hip with the letu r
D, which was done with a hot iron made in the

shape of that letter, then their heads were closely
shaved, and finally they were each hit fifty
lashes upon the bajt back, in the presence of ali
their comrades, and drummed out of the service
to the tune of the " Rogue's March." Volun

teers who often speak of quitting the service
upon the slightest provocation without the proper
discharges, and who seem to regard the act lightly,
should take warning from the fate of these poor,
unfortunate fellows.

I understand that the immortal Andy Johnson
and Emerson Elheridge have been recently, and
ar- - now. in Paducah, making speeches to the
abolition soldiers. Ethari lge's district lies im-

mediately back of us, and he would doubtless
take the greatest pride .i accompanying Lincoln's
hordes through the homes of that people who

once trusted him as their political leader. There
is now scarcely a roof in that district from un-

derneath which has not gone a member to fight
for the Confederate States. And while they are
thus contending for their homes, this base te

is urging on the northern Vandal to deeds

of infamy, crime, and shame. It is true, a few

of hh constiuiects are on the other side, but they

are as nothing compared with the number in the

southern army. No matter how the war may
terminate, these men will ever be. looked upon as

traitors to their country and enemies to th ir

God. But let them alone. They have passed

without our threshold forever ; they no longer

belong to our land or hold communion with us,

but now dwell with the stranger.
A great many negroes have been recently

stolen by Lincoln's cavalry from the coun-

ties around Paducah. They are, in nearly
every instance, kidnapped and forcibly taken

away to the camp, and from thence shippd to

Indiana and Illinois there to starve among a
people who profess to have a more humane feel-

ing for them than they do for the white popula-

tion of the South. This is the way Lincoln pro-

poses to make the people of the South love him

He seems to think that .the surest plan aud

way to win our affections, is by pilfer-

ing and Btoaiiug our property, and plundering
and burning our houses.

Bmtoks Appeal : Arriving at home on Sat
urday quite ill from a violent attack of cold, I

for the first ime, read a eouitnunVation
to you from my colleague, B M Kstes, in ioi m

by eight Representatives from Weft Tennessee,
myself among the number, explanatory of the
bill incorporating the Co i ton Planters' Associa
tion. It may seem singular that I would sign
such a document without reading it, yet it v. as

presented to me by Hill, of Haywood, when 1

was very busy iu the House. I saw it was in

Mr Kstes' handwriting, and he remarked it was
simply explanatory of the objects of the associa-

tion, and haviug no objection to explanation,!
signed it I 'pon a reading of the document, I
find the opinions of biuk presidents and the

of bank committees ar.' used
as arguments to enforce the idea of the practical
workings of the association. To these opinions
I cannot subscribe.

It may not be uninteresting to speak of the
early history of this bill. At the time the elec-

toral college convoned at Nashville, a distin-
guished citizen of Fayette mentioned the subject
to me. After discussing it tor some time, 1 pro-
nounced it an impracticability. Subsequently,
I was invited to attend a committee of members
from the west on the subject. An intelligent
cotton planter from Madison, who, as I under-
stand, is the author of the project, was present
on tliat occasion. An att inpc was made to frame
a bill in accordance with his views. We got
along pretty well with the details, until we
reached the poiut of getting the notes of the as-

sociation in shcIi a shape as to insure their circu-
lation. 1 was asked for my views. I thought
twelve mouths' post notes, bearing 8 per ceut
interest, night be forced into use as a local cir-

culation. This idea was at once rejected as
tbeverj objects of the author of the plan,

his purpose being to consolidate his liabilities
and avoid the interest. With these views, I,
with others,,Mr. Kstes among the number if I
recollect, pronounced the whole scheme an im-

practicability. The meeting broke up. and I
supposed the scheme abandoned until the intro-
duction of the bill in the House by Mr. Kstes.

