An officer on board th Niagara gives the fo-

llowing account of the part takes iu the fighl by
ihe Niagara and Richmond:

By Biiushiue on the morning oi the "J-
-d we

were all reudy. Our boats had been hoisted out
and moored alongside, shot and shell got up and
steam all ready to move in at short notice.
About haif past nine we could, sec the steamer?'
coming down to the Navy Yard, little suspecting
that their doom was sealed. In a veiy short
time they were fast to the dock, and at just
twelve minutes of ten o'clock we saw a smoke
issue from Fort Pickens, and heard the booming
of a gun. A cheer burst forth from our men.
and it ever a ship's auchor came up lively, it

was ours theu. Iu order to bring our guns
within range, it was necessary for us to run into
very shoul wafer, ami consequently it required
the utmost caution in working the ship. Even
with a perfectly smooth sea there would be only
twenty inches of wuter under our keel, and if it
should begin to blow, or a heavy swell set in, it
was necessary for us to have the ship in such n
position that wc could easily ruu into deeper
water. While working our way in, the Ricli- -

mond came up under our stern, aud as slie draws
less water than we do, the cowroodort ordered
her to go in and open fire as soon as she was
within range. She passed by us, took up a posi-
tion nearer b the laud, and opeued fir.-- . Wc
kept on steadily until we thought thai wo were
within range, and then came to anchor

Our first shot was from the eighty four pound
rifled, and it told with very good effect, lh
next waa irom an eieven inch gun, but it fell
short. A few iuure were fired, but w ilh much
the same result. Finding that v, e wen too far
off, a boat was sent out in charge of the masuir,
in order to sound, and bavins! found that wc

could get in somewhat closer without the water
shoaling; much more, we hove uji anchor and
ran in about one-four- th of a mile furl her Dur
ing the time that our boat was out sounding.
several of their shots came very near it, but for-

tunately none hit. We now again opened rre
from our broadside guns, and this tim to some
purpose. Almost every shot tola, aud tiiov
must have been a fearful scattering of piecs. as
our shells exploded over their heads. I do not
think there was ever any taiget practice in the
navy that can show such a record ofeffecthre shots.
The rebels were constantly throwing shot at us,
aud seemed to be either iiicrea.-iu- g the charge ol"

powder or eloe getting more elevation, for their
shot gradually came nearer, though it w as not
until late in the afternoon that we were struck.
By twelve o'clock both the Richmond 'ind
Niagara, together v.iih the guns bearing from
Fort Pickens and Battery Scoit, were all playing
iuto Fort Mcltac aud iis surrounding batteries.
We averaged one shell every three minutes, and

s the Richmond had more guns, though smaller,
and more than onr number of guns were being
served from Santa Rwa, then- were about two
shells each minute bjiutr tired at tins point.

About one o'clock a tiring commenced from a
masked battery which disclosed itself iu the
woods along the shore, and about a mile south
of Fort McRae. They set un-- to hav a peculiar
spite against us by the pertinacity with which
they fired at us : hut finding that tin v couid not
reach us, thev turned their atten'iouto the Rich
mond, Whiob was nearer in shore. Many ot
their shot ca. e very close to the latt r, aud hie!

they been well directed, would have done a great
,1 ot damage. Uuiy one look ettcct, howevt-r- .

aud 1 regrei w record that this kiii-- d one mau
aud wounded seven. The man hilled was cap- -

About three o'clock oue or two shots passed
over us aul dropped into tlio water, and by the
mile which they sang as they passed we kiic.v
that ihcy had turned some heavier meal upon us.
Two or i hive of our guns were (greeted to tlie
s:ot wheuc ' the sr.ioke was seen to issue, and ii
Lhey treated us to music we ilip couip.i-meu- t

with interest They succeeded in planting
two shots iu our sides, inakirt rather ugiy holes,
and upsetting things iu one ot the BeuteiUMtt s
rooms. By six o'clock we must have dismounted
the gun, loi at that time McRae ceased firing
altogether, and for one. hour and a half we tum-
bled shell after shell inside of her walls without
any response. We could hardly believe that we
had silenced them so soon, but t bought that they
must lie at work preparing some larger gun for
our benefit.

We ceased firing at half past five, it having
become too dark to get good aim. Our whole
number of shell fired was ono hundrtd and
eighty : of these, lorly-thre- e were filled with
sttui an expedient sometimes used in breaching
a wall. The shots wbch stick s proved to' be
from an eight iuchcoluuibiatl. At o'cluct: w- -

V iir.KK vs, By the Constitution and laws of
this government, 1 am. as the chief magistrate
ot tne Mate ot Arkansas, sworn to support and
to see faithfully executed such laws and Con-
stitution, and by iuvokiug the power of the said
government, if need be, to secure and guarantee
to even-- citizan of said State," the enjoyment of
life, liberty aud property, repelling any encroach
ment of the same, coming from whatsoever
source it may ; and whereas, it is made known
to rac, that Col .Solon Borland, commandant of
the Confederate Stales forces at Pocahontas, Ar
l.ansas, lias, by proclamation or general order '

is tch commandant, assumed without lawful
authority, to lay an embargo upon the lawful
trade and commerce of the good people, citizens
of the State of Arkansas, from its coufiuot upon
the Red river, to the remotest corner and parcel
ot ihe republic. And by said proclamation or
general order, has forbidden the exportation or
transmission lrom the Commonwealth ot many
of the varions staple commodities and products
of the country many ol which articles exist
among the good people in superabundance, and
must needs he exchanged with their neighbors
of the Southern States, it not for money, yet for
other products, aud commodities of prime ne-- a

- -- y. useful nay indispensable to the comfort
and well leing of themselves aud families.

And whereas, also, the said commandant, in
violation of tlio most sacred right guaranteed to
tlie free people of Arkansas by their Cons! Ma

the exportation, shipment or sale ol their own
propeny, or the purchase of property from others
in such quantities, aud at such prices, as may be
agreed upon between the buyer and the seller,

a despotic exercise of milita'y power

people themselves, by example aud an elevated
