"TTrilEREAS, By the provision of the 3d section Of an
VV act of Congress, approved August 30th, 1601, en-

titled "An Act to Collect, for dlstribntloo, tbe moneys
remaining in the several Post Offices of the Confederate
States at the time tbe postal service was taken In charge
by said Government," it is made the duty of the Postma-

ster-General to make prriclamation that all persons
who are citizens of the Confederate States of America,
aad who may bavo rendered postal service In any of tbe
States of this Confederacy, tinder contracts or appoint-meat- s

atade by the United States Government before

provision has been set apart or made for he further pay-
ment of the whole or any portion of tbe balance of
such claim by the Government of the United State, or
of any of the States; aad they fchall alo state, on oath,
whether th y performed fnlly the service according to
their contracts or appointments daring the time for
which they claim pay, and If not, what partial service
they did perform, aud what dednctions have been made
from their pay so far as they know, on account of any
failure, or partial failure, to perform such service.

Now, therefore, I, JOHN IL REAGAN, Postmaster-Genera- l

of the Confederate States of America, do Issue
this, my proclamation, requiring all psrsdus having
claims for postal service, nnder the foregoing provisions
of the 3d section of the above named ut, to present
said claims to the Auditor of tbe Treasury for the Post
Office Depsrtment, for examination, on or before tbe
13th day of March, 1862, In order that I u.ay mak a re-

port to Congress of the amount thereof, u required by
law.

Blank forms for presenting and verifying the claims
will be furnished on application to the. Auditor of the
Treasury for tbe PosWJIIice Department.

And I hereby require all persons who have hereto-
fore collected moneys as postmasters ia the States bow
composlug the Confederate States, aad which they had
paid ever at the time tbe Confederate Sta es took charge
of the poital ssrvice, to make out, undecoath, and send
to the Auditor or tli Treasury for tbe Post Office Do
partment, on or befsre the 13Lh day of October nest, a
general or ledger account with tho United States, for
the service of the Po.t Office Department, up to the
time tbe control of the postal service was assumed by
the Confederate States, in accordance with the general
