Tbe projected expedition from Port Royal to

Femandina, Florida, having been abandoned.
Flag Officer Dupont immediately ordered the dif-
ferent vessels composing it to the blockading sta-
tions on the South Atlantic coast. It was our
fortune to be seut to the Savannah river, and
since our arrival (December 1 1th) have had very
exciting times. At daylight the next morning
" sail ho 1" from the masthead attracted onr at-

tention, and k)king seaward a large full-rigg-

ship was seen steaming in from the southeast,
not more than seven miles distant. We first sup-
posed she was one of those o;d stone hulks that
Lave balked so many of our cruisers, but her
sections wore so unusual that we determined to
overhaul her. "All hands ! up anchor!" and in
ten minutes were steaming toward the bar. Tho
strange sail, seeing us, backed aud stood out to
sea, but tho wind was very light, and soon the
usual salutation a shot across her bow was
extended.

This produced the desire! effect, and we wero
soon alongside of her. She proved to be an En-
glish crew, from the Belize, bound to Falmouth,
England, with a cargo of mahogany, logwood,
and four hundred thousand cocoauats. An
officer and crew wero sent on board to examine
her, and bring off the captain and his papers.
On being questioned lie guve a very honest and
plausible-- account of himself and vessal, all bin
papers boing properly issued and signed and
cargo free from suspicion, he was allowed to pro-

ceed without furthor detention. When asked
why he was o far out of his course, he replied
that his vessel was a leaking badly, and he was
going into Savannah for repairs, supposing tho
war was confine-- lo tho Potomac, and being
totally ignorant of the blockade. Our crew
werti much disappointed at the result of the
ehase, fur more than one had been calculating
the probable value of his share of the prize-money- .

On Thursday the iitonm transports Ariel and
Marion came into Tybeo sound with a Connecti-
cut regiment, and ordnance and quartermaster's
stores from Hilton Head. This addition in-

creases the force on Tybce island to fifteen hun-
dred men.undor corntiwd of Brig.-Gen- . Wright
With the exception of pickets, senfrjes, etc., the
entire force is industriously employed in throw-
ing up fortifications, building barracks, mount-
ing heavy siege guns, and landing army stores
from the ransnorts.

ened him with death, aud, on Saturday night, he
desetid froin Fort Pulaski and came to Tyboc,
bringing vi lum Kixh valuable information.
He stated tl4 the British steamer Finga, Juden
With ootfon and rice, was preparing to nil; the
blockade on Sunday njgljt, at high water.

Such, indeed, proved to bo tho Intention, but
by tbe timely action of the gunboats Pemlpa
and nenry Andrews, it was foiled. Instead of

Tlie St. John Daily Xetcs has an account of
tho sufferings of John i , bulhvan, ot iladley
Falls. Massachusetts, and Ins companions, de
sertors from tho whaleships Daniel Webster and
Ansel Gibbs, of New .Bedford, in Cumberland
Straits, ou the 4th of August last. The narra
tive was written by Sullivan. Tho writer soys
that he had no reason for leaving tho ship only
that ho was not sufficiently provided against the
cold northern climate, and was afraid of dying
by scurvy. Iho crew of the Ansel (iibbs com
plained of bad treatment. They wero John
Giles, boatsteoror; John Martin, Hiram J. Da-
vis, Willard Hawkins, Thomas Col well, Josepli

i isher, aud bamuel iisher, who, with bullivan
and his slrpmate Warren Dutton, constituted
the deserting party. They stole a boat from the
Ansel Gibbs, into which thoy managed to place
a very small quantity ot provisions, two guns
and a little ammunition, and stood across the
straits. They left the vessels in lat 65 5U

about fivo miles from Penny's harbor. On the
fourth day ont, thoy fell in with the hark George
iienry. Captain (Juddingtou, ot iew Liondon,
who offered to take them all on board, but they
declined. He gave them some provisions, which
were aurrmented by a duck and the hindquarters
of a wite bear they managed to shoot bofore they
mado Resolution. Island, where their provisions
became nearly exhausted. On tho 20th of
August, nt Capo Chidleigh, thoy Iiad nothing
but mushrooms and berries to live upon; and
hero Hawkins and Davis ran .away from tho
party, and carried away everything that was
useful belonging to the boat After an attempt
to loavo the place, which was prevented by
stormy weather, they landed again, and Dutton
died ot starvation.

