Election of Virginia Senators to tJie Senate of
the Confederate Slates The Dad Ncics from
Kentucky Resignation of the Yankee

Gen. McCldlan Rumored

Pegram

His Exchange EJjcctcd.
Richmond, January 23, 1862.

The Hon. R. M. T. Huuterand tho Hon. Wm.
Ballard Preston were elected by joint ballot to-

day in the two houses of the Virginia Legisla
ture, Senators in tho Congress of the Confede-

rate States. The election had been fixed .upon
as the order of the day for yesterday, but the

Virginia Senate and House of Delegates got at
cross purposes, and their sessions, through pro-

tracted to a late hour, were consumed in idle de-

bate, and the voting was postponed till
After a good deal of breath Avastod in the eulo-giu-

cast upon the respective candidates, tho
roll was called in either house at a few minutes
before 3 p. M., and on the first ballot the gentle-

men above named were declared elected by de-

cided majorities. The Hon. W. C. Rives was
voted for as the Eastern Senator in opposition to
Mr. Hunter, and Charles W. Russell, Esq., of
Wheeling, a member of the Provisional Con
gress and member elect of the House of Repre-

sentatives of the Permanent Congress, was the
candidate in the western interest against Mr.

Preston. Jame3 Barbour Esq., of Culpepper,
the favorite of tho Richmond Examiner, who has
for several weeks past been pressed with great
confidence by his friends, was nominated in both
houses but was withdrawn before tho voting
commenced. The newly elected Senators are
well known to the country at large, Mr. Hun-
ter has had theenefit of large oxperienco in the
public councils. He was the cotemporary of
Clay, Webster, Calhoun, Preston and King, in
the Senato of the old United States, and rendered
distinguished service there as the chairman of
two. or three of the most important committees.
Mr. Preston was never honored with a seat in the
upper house of the aucient national legislature,
but as a member of the Cabinet during the ad-

ministration of Taylor and Fillmore he won for
himself a wide reputation. Virginia will have
no cause to be ashamed of the representatives
she has chosen for the higher branch of the Leg-

islature of the new Confederacy.
The intelligence received tbls morning from

Kentucky has excited a veiy profound impres-

sion here. We aro no longer at liberty to doubt
that a very serious disaster has befallen our
army there, and that Zollicoffer, ono of our best
and bravest men, has been skin upon the field.
It would argue n sad degree of insensibility in
the people of this Stato and tho Confederate
authorities if they were not deeply moved by
news of this character. But with a tear for the
gallant dead, we should lose no time in endea-

voring to repair the damage we have suffered.
This success, the very first they have gained in
their operations in the field, will, in all proba-

bility, so embolden the northern army that a
simultaneous advance upoj all quarters will
be ordered. Let us prepare at once to meet this
onset and drive back the invaders at all points.
Tho lesson of temporary defeat then improvotl, the
Confederate leaders may conquer a peace bsfore
the opening of the spring campaign.

We learn from Washington, by way of Fort'
ress Monroe, that McCleltan has resigned the
command of the grand army of the Potomac on
the plea of but it is reported that tho
real cause of his resignation is a difference of
opinion between himself and Congress as to the
objects of tbo war with reference to the institution
of slavery.

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INTERESTING PR03X THE NORTH.
The Richmond Examiner of the 22d inst has

some interesting intelligence from the North
with reference to war matters and the popular
sentiment there, through the statements of Capt
Robert Tansill, of Virginia, who arrived at Rich-

mond last week, after an imprisonment in Forte
Lafayette and Warren, dating since Augut-lat- .

The Examiner says :

The statements which Capt. Tansill makes of
the stato of feeling in the North, as observed
within a few days past, aro both intelligent and
interesting. The most Temarkabla aspect of the
public sentiment was that of extreme disappoint-
ment at the results of the war so far as it had pro-
gressed. The most candid of the northern peo-
ple confessed their disappointment, especially
with reference to two topics the integrity ot
the slave population and the tremendous amouut
of resistance that the South had offered to the re-

sources and best exertions of the North. Ex-
pressions opposing- the prosecution of the war
were every day becoming more open, and moro
careless of restraint.

It was commonly said that the Democratic
party would soon be in power agaiuin the North,
and that its programme wou'.d be to upset the
whole present system of Yankee government and
deal terrible vengeance upon those responsible tor
the consequences of the war. We are told that
public expressions were more than once heard
that " Cameron! nd Welles should be hung," and
that the work of retribution should go on until
"every man who had loaned money to the gov
ernmeut had been treated to a halter." Regrets
at once painful and ridiculous were lavished on
the destructon of " tho Union." When Capt.
Tansill left ho was implored by many of thp peo-
ple he met to tell his friends in the South tliat
the Yankees only " wanted the Union," " prayed
for tho Union," anl " would be satisfied to get
the Union back on any terms "

The resignation of Camoron, Lincoln's Secre
tary of War, was treated with congratulations by
the less ultra people of the North ; and it was
said that Welles' resignation would soon follow.
The emancipationists were excessively annoyed,
and were showing the most infamous exaspera-
tion of feeling. The pages of Harper's ll'tekly
were adorned with cuts, and illustra-
tions given of an exasperated policy of conquest
in pictures of southern ladies " of the first fami-
lies " delving at wash-tub- s under Massachusetts
t

Thero was a general feeling of despair at the
financial aspects of the war. It was stated, on
authority, that no more specie would be paid out
of the Federal treasury except for interest on the
old public debt. The finaucial programme at
Washington was understood to be an additional
issue of demand notes to tho amount of a hun-
dred and fifty to two hundred millions of dol-

lars, and a war tax to the amount of a hundred
and fifty millions; although it was estimated in

d quartors that tho increased ex-

penses of the war would ran up to a thousand
millions of dollars a year. All private loans had
ceased, nnd the full coming of the crisis was
awaited in a sort of dreary despiir.

