THE BATTLE AT FISIIIIVG CREEK.
MOItE FEDERAL ACCOUNTS

We take the following from the Chicago Times
oftho22d instant:

We havo additional details confirming the
Federal success in Kentucky, and describing the
position occupied by the respective armies. Zol

licoffar for some weeks past occupied, with about
ten thousand men, a strong position on the north
bank of the Cumbeiland river, a few miles be-
low Somerset, whore tho Federal General
Schoepf, with seven thousand men, was sta-
tioned, holding tile rebels in check. Geu. Thom-
as, who had been at. Columbia, Adair coun.y,
about a week since, moved forward with the ap-
parent intention of getting in Zollicoffer's rear,
and, by tho aid of Schoepf, capturing his army.
Zollicoffjr, appreciating the movement, deter-
mined to attack his enemies in detail, and sud-
denly matched to meet Thomas. But tho latter,
unexpectedly to tho enemy, was reinforced on
Saturday night by Col. Mansou's brigade, who
raide a forced march of thirtv-fiv- miles, and
joined, him just three hours before Zollicoffer
made tuo nttaclc. The battle ground is in Rus-
sell county, at the mouth ot White Oak creek.
which empties into the Cumberland fifteen miles
southwest of Somerset, and is near where
as proposed to cross the river to eat in Zollicof
fer's rear.

Tho engagement took place on Sunday after-
noon. Tho rebels wero signally dofeated, and
pursued twelve miles to their iutreuebmente.
Gen. Thomas did not venture on a night attack,
and they escaped to the south side of the' river
before morning, abandoning .theit artillery, am-
munition, horses, tents and nighty wagon loads
of stores. After crossing the river the Confed-
erates dispersed in every direction. Their loss
is over 200 in killed and wounded, including
Zollicoffer. Tho Federal loss is net given, but,
from tho fact that jn one regiment seventy-fiv- e

were killed and'wouuded, it must have been
severe. Among tho regiments engaged on the
Federal' side were the OUiXlhio, 10th Indiana,
2d Minnessota, Ifith Regulars, and 4th and 10th
Kentucky. This success, coupled with tlU of
Col. Gartield, clears Eastern Kentucky of rebels
and opens the way to the relief of the noble
Uuian men of Eastern Tennessee. It nuwt also
havo a discouriging effect on Uie Confederates at
Bowling Groin, and greatly emoni-jg- o our own
tioops. .

The Defeat of Critteudon.
The Louisville Democrat has the following on

this subject:
Further dispatches were received last evening

at headquarters from which we learn further par-
ticulars as follows :

Zollicoffer, learning from his spies that Thom-
as was marching down from Columbia with be-
tween five and six thousand men, determined
to take him by ssrprise, and, attacking him with
a suporior force, cut him off before reinforce-
ments reached him. Taking ten thousand men,
about his entire force on the uorth har.k of the
Cumberland, ho marched out of his intrench
ments, and at six o'clock on Sunday morning,
not Saturday as first reported) eommeneed the

fight The battle raged hotly and furiously till
about noon, when tiie rebel forces were put to
flight iu disorder, leaving two hundred killed and
wounded on tlie field. Among the killed was
Bailie Peyton, jr., of Zollicoffer's " staff, and
aKtng.the mortally wounded,. whojjhortly after-
wards died, was Zollieotfer himsolf, found in a
wagon.

Toe loss on the Federal side,.so far as reported-i- s

seventy killed and wounded, though it is
quite probable the number was considerably
greater.

During Saturday night Col. Manson, with his
brigade, numbering four or five tltousaud men,
made a forced march of twenty-five-- miles
through the mud and rain, and came up to
Thomas' camp about three hours before the at-
tack' was made. Gen, Thomas bad some of. the
best troops in the service under his immediate
coTimaml, including the 9th Ohio, 10th Indiana,
and J IHIi reguWi, mrf fcr fighting
and bloody.

The rebel torees fled for their intrenchments,
and Thomas, with his entire force, reaching the
foot of the hills just at nightfall, waited till yes-
terday morniug, intending to renew the attack
ia daylight, and capture or cut to pieces the
whole army. But the rebels had bud enough of
such hot work, and in the night left their

and crossed the Cumberland in hot
haste, leaving everything behind artillery, tents,
wagons, ammunition, horses, etc., etc, without
even stopping to destroy anything.

This is the most complete rout the rebels have
yet experienced, and coming as it does upon the
heels of Marshall's flight in Eastern Kentucky,
will ca- iy terror and dismay to all rebeldom. If
now Gens. Thomas and Sehoepf, with CoL Man-son- 's

brigade, wiif crbsa the Cumberland at the
earliest possible moment and push down into
Tennessee via Albany, they .can take pos-
session of the East Tennessee and Virginia
railroad, and rut off all communication
between the forces in Virginia and in
in West Tennessee, while those at Colum-
bus and Bowling Green will have all to do they
can nnsaibly want to keep their intrenchments.
If Beyle's brigaiUvafceaki jeio-- thtHK!gr5T they
might, alter tatting the rariroad, move west upon
Nashville and take it, with force enough to hold
it against any attack. We presume, however,
that Gen. Boellivill manage the affair ill a pro-
per manner, and with promptness.
