We find the following in tfce Chicago Tribune,
given as the substance of a speech made by
Jim Lane at Chicago on the 22d inst. It is the
most remarkable and startling manifesto that
has been put forth within the last sixty days.
Says the Tribune :

The general expressed his profound gratitude
for the reception and the ardor and enthusiasm
manifested. However" much he might be de-
lighted he appreciated the fact that this enthu
siasm was not ou account of Jim Lane but the
fact that Jim Lane was the advocate of crush-
ing ' out this rebellion so that we should never
have another.

Tbe uppermost fact in every loyal man's
mind wag that this rebellion must be crushed in
some way. He knew there was not a loyal
man present who was unwilling to lay down his
own lite, and sacrifice even his own family to
accomplish this result. There was no resolu-
tion so strong among all true patriots as that,
demanding that the rebellion must be put down
so as to stay down. Tbe curse of slavery has
been agitated long enough, and it must now be
radically cured. For eight long months the
North has been contending against the rebels,
and what have we got to show for it? What
results have been accomplished what advan
tages obtained? For eight long months the
government has been prosecuting this war so
as to hurt nobody. It is time some one was
hurt. W e were willing enough to kill white
men in the South and to allow them to be killed
in the North, but we were afraid of committing
sacrilege if we touched the sacred negro.
LCnes ot "ttiat s so." J les, atraid to touch
the sacred negro who has caused the whole ef
this trouble But let me teH you the govern-
ment has got over this notion, the people have
got over it, and I think I can certify that this
crowd have got over it Applause and cries ef
"yes, we have." We have beeu permitted to
discuss all questions human and divine; all
questions of society; of morals and religion to
canvass the chaiacter of God and the nature of
his laws, but have been forbidden to say a word
about the viper which has stung- - us in our
bosoms.

It is no time for talking now, but for action
We have consdmed eight-month- s in inactivity,
have wasted three hundred millions of dollars
and sacrificed twenty-fiv- e thousand lives, and- -

turned this country upside down in our insane
endeavors to put down this infernal rebellion ami
save slavery. I tell you it can't be done, and
the government has come 10 that conclusion.
Let me tell you, confidentially, that on Monday
last they opened a new set ot hooks ami came to
the conclusion that if the Union can't be saved
and slavery saved, then down goes shivery.
The rebels have either got to submit, to die or
run away. I toll you the time has come when
play must stop. The rebels must submit or be
sent down forthwith to that hell already yawn
ing to receive them.

1 his desirable consummation was effected by
a compromise, lhe radical men agreed that tbe
conservative men should carry ou the war ac-

cording to their notions, for eight months, pro-

vided they were allowed the next eight The
time is up lor tbe conservatives, aud they now
hand tbe war and its conduct over to the radi-
cals, and every conservative man should now
extend the same encouragement and support
which we gave to them in the prosecution of
their method.

There are in tbe South 630,000 strong and
loyal male slaves who have fed and clothed the
rebel army and have as good as fought on their
side.

Vanity
aud pride are necessary adjuncts of the soldier,
and I do not propose to lower him by menial
offices, nor compel him to perform the duties of
the slave, bo. while X snail elevate the slave by
giving him his freedom and making a man of
him. 1 shall also elevate tluwoldier and leave
him no work to do but fighting. A voice in the
crowd "What are you going to do with the
nimrers ? "1

The general, singling out the owner of the
voice, and pointing his long ringer at turn, re-

plied : " Ah, my friend, you are just the man I
nave been looking for. I will tell you what I
am going to do with them. I am going to plant
them on the soil of the gulf coast, after we have
got through this war, let them stay there aud
cultivate tbe land ; have government exteadra
protection to them, as it does to the Indians, and
send superintendents and governors among tTJCm

and pay them wages for their labor. There
could be no competition between black and white
labor." He believed, whether thf rebels liked
the idea or not, that the blacks at no distant day
would have possession of that gulf country, to
which they were acclimated and physically con-

ditioned. He proposed to establish free State
governments as ho went along, and he could
promise his bearers that either he or the rebels
wouid be cleaned out.

After urging tbe benefit of a vigorous prose
cution ef the war, the general closed by again
thnkmg the crowd tor the handsome reception,
and retired to the parlors amid most enthusiastic
applause, where be was soon engaged in more
presentations.

On the evening of December 1,' a meeting to
consider the question of war was held iu the
town hall of Brighton. Resolutions, and an ad-

Tedoral Finance.
A late issue of the Albany (N. Y.) Adas and

Argut gives the following extract from a private
letter written at Washington :

I think the new Secretary of War will find the
department in frightfnl disorder, and an amount
of procrastinated demands that will appal even
Congress itself. I doubt if any tax the country
can pay, even if Congress should levy it can now
extricate the Treasury from insolvency. The
liabilities of the government, jver and afcove
the loans, will, I think, be found to be from four
to five hundred millions, now pressing for pay-
ment A tax cannot be collected in less than
six months. Treasury notes to the amount tf the
tax, and receivable for it, could be issued and
kept from gross depreciation, if no further Issue
should be made until after the payment of the
tax. That process would enable the government
to realize the tax at once, so that it would not be
the basis of a loan. A tax yielding a sum qual
to 3 per cent upon the present State valuuSons
would yield the government about $250,000,000;
thus, after paying out this sum on indebtedness
already incurred, the government would proba-
bly still remain debtor $150 000,000, with daily
new liabilities of at least $3,000,000, whih at

A I'KSKKAMIT IX THE HtfcJTK.

