Several shots
were fired at her on her passage up, and a shell
exploded in some twenty feet of her, injuring no
one, but breaking a portion of the glass about
the boat by the concussion. Should they be
allowed to remain where they are, the naviga-
tion of the river may be considered as closed to
unarmed vetels.

We saw two gentleuieu last evening who were
hunting in a boat at the north end of Wilming-
ton when the Yankees made their appearance.
They shelled the island in every direction, and
indicated by their movements that they intended
to eSect a landing at Screveu's plantation. The
channel leading to the city around the north end
ot Wilmingtou was heavily piled some months
ago, and it will be lmpossioie ror tue lan&ee
boats to pass until the obstructions shall have
been removed, which will prove no easy task.

Should the enemy succeed in maintaining his
present position, communication with i ort Pu-
laski will be cut off, for the reason before sta
ted, though we have the means of making their
berth aYiythiug but a comfortab'.e one. The
fort is well supplied with provisions and w,iter,
perhaps enough for six mouths, aad has little to
fear from an attack.

Upon the arrival of tie Ida, information was
immediately communicated to the military and
naval authorities, who took prompt measures to
meet the emereency. Unfortunately. Com. lat
nail's little fleet was at Thunderbolt, ha via? been
attract by the warlike demonstrations ot too
enemv in Warsaw Bound, and to romOTO his ves
eels to town was a matter of immediate and
nreesincr importance. We were at Thunderbolt,
when the fleet turned their heads up stream, aud
notwithstanding they had to pass in the neigh
borhood ot the enemy, the commodore was
houefui of eettintr through hi safety. He had
not arrived when this was written, but will prob
ably be up in the course of an hour. He was
determined, if opposed, to fiehthis waythrouch,
which t. e believe he is fully able to do. Though
we shall hear fully before we go to press, and will
add whet we have to say in a postscript

All the vessels that went into Warsaw, Satur
day afternoon, left yesterday morning, but eight
of them returned in the afternoon.

It is but proper that we should exhort our
people to be calm and resolute under the cirecm-- j
stances lost now snrrr4nd them. We ar noi
consider the city in ny immediate d"gr, if in
danger at all, and hence, can no grouud hir
alarm, whilst we have 7 reason to be diligent
in our preparation v meet every emergency that
may arise.

Wo rtceived yesterday, from Havana, the
Diario tie la Marina, of tb 17th iust. Accord-
ing to "the advices from Vera Cruz, which we
find in tliat paper, the tripaitite .expedition suf-
fers considerably for want of provisions, as nu-
merous troops of " guachinangos gueiilleros "
cut off every communication betweeu the city
and the country. In consequence, every article
of food is awful dear in the old town. Chickens
are at three dollars a head ; tomatoes, as small
as a pigeon's egg, a picayune apiece ; wine,
almost too bad for decent fofks' mouths, twenty-fiv- e

dollara a bottle, and everything else in pro-
portion.

It was reported on tho Sth that Gen. Prim,
wishing to put an end to that rather uncom-
fortable state of things, projected to send out
two or three thousand men, to clear out the

country of all those guerrillas.
There are largo numbers ot Mexican troops

between the Chiquihuite and Puebhv; but as
most of them want aniw, it is supposed they
will offer little resistance, avoid a regular battle,
and content themselves with harrassing tho

guerilla fashion. Neverthel :ss, the Ha-
vana writers don't think the expedition will
find serious impediments on their march to
Mexico.

An American vessel arrived at Vera Cruz with
four thousand English musket and a quantity
of gunpowder intended for the Mexican govern-
ment, but tho allied generals confiscated the
whole of it. Two batteries of rifled guns were
expected every day from tlie same quarter, and
will share, of course, the samo fate.

I read in this morning's Free Pre$s an item
announcing my return irom Charleston, whither

had crone for the purpose ot ttkinjr necessary
clothiDg for my son, as well as contribution.
from friends in Michigan to several other pris-
oners confiuad in tho Charleston jaiL

1 wiou to correct misapprehension which
might grow out of a statement in that item, that

was obliged to conceal tho money which I
took to somo of the prisonors.

Money was concealed m some ot the clothing
torn arded in my charge, but I was not aware of
it when it was sent, nor would it have been at
all necsary to conceal it. I wish to resort to
no underhand means of conveying things to our
friends in Charleston, but meant that everything
which I did should be open to the strictest scru
tiny.

