With a battalion
of the 4th Virginia regiment (Harper's) and Pendiefon'n
battery of tbe field artiBery, he engaged the enemy's

Beauremrd. and dlrectine
ae. If practicable, to go to that oSoer a assistaaee, send

ing my siefc to Ou '.pepper Ceortiiousa.
In the excreta eT Hh dtatsttlou eoeievred bv the terms

of tbe order, I at astce determined to march to ioin Gen.
Beaaregard. The best service which the army of the
bnenanaoan conld reader was to prevent tbe defeat of
that of tbe Potomac. To be able to do this, it waa neces-
sary, si the first instance, to defeat Gen. Patterson or
to elude bim. The latter course was tbe most speedy
and certain, and was therefore adopted. Our sick,
nearly seventeen hundred in number, were provided for
in Winchester. For of that place tbe militia
of Gen. Carson and ileem seemed ample; fori thought

certain tlut Gee Patterson would follow my move
