Fedornl Reports from Savannak.

The Loulsville Jowrnal, of the 2ih, says that
the most important  intelligence brought from
Port Royal by the steamship Atlantie, which a-
rived at New York ou' the 2310, relates to the
new axpedition Gitking ont at that point nnder
the direction of Commodore Dopont and Gen.
Sherman.  Ita destination s suppossd to bo Be-
vatnmah., The Posl says:
