Navy Department for the following official description
of tbe infernal machines discovered in tbe Savannah
river: PORT llOTAI, February 18, l6i

8lR : I have tbe honor to ri port that, during the buoy-
ing of Wright river, under tbe direction of Lkntenaut
Commandb.g Rankbead, a "torpedo" or "infernal ma-
chine ' was discovered at the entrance of Savannah
river, In tbe channel wehad se ected. It consisted of nve
metal cases, serving as "air chamber" and " buoys," to
fle other chambers, and each eontaining about thirty
pounds of powder. These were so moored as to be

any stage of the tids when tbe bar was practic-
able for veesels ; hut they were exposed at low water.

One of them was brought by Lieut Com. Cankbead,
oa board of the VnadUla, where I was.

Preparatory to examining its machinery the powder
chamber was laid bare, but I thought it too dangerous,
with an unknown M torpedo,' to proceed further nntil the
powder had been washed out. To this end I had it set
ino.i bank ami a rifte ball Hred through It, when it ex-
ploded.

Tne machinery, however, was recovered uninjured.
Upon the ipide of the powder chamber a "friction tube."
such as is used iu the army for discharging cannon, was
arranged so as to iguite the " blowing up " upon the pull-
ing of a string This string was tied to a wire coil upon
the head of the buoy. The roll of vi ire was to be drawn
out by tbe Impact of a passing gunboat.

Another mwlilne exploded about midnight, after tbe
Susquehanna's Imnches, towing a flat with army artil-
lery to IVJnt Venus, bad passed to Savannah river,
about two hundred yards above them. From this I was
induced to think that tome of tbem might be connected

galvanic wires with Port Pulaski. I gave orders to
Lieutenant Unnunanding Baukbead to sink the remain
ing machines with rifle shots, which he did.
