Congress has not removed the ioj auction of

secrecy from any of the reports of the heads of
departments, with the exception of that of the
Postaaster-Uenera- l.

X WORD OF CAUTJOK.
Martial law has been proclaimed in various

cities and localities in the Confederacy, imd it
will probably be established in many other dis-

tricts as the war progressus. To a certain ex-

tent the civil authorities have been supenfeded,

and the frcadom of the citizen restathwd and
diminished. To this no rational objection can
be urged, especially under the instant peril with
which the country is threatened.

Since this state of It-te-gs is likely to continue
for some time in many tarts of the country, it
may not be improper to utter a word of citation
to the authorities that have taken into their hands,
as it were, the lives and property of the people
Our remarks are intended to have a general,
and not a local application, and to apply te all
cases where the military power has taken the
control.

A little reflection mat satisfy any candid
mind that great prudence should be exercised
under the new order of things. In selecting the
instrumentalities for the enforcement of their
orders, commanders and provost marshals should
call to their aid none but the most trustworthy
men 'they can find men of firmcfes, prudence,
and courteous demeanor. Passport officers and
traveling guards oa railway trains, especially,
should be of this stamp. There is no necessity
for rudeness or profanity in the discharge of any
office, much less in one of this character. Po-

liteness and consideration in an official ' have
become, we regret to say, a rare virtue. This
should not be so. Courtesy ig like permitting
another man to fight his candle by our own,
which loses none of its brightness by what the
other gains.

The war necessarily presses hard upon all
classes of our people ; nevertheless, they en-

counter its privations and sacrifices with cheer
fulness end resolution. Let us not add to these "

hardships a set of surly, nrwvriag
officials, who imagine their positions were

given them for their own aggrandisement, and
not for the public good.

teflpaasters. superintendents of hospitals, railway
fiSaamboat officials, and hotel keepers, would

give MW thought to these matters. Politeness
n n rhJIsferamrnnditj. nnri goes a long way; and
yet how seine it has grown .'

I arrived hero a few minutes since, (at half
past two o'clock), and as I leave for Atlanta in
the course ei an hour, will only drop you a note

proportionate in length to the amount of news I
am enabled to communicate.

There is much of great interest transpiring be-

tween this point and Memphis in the way of
army movements, which it would be imprudent
in the extreme to pubhsn. Boweu's brigade and

time alone will indicate.

Gens. Johnston and Piltew are at Decatur,
both, I learn, being in good health and spirits.

Gen. Clarke, of Mteeierrfppi, whose brigade
was captured at Donelson, proceeded from Grand
Junction to Jackson on yesterday, to report him-

self to headquarters for active duty.
The country from here to the Mississippi river

along the line of the Memphis and Charleston
railroad is thronged with troops many of them
veterans who have fought upon some of the

bloodiest fields of the war.

The rumor of the Federal gunboats landing
at Eastport, reported in Memphis on Monday,
seems to have been an error. They were said,
however, to have appeared on the Tennessee

NORTHERN OPINIONS OF
SOUTH.

The army correspondents of the Cincinnati
papers have been furnishing their readers tfuny
sketches of their observations in Tennessee. Of
eourse their tales are told for the edification, es-

THE REBELS OF NASHVILLE.

A good deal has been said about the dormant
Union feeling in Tennessee. Most of the state
ments about this "dormant feeling" has been
exaggerated. In Nashville we ought to find a
large proportion of loyal men; yet tne assertions
of those who have the best moans of ascertain-
ing the facts in the case are, that loyalty to the
government is to be found only among tho
mechanics and laboring classes of the city ; that
the mercantile and business men are nearly all
svmoathizers or abettors in the rebel cause, and
can only be made to side with tho government
by repeated and unequivocal demonstrations of

tine, tapestry window curtains and neatly pol-
ished marble steps, with panes of dust-dimme- d

class, over which the spider has spread his web,
as if to hide from recognition the mournful
vacuitv within. If Tennesseeans had cause to
pride themselves upon the architectural beauty
of their capital city, it was before the bats and
the owls of treason took up their abode in the
hnest educes ot JNashville.

THE TEXAS VILLAINS.

THE DISTRICT OF WEST TENNESSEE.
Gen. Grant has been assigned to the com

mand of a new " district" that of West Ten
nesseeheadquarters for the present at Dover.

MARTLIL LAW IN TENNESSEE.
To-da- y (February 24) the general has issued

a proclamation declaring martial law over his
district He says : " Tennessee, having by her
rebellion, ignored all the laws of the United
States, no courts will be allowed to sit un-
der tbe State autiiority ; but all cases coming
within tbe reach of the military-ar- m will be ad
judicated by the authorities the government has
established this btate. .Martial law is
therefore declared to extend to A est Tennes
see. Whenever a surticient number ot tne citi
zens of the State return to their allegiance to
law and order over this territory, the military re
strictions here indicated mil be removed."

CLARKSVILLE HOW SECESSION LEAVES IT.

