In tlie young it effectually prevents
the full development of the osseous tissues, and
in the old, it lays the foundation for dry gan
grene, it possesses tbe power ot dissolving the
phospliate of lime, which constitutes upwards
of fifty per cent of tbe bone in man. The same
power it exerts over ntero gestation, and thereby
brings about all tbe coacommitaiit evils of
abortion. Cases of this kind have come under
my professional observation during a fe months
past, and I think the facts ought to be spread
before the people.
