Jlajor-tJfnrr-nl Price.

The promotion of this gentleman is received

by tbe ieoplo as ft was by the Congress. He is
a public pet; and, as far as we can understand,
deserves to be. lie starred in Missouri with f
few hundred soldiers, and now has a consider
ble army, composed of men who love him, and
will never, ask where they are going when he
gives tbe command to forward marcn.

And these troops, wltat are tlieyJ Why, rag
ged, nearly all of them; some of them barefoot
leaving on the earth, as tbey move along, stains
ot tpeir patriotic olood. Tbe synonym ot patn
otism in. our early history is the of Wash
ington across tue ice ot the Delaware into Jew
Jeisey. That army, like the army of Price, was
not nalt shod, nan clothed, or much more tnan
half fed; but it bad the spirit to forget physical
comforts in the resolute determination to beat
tbe enemy.

Price's troops are, or were, in a similarly des-
titute condition ; but they are men who have
seen and felt the tender mercies of the misera
ble fanatics vtho destroyed all love of the United
States among true settlers in .Kansas. These
men are devoted to their general r and we are
well assured that it be had added to his command
some twenty or thirty thousand soldiers, it would
not be many weeks before he would have con-
trol of St. Louis. That gained, the heavy weight
ot tne JJneoln despotism would be lilted trom
tbe shoulders ot the fetate of Jlieaoun.

Gen. Price is not a scientifically taught milita-
ry man. What be knows he has learned from
experience ; and although he may not be able to
drill a squad after the prescription of the learned
military authors, be knows how to put his men
in the field, inspire them with courage, and bring
tlieui safely oil when there is too much to hgnt
against. All kinds of traps have been laid for
him. but tbey have all laHed. As was the case
with Marion, s his men and the country
which be is acting in ; and the enemy can nei
ther beat nor catch him. It may be that, after a
while, such officers will be the controlling spirits
of the war.

Gen. Price is a man ot large frame, and, it is
said, about sixty years of age ; but he is as ac
tive as a youth and is never ' put oat, as the
Yankees say, at a reverse. His forte seems to
be a capacity to sre his men, when there is no
use in risking tbeir lives ; and so he holds his
ragged, manly troops together, striking fatally
when the proper opportunity offers banging aH
the time on the skirts of the-- ktftany to he ready
for the opportnnly.

He may presently meet with reverses, but they
will not, we are sure, be attributed to his vanity,
ambition or negligence. All honor to this time,
revolutionary soldier!

manufacture of Mnltpeler.
From the Hob lie Regtaer.)

The Richmond Enquirer contains a correspond
denoe betwean Gen. Tfios. J. Green, of North
Carolina, aad President Garland and Prof. Ma-
llei, of tbe University of on the sub-
ject of tho manufacture of saltpeter. Gen.
Green suggests the idea of making it from to
bacco, which contains a considerable portion of
the salt Prof. Mallet, in answer to the sug-
gestion, says :

" The presence of nitre in tobacco is wall
known, and is one principal reason of the plant
proving so exhausting to land. Tbe nitre could
unquestionably be extracted, and used in the
manufacture of gunpowder. In order to extract
it, it would only be necessary to chop or grind
up the tobacco, steep it for some time in water,
(uaieg the same water for several successive
portions of tobacco) and boil down the strained
(and perhaps clarified) liquid in an iron pot, un-

til the nitre crystafises on cooling. But 1 fear
that tobacco is altogether too costly a material
to. be used for making nitre upon a large scale,

quite one per
cent ot tne dry tobacco.; .

In view of the objection urged, he advises that
recourse should be had in preference to mineral
and animal materials, the only objection being
that the process statures several months for its
completion. Gen. Green, nevertheless, thinks it
better to tarn the tobacco into nitre than to burn
it He is informed that the crop of the country
will make powder sufficient for several cam-
paigns. This is rather indefinite ; but, jmtting
the crop at 200,000,000 pounds, it would fnrnieh
nitre sufficient tor tbe manufacture of about one
thousand tans ofpowder. It would hardly seem
expedient to attempt tbe manufacture ot salt

Professor Mallett says:
"Refuse animal matter, (or vegetable matter of

certain kinds,) containing nitrogen, is mixed with
old plaster, (or ca roonnlc of lime,) tbe mixture,
formed into banks or mounds, protected from

but exposed very treely to the Mr, and from
time e turned over. Alter several months
the mass is leached with water, potash (wood
atthes) added, and the liquid boiled down until
tbe niter will crystaltze on cooling."