Even with my views of its impracticability,
it the bill could be so guarded as to do no harm,
for the sake of affording the semblance of relief
to the cotton planters, who, in my judgment,
need relief more than any other class in the
Southern Confederacy, I was willing the bill
should pass, and tbeexperimeiit b made, trusting
my judgment might be at fault a to the practical
workings ; or. at least, if no good resulted, no
harm could come of it. One feature in the bill
I objected to, and intend to offer an amendment,
i , requiring a man to be worth fifty thousand
dollars before he could be eligible as a director.
One other amendment is, not to interfere in any
way between the cotton planter sud commission
merchant, leaving the association to take the or-

dinary risk on the competency and integrity of
the merchants.

The truth is, no part of the State of Teunes.oe,
(xcept tut cotton counties, need any reitet troin
taxation, executions, or debts ot any kind. In
hast lennMSee, the Confederate btates govern
ment Has paid out tor beet, nogs, nay, corn,
wagons, and other army supplies, over $4,000,- -

000. This I know to be rather under han ovo.
the true amount. In Middle, and the notthern
tier of counties in West Tennessee, not less thau
94000,000 more over $ 10,000,000 now in the
pockets of the people. They cannot send it
away ; there is an embargo on it. There never
was hail the amount of money in circulation in
1, nnessee atauv previous pe iod in her history.
But I am answered that I am the Representative
of a cotton county. This is true, aud I eonf ss
to more than ordinary sympathy for my constit-
uency, who have wealth piled away in cotton
ban utterly useless ; yet my judgment must
overrule my sympathies, and the judgment and
patriotism of the cotton planters will sustain my
course when they understand my objects and the
reasons that iufluence my action. The truth is,
,iur government must be sustained, at nttry
hazard and to tn last extremity. We are iu a
great war for eristence. It is a struggle for life :

aud that Representative who would, for popular
favor, pursue a policy ttiat wonld tend to hazard
the issue of the contest, would be unworthy of
his position.

The Numtrr.
The fact that the Confederat 9 privateer Sum

ter, had again made her escape, has already
been announced. The following statement from
Capt. Lyon, of the schooner Daniel Trowbridge,
which was lately captured the Sumter, will

found interesting :

When and compelled to surrender,
he and his crew were taken aboard the Sumter,
aud a prize crew from that ship took charge of
the schooner. The Sumter commenced supply
ing herself from the scnooner, and lor three
days her boats were employed in conveying
stores. At tlie end of that time, having secured
all they wanted, the fine vessel was fired and en
tirely consumed . together with what remained

f tho cargo. The Daniel Trowbridge was one
of the fastest vessels in the West India trade,
and with a favorable wind, Capt. Lyon is confi-
dant he could have escaped the Sumter, even
with her powcrlnl engines, lue om.ers o! the
steamer were highly pleased with the staunch
build and superior sailing qualities of the
schooner, and the sacrificing ot the craft was
owing to their inability to take care of it.

On board the Sumter Capt. L. found the cap-

tain and crew of the John A. Parks, which bad
also been captup d and burned. All hands were
taken to Port Royal, Martinique, w they
signed a parole not to bear arms against tho
Southern Confederacy. This they consented to
do in preference to an indefinite detention on
board.

Capt. Lyons was thirteen days aboard the
Sumter, during which he was treat d with

kindness, by both officers aud crew. Of
her armament or number of men he is no; com-

municative his parole of honor especially
any information on this point.

Farther from Havana.
Tlie advices from Havana show that several

vessels, Tfrom Confederate ports, have lately ar-

rived there. A correspondent of the New York
Post writes from Havana, December 6th, as
follows :

There must be some mistake iu the statements
of the NVw York and other northern papers
about the efficiency of the blockade. Three
days ago the Confederate steamship Vauderbiit,
Capt. Smith, came into port with a valuable car
go of cotton, which will find a goo I market at
Barcelona, whither it will atome be shipped.
Three other steamers are understood to be en
route one from New Orleans and tho otliers from
Charleston.

The Conlederate steamer W. Mallorv, Capt.
Campbell, came in yesterday from Mobile, with
a car.--o of nav.l stores. The captain would
have brought cotton, but the Confederate author-
ities at Mobile would not permit it to be shipped.
She brought tuo passengers. Vessels are clear
ing every day for ports iu the C. S. A., acd we
do not learn that many capturosaare made. Most
of these vessels carry coflee, for which tuey get
$15 to $16L There is scarcely any business
here for northern ships. Outward freights are
not paying.