The narrative of Sullivan says:
The ovoning he died Samuel Fisher proposed

to cat him. tie tooK his Kuito and cut a meco
off the thigh, and held it over the fire until it
was cooked. Then, next moming, each one fol
jowea ins examine. Alter tuat the meat was
taken off tho bones, and each man took a share.
Wo stopped here three days. We tlier. made
sttrt, but the wind being ahead we were com
pelled to put back. Hero we stopped two more
days. During tlint time tho bones were broken
up small and boiled in a pot or kettle that we
had; also the skull was broken open, the brains
takon out and cooked. We then got a fair wind,
but as wo got around a point we had a wind
verv fresh off shore : we could hardlv manncre
the boat; at last we drove on to an Mland some
ways out io sea; wo got the boat under the lee
ot it; but the sama night wo had a large hole
stove into Iter. Being unable to haul her up w
staid here eight days. It was on this island titey
tried to" murder me.

Tho third day we stopped horo I was out as
usual picking berries or anything I could find to
eat Coming in I chanced to pick up a mush-
room. I brought it in with me, also an armful
Of wood to keep. While kneeling down to cook
the mushroom, I received a heavy blow of n
club from Joseph Fisher, and before I could get
on my loet, i got tnree more blows. 1 then man-
aged to get on my feet whon Samuel Fishor got
hold of my right arm ; then Joseph Iisher struck
me tnree more mows ou tne arm. 1 somehow
got away from them, and being half crazy, I did
not Know wnat to uo.

They made for mc again; I kept begging of
tnem, lor uou s sane, io spare my I1I4; but they
would not listen to my cries. They said thoy
wanted some meat and were bound to kill me.
I had nothing I could defeud myself with but
a small knife ; this I held in my hand ivil they
approached me. Sato s Fisher was thefirst to
come toward me ; In. awl a large dirk knife in
his hand; his cousin was coming from another
direction with a club and a stone. Samuel came
on and grasped me by the shoulder, and had his
knife raised to stab me. I then raised my knife
and stabbed him in tho throat ; he iniinedttlely
fell, and I then mado a step for Joe, bift'he
dropped bis club and went up to where the rest
were, i then stooped to seo it bamuel was dead ;

ho was still alive ; I began to cry ; after a little
while the rest told ma to come up they would
see thero was nothing more done to me. I had
received four deep cuts in the head ; one of tho
fellows dressed them for me and washed the
blood off my face. Next day Samuel Fisher
died; his cousin was tlie first one cut him up;

After awhile we- - managed to repair the boat

and loavo the island. We ran in where we
thought it was mainland, but it proved to be an
island ; hero wo left the boat and proceeded on
foot, walkiiifr about one mile a dav ' At lost wo
Teachedthe other sido of the island in about four
days ; then put back again to tbe1dat It took
us Jour days to get back. When we got there
wo found the boat stove very bad sinco we left
her We tned to get around the island with lier.

be picked up. we ato our belts, boots and
sheaths,, and a number of bear and seal-ski- n ar
ticles wo hail with us. To add to our misery, it
commenced to rain, and kept up for three days ;

it then bogau to snow. In tins miserable condi
tion we wero picked up by a boat's crew of
Esquimaux, on the 2S)th of September, and con
veyed to uisoke oa tho ikt of (Jctober. The mis
sionaries did all in their power to help us aloncr,
aud provided us with food and clothinrr. then
sont us1 to Nain where we met " the doctor" (Da
vis;, wno was pieKeu up three days before we
were He reported that his companion died, and
told many false stories after lie was nicked up.

Tlie above thrflliner narrative has the air oi m.
mance rather tlitfn the reality, and somo of the
circumstances Bppoar very improbable, but as tho
Ansel Gibbs, whieh arrived at New Bedford on
the 1 Jth ot .(November last, reported the desertion
of seven of her crew with a whale boat in tho
Arctic regions at 1 10 date above given, the main
lacts ot thestory are vioubtiess true.