The newspapers were endeavoring to animate
confidence, but the influence of the press iu the
North, owing to the long course of deception in
the war, had positively expired. The utter pros-
tration of this means of popular influence is
mentioned as an important sign of the distrust
and blaukness of tho public mind of the North.
The triumph of northern arms almost dally
recorded iu northern papers wero actually hooted
at, and in the common intercourses of life, it
was constantly said, " no one beKeves tho news-

papers."

The Latent "War Neirs.
From tho PMUdelphia Pre.

Tho accounts of the battle fought in Eastern
Kentucky aro not sufficiently circumstantial to
give us a clear idea of the contest, but enough is
known to prove that a very brilliant ond decided
Union victory has been achieved. Zollicoffer was
one of the most adventurous of the rebel gener-
als. Defeated in several previous attacks upon
the Union troops at Wildcat camp, he somewhat
unexpectedly ventured upon another encounter,
which proved fatal to himself and a large per?
tion of his command.

We understand that the Bailie Peyton who is
reported to have been killed, is theon of the
prominent Tennessee politician of that name,
who was miuister to Brazil during Mr. Fill-
more's administration.

Tho position of the troops at Somerset js thus
described in a letter from there, dated January
15th:

The status here is simply this : Crittenden
having taken the command of the troop at Mill
Spring, while Zollicoffer hM gone to Nashvul
remains with the bulk of his VtiSm) men, in
trenched, and defended by eleven piece of field
artillerv. and some twenty ot the cannon maun
facturod in the Confederacy, and warranted to
burst on the third discharge. His ngut nank is
protected by the river, his left by White Oak
creek, a stream with Irighjbluff banks, impassa-
ble at the camp to our troops, while his front
rests on a succesion of hills, not steep, but so
commanding they cannot be taken without
groat slaughter, without their defenders cut and
run.

With their only route of escape cut off by
our force3 moviae toward Monticello, we may
well imagine that if the enemy fights at all it
will be with desperation. Un our part, lienerai
Boyle is somewhere on tho Cumberland river,
near Burkesvillo, waiting for artillery. General
Thomas is fifteen niilea this side of Columbia,
or was at last account, waiting till a creek runs
down, and we are here waiting for orders. The
telegraph ha? caught the general infection, aud
after getting within eight miles of us has stop
ped, waiting lor insulators.

A GLORIOUS VICTORY IK KBNTUCKY THE TO-

TAL DEFEAT ND DEATH OF GBN. ZOLLI-

COFFER.

Our Seeders are aware that the rebel Gen. Zol-

licoffer, with a force estimated 10,000 men, has
for some weeks been strongly posted on the
north bank of Cumberland river, a few miles
below Somerset, in Pulaski ceunty, Kentucky.
The Federal Gen. Sebospf. with a force of 7000
men, has been at Somerset, holding the rebels iu
check. Gen. Thomas, until about a week since,
has been at Columbia, in Adah county. He
moved forward" by the Jamestown road, with
the apparent intention of getting into the rear of
Zollicoffer, cutting off his retreat and bagging
his force. Zollicoffer ascertaining the nature of
the movement, and seeing that he must aban-
don his position or bo surrounded, boldly de-

termined to attack his enemies in detail, and
suddenly marched to meet Thomas. It happen-
ed that strong reinforcements had lieen dis-

patched to tho aid of Gen. Thomas, and that
they overtook him after a forced march ot twenty-f-

ive miles, three hours before Zouieoffer came
up. This probably made the force of tha ts

about equal in numbers. Four regi-
ments two Tennessee and two Kentucky that
marched from Somerset to with Geu.
Thomas, do not appear to have been in the fight

The battle ground is connty, twelve
miles west of the mouth of White Oak creek, a
small stream that puts into the Cumberland
about fifteen miles southwest of Somerset, and is
near where Thomas proposed to cross the Cum-
berland. The engagement took place on Sun-
day afternoon, and the Tebel army was totally
defeated and pursued to their intrenchments, a
distance of about twelve,miles. A night attaek
was not ventured, and the rebels stole across the
river in the darkness, haying a steamboat and
barges at hand. They abandoned all their can-
non, tents and stores, and dispersed in utter con-
fusion. Over two hundred killed and wounded
rebels were left on the battle field, among them
Gen. Zollicoffer, who was found dying in a
wagon, and Bailie Peyton, a son of the distin-
guished Tennessee politician of that name.

The extent of our loss is not yet known, but
the fact that one regiment (10th Indiana, Col.
Manson,) lost seventy men in killed and wounded
shows that it must have been severe. The coun-
try will await the details of the affair with most
eager soh'citudo.

The battle seems to have been a fair fight, and
the victory is one of the most important gained
by the Union troops during the war. It destroys
the right wing of the rebel army in Kentucky,
flanks tho enemy's position at Bowling Green,
opens Tennesspo to invasion, and will cause a
profound panic at Nashville, and the deepest
disquietude throughout the insurrectionary
States. It gives our western troops a glorious
prestige of success, which will increase their ar-
dor and invincibility, and cannot fail to depress
aud demoralize the rebels, who were already de-

spondent and apprehensive of disaster. Gen.
Buell, wa think, will improve tho occasion. Let
us hope to see celerity and energy in following
up the victory ; and