Hit Omtei-mtlim- and ICeporl.

We find a letter from Cairo to tbe Cincinnati

Gazette, giving information from the Confeder-

acy ag furnished the reporter by an adventurous

traveler:
Cairo, January 20. A gentleman connected

with a well-know- n leather firm of Boston ar-

rived here last Friday evening, direct from
New Orleans. He went down in tbe latter part
of October, and has since that time till within
the' last ten days been in Savannah and New
Orleans, endeavoring to sell or iu some way re-

alize npon some sontiiern property. He is a
shrewd, intelligent, business man, and his ac-

counts of matters in tbe South differ so essen-

tially in some particulars tromtbe most pleasing
stones we bave hitherto had, that it may be,well
to occupy some space with them.

NotfNION MKNTIMKNT IN NEW ORI.EAS8.

Perhaps the most important of Mr. C.'s state-
ments is his positive denial nf the existence of
any Union feeling in New Orleans. lie says
there was a suppressed Union sentiment there
until the issue of that astounding prodatnatory
effort by General Phelps. This was immediately
caught up aud republished by eyery southern
journal, and its effect upon the Union cause he
represents as most baleful. Business, excepting
in sugars, is utterly prostrated, but the military
enthusiasm is unabated. There are many fancy
regiments, composed exclusively of the wealthier
classes, which drill regularly, and keep up a
great rivalry among themselves ; and all classes
seem, if possible, more determined to fight the
fight out, and possessed of an intense hatred to
the Union and the North, than when he went
down, two months and a half ago.

THE BLOCKADE.
Mr. C. represents the blockade as only ef

fective enough to be provoking. During the
week he spent in Sannab, tour vessels ran i he
blockade and entered that harbor heavily laden
with Enfield rifles, army stores and the more
important necessaiies.' ihey bave purchased
large quantities of arms in Europe, and have get
the greater portion ot them safely in. Many
articles are of eetrfse very search, such as the
heavier classes ot foreign imports, but he saw
nothing of actual want more than is usual in
large cities.

The vessels whieh ran the blockade are mostly
lynall, light "draught steamers, built solely with
a view to speed, which clear from ports of the
West Indies, with British papers, for some
neutral port sail under British colors, and, with
the aid of the best pilots, run in under cover of
the night It they see the blockading vessels in
the way at one port, they stand offshore, run
down to another and try again, and so ou until
they get in. The enormous profits of course
pay for the delay and risk.

THE SUMTER NOT A PRIVATEER.
Mr. C. states that the Sumter is net now sail-

ing under letters of marque, as has been univer-
sally supposed, but is regularly commissioned
as a Confederate man-of-wa- r. The craft is thus
relieved from the odium of piracy, and, accord
ing to "belligerent rights, has eyery privilege
in a neutral port that a vessel of the United
States navy can claim.

DEFENSES AT NEW ORLEANS.

New Orleans is represented as having been
made almost impregnable. The shell road and
every, avenue of approach, to the city are defend- -

1 J ; - .1eu oy very puwenui nauenes, sweeping ioeih
for miles, while ou either side tuled trees form
an impenetrable abattis out into the swamp.
And, to man tbe fortification and aid in tbe de
fense, they have a force of no less than 50,000
men, under Maj.-Ge- LoveU.

THE TORT ROYAL AFFAIR.

Mr. C. teas in Savannah at the time of the
naval bombardment at Port Royal. A single
regiment, in his opinion, could have taken Sa
vannah, or the fleet could bave run past Fort
Pulaski and taken the city with more ease than
they reduced Hilton Head. The whole country
side at once rushed down with miscellaneous
weapons, and no organization ; aud even after
fifteen or twenty thousand had collected, they
WQtrM only have swelled the slaughter on their
own side, if an attack had been promptly made.
But now every thing has been lost, the fortifica-
tions have been strengthened, and the most eff-
icient preparations havo been, made for a des-

perate defense.
At New Orleans the people were much de-

pressed over the loss of Port Royal island. Sub-
sequently, hiwever, they consoled themselves
with tbe reflection that it was foolish for them to
have ever thought of holding the island against
our powerful navy, bnt when we attempted to
leave the cover of our men-of-w- ar and attack
them on the main land they would be ready
for us.

MATTERS AT COLL'MKUS.