I would be wanting in gratitude if I should
withhold the present opportunity to thus publicly,
assert that, from the time I left Fortress Monroe,
under the flag of truce, until I returned to our
lines, on my way home, 1 met with the most
kindly attentions and the ruont gentlemanly sym-
pathies from all parties (with one exception)
with whom I came in contact. At Norfolk I
waited upon Gen. Huger, for the purpe;e of ob
taining his authority to let me pass through the
country unmolested. He informed me that he
would with pleasure give me a letter to Gen.
Ripley, at Charleston, and would have it ready
and bring it to the Atlantic Hotel, where I had
put up. W hue at the hotel, the train for the
South was about to start, when his son, Lieut.
Huger, came to me aud asked me whether I got
his father's kttar. Finding I had not, he im
mediately wrote a few lines to Gen. Ripley, and
informed me that his father's letter should be
forwarded by post to Gen. Ripley by the next
mail. Thus provided for, I continued my jour--
ni-- to Charleston, via Petersburg, Virginia, and
throughout the route I met with marked atten-
tion frem the conductors in seeing to my bag-
gage when there was change of cars, etc., being
about sixty Lours in going from Norfolk to
Charleston.

tU Charleston I put up' at tho Charleston Ho
tel, arriving in the evening of the iJOth of De--
eemlier. I made no effort until the morning: to
bee Gen. Ripley, who I found was boarding at
tue same house. At ten o dock 1 took a car-
riage and was conveyed to his office, near the
ruins of the late fire, and was ushered into an
ante-roo- thereof, until a messenger could take
my card and Lieut liuger s note to Gen Ripley.
The messenger brought back word that the
general would pay no attention to rcy applica-
tion, and my heart sank within me. The mes-

senger seemed to sympathise with me in my
affliction, knowing I had come a great distance
to see my son.

I returned to the hotel and waited until I
could get an opportunity of meeting Geuoral
Kipley as lie would be leaving the dining room
from dinner, he having been pointed out to me
bv one of the attendants of the house. I suc
ceeded ui a moment s interview with mm, which
tt suited in the most pc infill disappointment.
His manner was repulsive and haughty in the
extrrme. and he woald but barely Hancs at
Lieut Huger's letter, and informed roe if I had
anything for the prisoners I should take them to

the brief interview, and immediately summoned
their husbands to go. in finest of such aid as
would secure me a mteting with my son at the
jail.

James McCarty, went to office, and
procured a paa ror me into me jun, auu uiao
bronchi to mc the minister of the church, to
whom I had a letter. In short, I was from that
mnmnt taken in charge bv the kindest and
best Christian friends.

This subject is one of great
interest to the city, and should receive attention
from all classes.

the convention together. We have our good
name for hospitality to establish we have to
show to delegates from all parts of the Confed-

eracy that onr city b its dvautageoH position,
its important river and railroad connection, and
above all, by the energy, intelligence, business
qualification and social virtues of its citizens,
is destined to stand in the front rank of the com-

mercial cities of the great Confederacy of the
South.

We hope the committees apjiomt-e- d

by the Chamber of Commerce, upon the sub

Tlie New Orleans Crescent has the following :

There is possibly ground. for giving some
credence to the commercial reports by the Euro-p- a.

Though the sales of 168,000 bales of cotton
in Liverpool for the week ending the 11th iust,
requires confirmation, this would promise that
nearly one-thir- d of the cottou on hand had
changed hands for tlie week. This would be the
largest week's sale 011 record. If tbe political
advices are correct, we can conclude that Eng-
land is satisfied with the mere surrender and re-

turn of Mason and Slidell ; but what strikes us
most forcibly is the continued advance in cottou,
middling Orleans being quoted at 13jd. This
does not saver much of any expectation of cot-
ton being received, or that spinners, manufac-
turers, dealers, and all Lancashire looked to a
immediate opening of the southern ports tlie
raising of tlie blockade.

The Crescent says that considerable cotton is
being received by 'permit," and the way iu
whkh these permits are granted leads to much
dissatisfaction, planters in the interior complain-

ing that the planters on the river are selling all
they want, while they are uot able to dispose of

a bale. Speaking of a communication of this sub

ject the author of the " Talk on Change " in the

Crescent, says :

He puts tbe question direct to us. Are the
manifests of every steamboat and railroad pub-
lished complete T They are publis'aed as fur-

nished. Biit such manifests have in instances,
to our knowledge not given full details of car-
goes, that is, embracing cotton. For we know
of the landing of cotton on our levee which was
not reported in the manifests. From all tbe in-

formation before us we learn that the cotton
which has been permitted to come to market has
been mostly from planters who were not In need.
That received from Memphis came from different
parties, purchased in that market The permits
allowing cotton to come hither emanate from the
governor direct, that is, those that have come
under our observation. AVe believe our'corres-poude- nt

does not complain without cause.

Things are
commencing to look inauspicious again, and we
would not be surprised to see mere of the pack-
ets laid up for awhile. There are present at the
landing two or three Memphis packets unable
to procure a reasonable freight to depart with.
The Louis d'Or, owing to scarcity of business,
will, for the present, lay up a few days until
something turns up.

The Cincinnati Gazette, of the 23d, ssys :

The river at this point has attained the bight
of the rise in 1839, but it is probable that it will
commence falling y. The entire burning is
submerged from Vine to Lawrence streets, and
the greatest confusion, disorder and inconveni-
ence has ensued. The cellars of warehouses, as
bi;h up as Columbia street, east of Main, are
nearly all filled with water, and the amount of
damage to property is quite serious. The busi-
ness houses along Front street, aud at the lower
ends of the streets leading up from it, kept their
attaoheM buoy yesterday in removing their
wares to higher quarters, and the scenes pre-
sented in these localities reminded one of Venice.