ClarksviHe is, next te Nashville, the most im
portant point in the western half ef Northern
Tennessee. A pleasant little city of five or six
thousaud inhabitants, witn steamuoattng up to
Nashville and down to Paducah, and railroad
connections to Louisville and Memphis, with a
larger shipping trade than Nashville, beautifully
located en tue roiling oiuu ot tue uumuenana,
with flourishing business houses, elegant pri
vate residences, full academies and female sem-
inaries, tasteful churches, and the seat of not a
tittle wealth and social refinement so .the- rebel-
lion found ClarksviUe.

It leaves her with trade destroyed, many of

dore Foote. During the jubilation it was deci-
ded advisable to hang one of the Union men,
as a tenor to future a. They finally
thought best, however, to wait till thev were
ready to celebrate the victory, and by that time
mere wai so mucn contusion, the hanging was
overlooked, and every body was more con-
cerned about the safety of his own neck.

AfV ACT
TO PROVIDE FOR THE PAYMENT OF TnE WAR

TAX.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the OenertU
of the State of Tennessee, That the State
assumes and screes to pay the war tax to be

assessed upon the property, etc, of the people of
ine orate ot lennessee, in obedience to the pro-
visions of the act of the Congress of the Confed-
erate States of America, approved August 19th,
1861, and entitled, "an act to authorise tbe issue
of treasury notes, aud to provide a war tax for
tneir redemption ; and lor the purpose ot carry-
ing out the provisions of this act, the Governor
ot this btAte is hereby directed and empowered
to issue and dispose of the bonds of the State of
lennesseo to a sumcient amount to pay said tax,
similar in all respects to the bonds of the State
heretofore issued, except that, one fifth of said
bonds shall be payable one year after their date.
one fifth two years after their date, one-fift- h three
years alter their date, oue-iift- h lour years after
their date, and one-fif- th five years after date ;

and should the war tax exceed two millions of
dollars, bonds of a like description shall be issued
to meet such excess ; to mature at such time
thereafter that not more than four hundred thou-
sand dollars of said bonds shall fall due for any
one year, all to be dated on the first day of April,
18(52, and to bear interest at the rate ot eight per
centum per annum, payable semi-annuall- at
such point as may be designated in said bonds ;

and said bonds shall be in denominations ot not
less than one hundred dollars, and not more
than one thousand dollars, to each of which
shall be attached coupons for the interest duo
thereon.

SEC. 2. Be it further enacted, That the faith
and credit of the State of Tennessee is hereby
pledged for the payment of said bonds and the
interest on the same ; and for the next five years
an annual tax of teu cents on tbe hundred dollars
of property subject to taxation by existing laws,
and one-four-th of one per centum upon the do
lar of merchandise, or invoice price, whether
bought in or out of the State, and ten cents on
the poll shall be assessed and collected as a
special tax for the purpose of paying said bonds
and interest at maturity; Provided, that no
person who is the head of a family shall' be re-

quired to pay a tax under this act whose taxable
property does not amount to the sum of five
hundred dollars.

Sec. 3. Be it fartlur eniuied. That all money
on hand or on deposit, in or out of the State,
and all stocks in corporations which are not by
law forbidden, and all eeuuty and State bonds,
shall be subject to taxation under this act

Sec 4. Be it further enacted, That the banks
of this Stato are hereby specially authorised to
invest their means in said bonds, and said banks
purchasing any of said bonds shall have tbe priv-
ilege of classing bonds so purchased, in the
classification of their assets as specie funds ;
Proeideil, that the State shall have tbe right to
pay said bonds so purchased by said banks, in
their own notes ; and presided further. That all
the bonds issued under the provkioiis of this
act shall be free from State, county, corpora--
lion sua other taxes in tbe hands ot individuals
or corporations.

bEC. o. Be it further enacted, That the Gover
nor is authorized and requested to issue aud ne-

gotiate said bonds as soon as practicable for the
treasury notes of the Contederate States of
America, and with such treasury notes to pay to
the government of the Confederate States on or
before tbe first day of April, lfcfti, the amount of
sail war tax assessed upon the property ot the
people of the State of Tennessee, less ten per
centum thereon, as provided in the 24th section
ot said act ot Uougress, approved August lUtb
Jcbi, as atoresaid.

HCC. 0. Be itjurtier enacted. That revenue
collectors shall be entitled to receive for their
services in collecting this special tax only one-ha-lf

of the commissions and fees allowed them
for oolleotlng the general revenue of tbe State
and counties.

We are indebted to the consignee of the
schooner Pioneer, Mr. M. D. Eslava, for late
files of Havana papeni. The Confederate steam-
ers, Whitemore and Florida, from New Orleans,
reached that port on the 22d ult Their freight
was 1300 bales of cotton, which the Diario esti-
mates at the value of $160,000. These vessels
report that they ran the blockade at tbe mouth
of the Mississippi toguther and in company with
the steamer Magnolht. They were chased by
three of the blockading squadron, bat succeeded
in outrunning them. The Magnolia was lost
sight of, snd as she had not reached Havana, it
is feared that she was captured.