The principal supply of saltpeter is at present
obtained from nitrons earths, found in caverns in
some countries. Such caverns abound in the
limestone regions of the South, and it is well
known that the manufacture trom this source is
already in progress in our own State. Besides
tbe inexhaustible supply that can be obtained
from this source, it has the advantage of the
materials being already in a state suitable for the
final process. But we do not know at what time
we may be cut off from this resource, and tbe
example of France in tbe times of the revolution,
and in tile subsequent wars of Napoleon, is be-
fore us to teach as what we can do from our
home resources. Indeed, every man can be a
saltpeter manufacturer on a small scale, or at
least some parson or company in every city can
collect the materials and form saltpeter be Is.
From Ure'e " D.ctionary of Arte, Manufactures
and Mines," we copy, with some abridgement,
the following account of the French process :

" In France, the greater partof tbe indigenous
saltpeter is obtained by lixiviating the mortar-rubbis- h

of old buildings, especially of those
upon the ground floor, and in sunk cellars,
which are by law reserved for this purpose. The
manufacturer hating found materials rich enough
to be worth the trouble of working, pounds
them coarsely, and puts them into large casks
open at top, and covered with straw at bottom,
u.hich are placed in three successive levels.
Water is pouied into the casks till tbey are full,
and after twslve hours' digestion H is run off by
a spigot at bottom. More water is then added,
and drawn off after four hours; and this even
for & third or fourth time, bat these weaker
liquors are used for lixiviating fresh rubbish.
The liquor from the first is poured into the casks
of tbe second and again ot the third leyel, till
the lev indicates ten to twelve decrees of Baume.
After evaporating to ft gr ater density, ley of
wood-Mbe-s is added as long as it lonns a pre-
cipitate, thus converting the nitrates of lime and
magnesia into nitrate of potash. The liquor,
after settling, is drawn off and boiled down in a
copper pan, die scum beine carefully removed.
During the concentration muriate of soda forms,
and is removed with cullender-shape-d ladles.
At the density of eighty degrees of Baume, the
fire is withdrawn, and the liquor, after settling,
drawn off by leaden syphous into iron vessels to
crystalize. The crystals, after drainiug, are

watering it from time to time. When the whole
appears to be decomposed into a kind of mold,
it is to be spread under sheds in layers from two
to three feet thick, which are to be watered occa-
sionally with urine and the drainings ofdunghills
keeping the mass always damp, but noteo soak-
ed as te be impermeable to air, turning and mix-
ing it with the spade at least once a fortnight,

" Where dung is less plentiful, a bed of friable
earth should be formed in a stable, covered with
a laver of litter. After four months the litter is
removed, the earth turned over, another of fresh
eailh eight or nine inches thick added, and a
laver of old and fresh litter over all. Tho same
process is repeated after a similar interval, and
at the end ot a year the whole is transferred to
the nitre sheds. The earth thus prepared is Itxi
vitiated as above described.

" The annual production of saltpeter in Franco
by the above described process, amounted to
2,000,000 tuns, of which seven-twentiet- were
furnished by the saltpeter works at Pans.

The little 32oreiueuts in Virginia.
From the Richmond Examiner.

The most imnortant movements that ever oc
curred on this continent are now going on before
our eye.. The brilliant and astonishing success
of the Virginia in the waters of Hamptfn Roads
opens a new chapter in naval warfare, and marks
a new era in the struggle which the South is
engaged in. The grand movement of the army
of tbe Potomac, m withdrawing lrom its oiien-siv- e

Hue oil the river of that name, and assuming
u defensive one on the line of tho Rappahannock
and Rapidan, places a new complexion on the
entire war in irgima.