We learn from Major Buel!, who has just

arrived frem Brownsville, which place he led on
Sunday, the t'th iust., that a steamer appeared
off the Brazos bar on the Tuesday previous, and
on the same day boarded an English brig from
Halifax, loaded for Matamoras with an assorted
cargo. On the same evening Col. Bnchell, com-

manding Fort Brown, sent Capt. Nolan's com-

pany to Brazos Santiago to guard the vessels
lying inside the bar, and u hen Major Bueli left.
Col Buchell was at the Brazos himself superin-
tending the disposition of the men who had been
put on a small Confederate vessel. The port of
the Braus is now effectually blockaded, so that
no lighters can approach tha British vessel which
was lying off the bar. Nothing of any impor-
tance had occurred at Matamoras, though the
fighting, which bad lasted aiaet on days, was
still going on. Caravajai had b-- appointed
commander-in-chie- f of the Mexican forces in
Tamaulipas and on tlie Rio Orai.de.

Major Btael! further reports that he learned at
Saluria that a propeller, nark rigg-- d. then lying
off the bar, bad chased and tired into a snail
vessel in the gulf on Thursday evening last,
which was afterward seen on fire and bus not
since been heard of. When Major Buell left Bra
zos Santiago, the Venus, Capt. INelsou, bound
for Berwick's Bay, was ready to go out, and the
captain expressed his determination to run the
blockade. Capt. Murphy, also irith a light
schooner, was preparing to start . So it is more
than probable U was one ot these vessels mat
had been fired into by the propeller. Galveston
Nats, I'th.

Yesterday

morning a heavy skirmish occurred at D:aius-vill- e,

which resulted disastrously to us. A
foraging party was sent out by (Jen. Stuart g

ol about two hundred wagons, escort!
by the 1 1th Virginia, Col. Garland ; the iith
South Carolina, undsx Lieut. Col A J.Secrest;
the loth Alabama, Col. John II. Forney; the 1st
Keiilueky, Col Tom Taylor; the Sumter Artil-
lery, Cap! Cutis; and detachments from Ran-
som's and Radford's cavalry. Our whole force
amounted to nearly twenty-liv- e hundred men.
They started off early in the morning, and be-

fore day were some distance on the journey.
Soon alter leaving a rocket WSJ seeu to shoot up
in the direction of Drairisville, which, as was
kfV rwardi ascertained, was a signal from the ene-

my, and iudieated that our approach were known.
It Is about fifteen miles from here to Drainsville.
When within a short distance of the place, two
or throe regiments of Yankees were seen deploy-
ed as skirmishers id the skirts of a pine thicket,
which stretched out on either side of the road.
Gen. Stuart drew up his force and prepared to
make an attack. On either side the woods
were very thick, aud it was difficult to make
through them, but our force was pushed forward
in the following order : The Nth Virginia, be
ing in the advance, was deployed on trie right of
the road with the 10th Alabama, while the iith
South Carolina aud the 1st Kentucky were sent
to the left. On account of the dense thickets on
either side, the artillery was forced to advance
down the road in order to gain a positiou to make
the gnus effective.

As we approached tlie Yamves, the IltD Vir
ginia charged them with a yell, aud drove them
back to their line withtn sight ot Drainsville.
The enemy seemed somewhat confused, but soou
formed again iu line ol battle. Th- - advanced
positions were held by the Iith and the bth
South Carolina, the former on the right and the
latter on the left of the road. While waiting to
get sight of the enemy, the fith South Carolina
was drawn up, aud the 1st Kentucky advanced
upon them, and mistaking them for the enemy,
a portion ot tlie regiment tired without orders,
killing five of the South Carolinians. The error
was soon discovered, aud Col. Taylor advanced
cautiously to the left, and soon after came in
sight ot another regiment but a tew yards away.
To be sure there was no mistake, Col. Taylor
shouted to the Colonel, and asked who he was.