Mr. C. was three days at Columbus, but was
not permitted to see much of the fortifications.
Iu passing in and out, however, enough was
seen to show that they are of the most formidi-bl- e

nature. The rebels themselves, both there
and in New Orleans, talked of them as impreajl
nable, aud expressed a desire to have us attacKi
them there, but feared we would not.. He saw
some of the torpedoed with which they are filling
tbe channel, and learned of an accident which
would seem to show that they are rather more
destructive than has been supposed. During
the gale, the Saturday before he arrived, their
bridge of ferryboats was blown down the
stream, and one, happening to pas . over one of
these torpedoes, was literally blown to pieces.
There were about 30,000 troops at Columbus, and
some 10 or 12,000 had been sent to Bowling
Green within the last two weeks. They were
established in comfortable log huts, and appeared
well, though rather miscellaneously clothed'
They Spoke of our gunboats with great respect,
said they had complete plans of the Benton,
furnished by one of the workmen engaged in
building her, and thought Com. Foote a very re-

spectable antagonist.
Mr. C. was convinced that if Columbus is

taken, it will only he after a most bloody and
desperate struggle. He returns fully satisfied of
the desperation of the South, and of the improb-
ability that they will ever be finally subjugated.

WHAT THIS NEWS AMOUNTS TO.

All this is to be taken as the judgment and ob-

servation of a shrewd Boston business man, of
the orthodox Boston business conservatism and
liking for southern trade, whose object was pri
manly to sell property, not to study revolutions,
(especially as it was very dangerous to be known
to be engaged in such study,) and whe naturally
looked at things mainly a6 they appeared on the
surface, and was impressed accordingly. As
buch; his facts and opinions are not altogether
unworthy of noteC

Stanton
has taken possession of the war office, which w

a good thing. Cameron has been confirmed and
presented with a clean bill of health for t e

court of St. Petersburg. Gen. Burnside is un-

doubtedly doing tbe work he was sent to per-

form in gallant style, and Gen. Wool is giving
him the amplest opportunities by engaging the

enemy's attention at Norfolk, and keeping the

rebels at that point in a perpetual bad scare.

But the mit hopeful all things is tbe solemn
assurance giyen to Gen. Lane, by the President,
the new Secretary of War aud Gen. McCtellan,

that his plan of putting down the rebellion, by
putting down slavery, suall be tried to the satis-

faction of himself and the country.
Let U he uwleritttiod that Gen. Lane's plan

comprehends more than has been hitherto at-

tempted by any other military commander. Fre-

mont nronosed to liberate only the slaves of

rebels after a kind of trial in court Lane pro-

poses to liberate at once all the staves in the

country he occupies, and to establish them on

the soil of the rebel master. In tins way he ex-

pects to restore perfect quiet in the rebellious

districts, and at the same time to give the ne-

groes every inducement to remain at home and

not overrun the North, as some croakers appre-

hend.

All auiet this mormng on Green nver, save
the river itself. It is raging within its banks,
and this morning is eumbing upineir ataes, at
the rate of an inch an hour. Thanks to the
watchful care of Willich's men, the pontoon
bridge still bids defiance to drift wood.
. A tearful storm has been raging here for sev-

eral days, with but little intermission. Tbe
wind is constantly threatening destruction to
our tents, the vivid flashes of lightning, followed
closely by loud peals of thunder, and above all
the torrents of rain, conspire to make these days
long to be remembered. The mud seems to
li o .linil it dimix. and this mnrnintr it ia
either packed or all the gluten washed from tffj
so that we can walk tor a nuie wisnoai navmg
much mud adhere to our boots, lhe depot
an exception. This seems one vast sea of mud,
and nasty stuff it is. too, about tbe consistency
of warm mush, and mules pack heavily loaded
army wagons tnrough it with apparent ease,
notwithstanding it strikes their knees at every
step, and buries the wagon half hub deep.

used as a storehouse for the subsistence of the
army.

ST. LOUW MONEY MARKET.
Tne money market was unsettled, and no

quotations or rates can be made.
Nominally, rates may be quoted the same as on
Saturday 1 to li per cent premium for ex-
change, and from 5 ot 7J ptor cent for gold.
There was nothing doing? however, in either to-
day, business being excessively duIL And the
unsettled condition of monetary affairs in the
East invests the market with an albpervading
reluctance to operate. Treasury notes still ram
mand a premium over Missouri currency, but it
is owing to their scarcity in the market and the
requirements of the country trade. Missouri
currency is coming up in the markets of Illinois,
Ohio aud Pennsylvania, and will doubtless ere
long be on a par with the best non-spec- ie paying
bank currency of the country. The soundness
of tbe five solvent banks ot this State has been
pretty thoroughly tested within the last six
months, and they have shown themselves wor-
thy of the confidence of the public.

NEW YORK BANK STATEMENT.
The weekly hank statement shows about the

results we have indicated in our daily statements.
The loans show a contraction of over three mit
Hons, while the deposits are down only a little
over half a million, the payment ef three and a
half millions, on Wednesday, into the treasury,
which reduced the government deposit, that
amount having been nearly overcome by tbe in-
crease in individual depasits. The circulation
shows a large reduction, as the banks take in
their notes and do not pay them out again. This
process will go on until demand notes are
made a legal tender, when tbe banks can resume,
technically, specie payments, without fear of
Iqsmg their com. The specie reserve shows an
increase of three-quarte- rs of a millkmt and the
actual amount is about a quarter of a nriBion
larger than theaverage.