The policy of this cban!re of position with
reference to the intended attack of the enemy is
obvious. The Potomac was the proper base for
offensive operations against Maryland and
Washington City ; but as a line of dtflense. for
Richmond, or for general resistance, it is the
most dangerous that could be held. The line
upon which tbe army under General Joseph
Johnston is now falling back, is in the nature of
tbe arc ot a circle, of which Richmond is the
center. The enemy is put to the necessity of
marching a considerable distance inland before
engaging our forces. If defeated in general en-

gagement he can scarcely escape annihilation ;

tor he will then be too far from the Po otnac
and from Washington City to reach safety by
a few hour's, flight like that he made at the
battle of Manassas. If on the contrary, ho
should be successful in his encounter with our
forces, he could not take advantage of his vic-
tory on account of the delay ne.essury to brin?
up his supplies trom the distant Potomac.

Whoever will take the trouble to examine the
map of Virginia will find that our line of defenso,
as now adopted, stretches from the Rappahan-
nock, by the grand circle, to Cumberland Gap,
in the extreme southwestern corner of the State;
embracing the Central and the Virginia and Ten-dess-

railroads, the chief cities of Virginia, the
valley of the James, with its canal and railroads,
within the circumference. It will he seen, too,
that this is purely a line of defense ; assumed
now as a necessity, m view of the Erreat force
which we have; by our supine policy for six
months, permitted the enemy to marshal and
put in position without disturbances, and at his
leisure and pleasure.

It is distressing- to trive up so larrre a Dortion
of Virginia, even for a season, to the domination
f tbe foe ; but the measure has become a strate-

gic necessity, and is now the surest means of
defeating the grand projects of the enemy and
insuring the success of our cause. The surprise
be will receive from the magnificent naval occur-
rences in Hampton Road, and from the judicious
movements of our army, which has so long been
threatening him before Washington, will be
very arreut. Mere delay 19 ruij to him, and con
siderabk delay in the execution ot bis programme
is now inevitable.

The Yankee cruisers off southern coasts will
keep a bright look-ou- t for ram j hereafter. They
have had imparted to them a lively sense of the
battering powers of these oak and iron beakB
driven by steam. The Manassas and the Virginia
have made their marks upon Federal ships' ribs
as well as upon the page of naval history. We
hear of them in various parts, and as they jsay

Of course j'ou won't believe a word
we say, but when you are waked up with a tre-

mendous butt in your ribs, yon cannot say we
did not give you warninsr. Any sailine ship
blockading Mobile is at the mercy of Commo
dore Randolph, on any dirk, calm night.

The O'Donohoe, M. P., brought forward his
motion relative to the violation of the blockade
and the neutrality proclamation of tbe Queen by
British vessels running from the rebel ports to
Nassau, N. P.. and other western Indian har-
bors on the 5i0th ult. He moved for a return of
the names of these vessvls, their commanders
and owners. Mr. Layard, for the government,
said he would not then discuss the blockade, as
notice had been given referring to n solution of
it- - He declined to accede to the motion, and
refused the information asked for two reasons.
Tle government had not obtained it, and it was
not the office of ministers to produce lists of
violations of the law.

Sir Robert Peel, Chief Secretary of England,
took occasion to illustrate the contented condi-
tion and loyal feeling of Ireland to the crown,
by stating that during the late agitation toward
the war with the United States, Ireland was
filled with American emissaries trying to raise
up a spirit of disloyalty, and " minikin traitors"
tried to imitate the " Cabbage Garden heroes of
joio, ' out tailed signally.