" The colonel of tlie Oth, " was the reply.
'; Of what !th ?"
" Don't shoot," said the Yankees, " wo are

friends, South Carolinians."
" On which side are you ?" asked Col. Taylor.
" For the Union," and immediately after xhe

colonel gave the command to fire, and a volley
was poured into tne Kentuckians from the 0th
infantry, regulars. United States army. The
engagement then became general, and our four
regiments, with Capt. (Jntts tour guns, were
soon actively engaged. The Yankees had every
advantage of position. There were several
houseis along the Leesburg turnpike, and back

f it a hili upon which their battery was placed.
Lower down, and opposite the Iith, was an
other batter v placed in position to enfilade the
turnpike should we enter it. The main battery
of six guns swept the road upon which we were
advancing, and kept up an incessant fire of
grape, canister and spherical case. The accu-
racy of their aim was remarkable, considering
the rapidity with which the guns were tired.
Capt. Cutts got three of his pieces in positiou.
aud returned the tire rapidly and successfully.

Meanwhile the enemy advanced several regi-
ments of infaatry, and. protected by the nature
of the ground, came within a hundred yards of
us, and terming in line, tired for some time,
keeping the airfud ofmiunie balls, aud i'ually
attempted to charge. Three times the officers
gave the order and tried to get their men for-
ward, but failed. They could not be pushed
into the thicket. Soon after this the tiring on
both sides ceased, but not before great damage
was done to our force. For over an hour both
sides had kept an incessant tiring. The wound-
ed and dead lay ou every side, and the regi-
ments were beginning to get scattered.

To give it a little more in detail: As our first
advance were marching by the flank towards
the Y'ankee skirmishers, two companies of the
lllh Virginia were thrown out as skirmishers,
aud sent forward. Capt. Houston's company
charged the Yankees with a shout, and drove
them iu; and soon after the shout was takeu up
by others, and alt advanced within sight of
Drainsville. Company A, of the 11th, was

on the right, hut by some means got
lost, and was separated from the regiment until
the tight was over.

When the enemy formed iu line of bailie.
Col. Forney drew the 10th Alabama up also, and
prepared to advance upon them. The coolness
and daring courage displayed by Coi. Forney
was ohserved by everj body. He rode back-
ward and lorward iu tiont of the line encoura
ging his men, aud in getting all prepared for
the coming struggle. The same can be said ot
Col. Garland. Soon alter the tiring commenced
Col. Forney was shot through the right arm.
Lieutenant-Coionc- l Martin w as kiih.d, aud the
command of the regiment devolved on Major
Woodward, who commanded on one side of the
road, and the senior captain on the other. This
regnueut lost more than any oilier, ihehum- -

ter Artillery was in the road, and had three guns
in position. (July lour pieces were out, and
about sixty men. Capt Cutts aud his men
fought bravely, and suffered severely. The en-

emy's batteries played upon him for some time,
and kilied nearly all his horses, destroyed one
limber, aud exploded a caisson. Twenty the
horses were left dead upon the field. The guns
still kept firing, and did good execution, every
shot scattering the Y'aukees and telling upon
them seriously. He succeeded in breaking their
fine, and in driving their sharp-shoote- from
the house behind which they were hidden.
When ordered to fall back, the pieces were taken
to the rear by hand, with the assistance of the
intantry.

Seeing the wagons safely to the rear, General
Stuart gave orders to fall back to a better posi-

tion. The regiment marched to the rear in good
order, both sides having ceased firing. At this
time Col. Tom Taylor rode to the right to see
what disposition had been made of his neigh-
bors, aud ou returning found his regiment gone,
and himself nearly surrounded by Yankee cav-
alry. Throwing himself down he eluded them
and afterwards crept into a pine coppice, aud
remaiued there until dark, with Yankees oueach
side of him. At night he escaped, and joined
his regiment this morning, sustaining no injury
beyond a aught scratch ou tne band by a musket
bail.

Taking his force to the rear, where the ground
offered better positions, Gen. Stuart once more
drew up his force and awaited the enemy, but
Lc had enough of it aud was not disposed to give
battle again.