Onr chief article of commerce now-a-da- is

a commodity known in the market a? " substi-
tutes." The article has risen from $100 to 200,
again to $500, and from that to $1000 and
$1500. The cheap-- st kind .now offering com-
mands $500 readily. A wretch named Hill has
been making enormous sums, as much as from
$3000 to $5000 a day, by plundering snbsti
tutes, some of whom are the very scum of the
earth, while others are poverty-stricke- n Mary-lande- rs

of high social position at home and men
of real moral worth. A friend of mine bought a
substitute from Hill for $500. He saw Hill give
the poor devil $100 and put the remaining $100
in his pocket. As ray friend went out the door,
he mt a gentleman who told him he had just
paid $1500 Tor a substitute. '

Of this sum, it is possible the substitute re-
ceived $200, and Hill the other $1300. To-da- y

he went up main street with at least fifty men
at his heels. You may therefore infer that he
coins money even more rapidly than the Yankee
distiller, Stearns, now in jail with Botts, who
used to make $4800 a day by furnishing his
vile stuff to southern soldiers. The fact is, this
business of buying and selling substitutes, is
abominable all around. The men who come here
from the country to buy them are run mad until
they get them they are absolutely crazy with
fear lest they should fail to obtain them and
seem willing to spend their last dollar in the ef-

fort, so insane is tbeir cowardice-inspire- d anxie-
ty. On tbe other hand, the exhibition of his
person to wVich tbe substitute is subjected, is
ridiculous and disgusting.

Citizens of Rebel State in federal Courtx
The folowing interesting case has beon decided

in the iew lone suprome eomt
THOMAS C. HONNEAU VS. V B. DINSMORE, ET

AL.
The plaintiff sued tho defendant on a promisso

ry note, jjeronuam sot up that the plaiutilf, be
ing a citizen ot isoum uarouna, and an alien en
emy, could not recover. The plaintiff demurred
to tbe answer, on tbe ground that while the tie
fendant allerred that he ( plaintiff) was an niton
enemy, ho still admitted that ho was a citizen of
the United States. Thejudgo overruled tlie de
murrer for reasons contained iu the following
opinion :

Judge Gould Tbe answer in this case Pets up
tor a uelensethat the piaintitt is au alien enemy.

Of courso, if such is the fact, the defense is
sufficient. Bat the plaintiff claims that in plead
ing the defense tho defendant has stated facts
which do not make the plaintiff an alieu enemy.
but, on the contrary, show that he is a citizen of
too United States, and in all respects entitled to
sue in our courts. Then the answer says that
the plaintiff is a citizen of and now resident in
the State of South Carolina, which State is in
a state of actual hostility to and in open war
with tho United States. To which the plaintiff
(in argument) replies that these hostilities are
those ot an insurrection, and tne united states
claim to be still sovereign over the whole terri
tory, South Carolina included, and that no
State court can say that the citizens of South
Carolina, thoush having levied actual war
against the general government, are alien enemes.
There is a senso in which tbis reply is tech
nically correct, but it is not the sense in which
is. founded the rule which in any case makes
the defense spoken of as valid one. An ene
my is not allowed to enforco (in our courts)
the collection of any claims against our own
citizens, because (in words ot Chiof Justice
Ellsworth, m the ca?e of Hamilton against
Eaton, before the United States circuit court in
North Carolina in 1792)" it would be be danger
ous to admr him into the country or to corres-
pond with ageuta in it ; and, also, because a
trans ter ot treasure trom tho country to ms
would diminish tha ability of the former and
increase that ot the latter to prosecute the war."

The whole ground ot excluding a public one
my from our courts is one exclusively of public
policy, and whenever public policy would carry
the rulo the courts should be bound by it. This
reason for tho rule applies iu full force and iu
every particular to the case before the court, and
the pluintitl is completely within tne undoubted
suirit of thunrohibition which suspends his rem
edy, while leaving his claim to remain untouched
aud liable to be revived and recovered alter
hostilities are ended. Of course this view is
based upon the concession (by demurring to the
answer) that the lacts are correctly stated by the
defendant There is a further ground for hold
ing the plaintiff witbiu the real disability to sue
in our courts, which is intended to be asserted
by this answer. By act of Congress, passed
July 15, 1S61, the President of the United States
was authorized to declare by proclamation, any
State or States "in insurrection agaiust the United
States," under certain circumstances, and that
whenever he so declared, thereupon all com
mercial intercourse by and between the same
and the citizens thereof, and the citizens of tho
rest of tho United States shall cease, and be un-
lawful so long as such condition of hostility shall
continue." In pursuance of tlds act, the presi
dent, by proclamation, declared the State of
South Carolina to be in such a state of hostility,
and expressly stated that all commercial inter-
course with that State was unlawful. There
should be no question that the endeavors to
enforce commercial rights the attempts to col-

lect that avails of prior commercial transactions
come completely within the spirit of this

restriction, and that under a proper construction
of this act it is unlawful to allow a citizen of that
rebellious State (especially one alleged te be
himself in hostility to the government) to enforce
any such remedy in our courts. The demurrer
should be overruled, with costs.