Thoa ended the battle of Dranisville, which,
ali In ugh disastrous to us, was more so to the
enem, if recent reports are true. It is believed
thee were seven regiments of infantry, one of
cavalry, aud eight pu ces ot light artillery against
us.

The enemy seemed perfectly aware of the ap-

proach of our party--
, and were prepared with an

overwhelming force. Nevertbeliais they suffered
severely, and lout, it is reported by the citizens
of Drainsville, more than we did. We took two
prisoners.

This morning another force was sent oat under
Gen. Stuart, but has not yet returned. He took
possession of the battle-fiel- d of die day previous,
and still holds it. lis reports this evening the
loss of the enemy much more heavy than ours,
but J am iinabU i this early date to get fuller
particulars.

THE SIEGE OF !l I r.tHOR t,
.fiMAVr Truce -- hmilmrr of .Yegotimliout --

Vu iti i t Vet.

From the Brownsville Plag, of the loth, we
glean the following additional particulars rela-

ting to the siege of Matamoras :

The firing of the night of Wednesday, the
k!7th of November, was unproductive of serious
results, further than the destruction of more
property. On Thursday moruing, the 2Sth, a
truce was established, ou account of the news
oi a war Detween Spain and Mexico. The Plug
says :

Both forces involuntarily thought and sug-
gested a compromise of local differences, in pres-
ence of the great national danger, and through
the mediation of Maj. Fairfax Gray. C. 8. A.,
acting under instructions from Lieut-Co- l. Buc.heii
ot Fort Brown, an interview was arranged be-
tween the contending chiefs.

However, after sundry notes back and forth,
tlie conference came to a dead halt under the
following ultimatums, which wore respcctfully
stibmitted :

itv rtruvAjAt.
I. Tliat a gnneral amnesty should be proclai:a-e- d

by Gov. Serna to all but the chiefs of the op- -

luiw7 p.injr, who were io oe subject to such
prosecution as the law officers might wage.

'I. That the city of Matamoras was to be un-
conditionally surrendered.

nv GARCIA.

1. That Caravajai should withdraw his forces
to Reynosa, and that a truce should be concluded
until the dispute could be referred to the govern-
ment at the city of Mexico, both parties agree-
ing to abide by the decision of the uatioual gov-
ernment.

2. Or, that Garcia would surreu ler the city,
provided tliat he, as a uatioual officer, should be
allowed to march out with all his troops and
equipments.

;t That both parties should set aside the late
election, and biud themselves to abide by the
result of another.

The diplomats having thus come face to face
with plain and sensible propositions, the nego-
tiation only required the yeas aud nays, and
thereupon neither party would yield his ground,
for in doiug so he was bound to give up every-
thing. The conference ended right then and
there, just as we thought it would, for the dis-
pute between Garcia and Caravajai seems to be
one of life and death, politically speaking, aud
cannot be compromised.

During the conference Gens. Garcia and Cara-
vajai met, Maj. Gray and Lieut. Nealo being
pres- - nt. Both parties discussed tho dispute with
earnestness and seeming honesty ; but what was
said we cannot report, as the major and lieuten-
ant kept away from the hearing of the parties,
lest they should be called upon to decide many
delicau- - little points, where they might have
offended one party or the other. Major Gray is
a lawyer and a man of the world, and therefore
particularly discreet in such matters.

When the confereuce came near its termina-
tion, without any favorable resnlt. Geu. Cara-
vajai very earnestly remarked that he had two
peace makers who would not differ, and that he
should proceed to argue the dispute with cannon
balls and torches, and that he would kill mm i
bum until the city was reduced.

Friday, at tlie appointed hour, the conference
broke up, the white tiag was pulled down, and
the partisan banners raised upon the fortifications
again. The tight was to be resumed, and sure
enough tho guns were opened at the appointed
time. The shots were slowly rendered, however,
and the reckless waste of ammunition was
stayed. Sharp-shoote- were the only parties
engaged iu the fight, and for all the damage
done, they might have saved their trouble too.