Sullpetcr.
The Farmer's Register has tho following in

reference to Mr. Jeremiah Brown's method of
making saltpeter, published in Virginia (1763)
by order of the trustees, for the improvement of
arts and manufactures, and also in England, by
order of tho socioty, for the encouragement of
arts, manufactures aud commerce.

Saltpeter is to be found in tobacco-house- s.

stables, cow houses, hen and pigeon-house- and
in any covered place where the influence of the
sun seldom reaches. A sixty-fe- et tobacco-hous- e

will yield upwards of sixteen hundred weight
(1792 lbs.) a year, and so in proportion for larger
or smaller houses.

In order to prepare the floors for attracting ni-
ter, all dung and other trash must be removed,
and if the floors are not level, they must be
mado so by laying on marl, or any other soil
not too stiff, which must be lightly trod down
with the feet.

The dour being thus prepared, sprinkle strong
ambeer over it, made trom tobacco trash, and
cover it with wet gourd leaves or other tobacco

htrash for a fortnight; then clean out the trash.
and m any cool, dry morning that succeeds, you
win nnu on me noor tne niter, attracted and
condensed like hoar frost. Sweep this off lightly,
and put it by in somo hogsheads or safe place ui
yourjifmseiintil you have leisure to go through
the folTdwW Tins work vou muat
carefully repeat as oltcji as you-f-ts bove- -

which means you will soon be furnished with 1a
competent quantity to employ a leisure Av:

r The Process. Make a ley from taU earth
in the same manner as is usually done for soap,
noting that the earth is not to be hard packed on
the straw in the bottom of your ley vrfl, which
would retain the water, to be poured on, too
long, and overcharge it with saline particles, to
the great interruption of the process. Place the
earth hollow in the vessel for the reception of
the water ; the first put to it must b warmer
than new milk from the cow ; afterwtrds add
cold water; fix a vossol to receive the ley as soon
as you begin to put tbe water in, as it will not
remain long uHn the earth, but iu a few min-

utes will begin to drop into tbe receiver. If it
runs foul it must be returned to the earth. As
soon U3 it has dropped a gallon, you may begin
to boil in a east iron pot. Every bushel of earth
will receive near eight gallons of water.

Continue to boil it gently, until it is reduced
to a thick, oily consistence, shooting into small
icy crystals, which yoa will easily perceive by
exposing the suds in a spoon to a cold plate.
Then put the liquor out of the pot into wetted
wooden trays, and sot it by in a cool phtee for
the first growth. If you accidentally boil it too
thick, add a little cold water. When your trays
have stood with the suds a few hours, you must
raise one end to let tbe ley draiu off from the
petersalt, which is the first growth, and which
(liquor) by boiling a second time, will yield a
fresh quantity.

After it (the solid matter) is thus drained and
become dry, you may put it into casks or tubs
until yon have leisure to refine.

The directions which follow, to refine and
clarify saltpeter, are omittod, but may be eon-suite- d

in the entire article published in the Far-
mers' Register, volume 1, page 601. The article
concludes thus :

N. B. The earth from which you havo ex-

tracted the saltpeter, and all the washings of
your vessels, if you lay it by, thinly spread in
your house, will turn to profit, as it continues to
be peculiarly proper to attract and absorb the
niter floating in the air. Add also the earthy
mattrir which settles in the refining. And should
be in want of house-roo- you may spread it
upon the earth, covered in the manner that fod-

der stocks are. It will produce saltpeter fully
as well as a tobacco house, taking care that the
north end be always open, and that it is defended
from rain.