Friday night the threat of Ca,avajal was terri-
bly realized, for the horizon was broadly illumi-
nated by the luri 1 light which ascended lrom the
burning buildings in tho doomed city. Away
off from us in the darkness of tbo distance, the
greedy flames and the impalpable smoke gave
token of the fearful work ol destruction ; aud as
we saw the forked tongue of the blazing conda-gratio-n

lick:ngnp and smearing its victim before
it swallowed houses and wealth, our eyes turned
away iu sorrow that mankind should be thus
cruel and vindicative

From Friday night up to Thursday night, the
time when the Plag closes its report, no change
occurred iu the relative positions of the com-

batants, except that on Sunday it was reported
that Caravajai had been reinforced by General
Martin Sayas, who also brought Caravajai a con-

siderable amount of mouey. General Benev'des
was also reported to be on the way to reinforce
Garcia. Of tho truth of these renorts. however.
nothing is certainly known, except that Carava
jal did receive some money. Un the n!ght of
Thursday, the 4th, a terrible fusiiade was heard,
but the result of it had not transpired.

The Flag gives the following additional list of
houses destroyed :

The house of Don Jesus Libra ; the house of
Mous. Etienno Bros, with its stock of merchan-
dise ; the restaurant of John Monut ; tho house
of Madame hiddr, with ail the furniture and
goods ; two other houses belonging to Mrs. Kid-
der, opposite to her residence; the residence of
Col. Maceuonio Capistran : the reideiice of Col.
Jose tjuintana; und one other, whose owner we
lid not ascertain, together with some small sheds
in the suburbs.

Poucy of the Besieiiers. As to tho fu
ture policy of the chiefs, the Flag says :

We learn that Caravajai lias relinquished the
project of taking the town by assault, and
has decided to strengthen his lines around the
plaza, aud, having his enemies hemmed m, he
intends to establish a government around them,
and then wait for time to win the tight. He
will inaugurate municipal aud Stale authority
in that part of the town over which he has con-
trol, and with his own police, carry on the gov-
ernment just as though there was no such spot
as the plaza. To do this, he iuleuds to bnild
bullet-proo- f walls across the streets leading
from the piaza, behind which he will mount
guards sufficient to check the enemy from get-
ting out. This done, he intends to establish a
custom-hous- as usual, at the river, aud then
open a road so that travel can pursue its legiti-
mate channels between Matamoras and the
country. It will then be a matter of delay ouly
how long he will be left out of the plaza for
time will wear out the garrison.

The insiders say they are willing to this pro-
ceeding, lor they have nothing to lose, but every
thing to gain, by delay ; their friends are ral-

lying men and means in the interior; aud that
by the time their reinforcements come aloug,
Caravajai' i troops will have become dissatisfied,
and will desert. Change is the great faculty of
the Mexican, and many revolutions have been
successful amongst them by tho simple perti-
nacity of one or the other party.

The Arbitrnrr Tax by (Uen. Ilallech.
Halle k's late tax upon the loyalists of St

Louis, is thua referred to by the correspondent
of the Chicago Tribune :

Geu. Halleck's Order No. 21 is of the same
spirit is No. 13. It is even more ingenious in
tone than that famous order, and the secesh have
made it tke text of even stronger abuse. The
levy ot a contribution of SIO,iK)0 on the avowed
secese onists of St. Louis, is a mere flea bite for
many of them to bear, and it is not presumed
that the sum mentioned excites so much feeling
as th inauguration of the practice.

The offer
of $1.50 a load to such draymen as succeed in
df liwinf? to " fu the morning; aud hours before tlie doors are
opened, from as early ar one o'clock in the
morning, drays are crowding round the depot
gates : when they are opened a scene of w hip-

ping, rushing, struggling acd crowding takes
place, which " must le seen to be believed."
When as much of the freight is taken iu as can
be received, those whose efforts have been in
vain return, with flowers uf eloquence too bril-

liant for transcription, putting back their loads
for a new trial on the next receiving day. that
may prove as unsuccessful as the first .

Some of the merchants propose e plan which
shall remedy this state of things give all a fair
chance of getting off their shipments with the
least possible delay, and save much trouble to
the railway clerks, as well as to others.
