In the whirl of passing events we scarcely

nstice the stracge things that are daily happen-

ing and ejutting around as. The bonaet that

me lilies wear in fbe streets and at chnrch. ex-

cites bnt little of our attention, but if in 1683

we should, happen to see a portrait of a
person wearing a bonnet of J36'2, how strange

it will .appear to us so it will be of (be

events of eighteen hundred and sixty-tw- How
those of us who are then living, will be heteaed

to with gaping mouth and staring eye, as we

relate events and circumstances of "the war !"
The war has affected almost every department of
.mr life, and rudely torn away the whole habits
uf oar past existence. Our dress, food, litera-

ture, business, devotions, pursuits,
conduct, and fireside conversation, are all
changed and modified by the infiueuee of the
war.

What would the people of the South have
said two years age, te any one who should have
predtoted that they would get tbeir breakfasts

'without coffee, and drink the juice of parched
rye as a substitute, without a word of corapfeiut
or a wry nee 1 Yet, the feat is done. The
failure of our usual supplies of barreled steat
from the cities of the West, has made a ohaage
in the diet of every man and woman in the Con-

federacy, and a no less striking change is the
produce of the plantation. How astouubiog it
will appear, in a few years, that a time existed
when planters raised corn and potatoes, fattened
begs andteultivated garden'vegcMWes, while
cotton was by universal consent neglected, and
this at a time when cotton was worth in Liver-

pool twenty-eig- ht cents a pound, yet selling on
the plantation at five cents. How odd it will be

to remember that certain merchandise was for-

bidden to be brought into the city, and certain

of produce to be taken out; and that in

many places in the markets and stores, dealers

could sell only at prices dictated to them by a
Provost Marshal. While our eating is thus af-

fected, our drinking is no less so sliDgs, juleps,
smasbes, and aH the paraphernalia of drunken-
ness, hi in astute of suspension, and every grog-ger- y

in the city is cloted. Not only is the coffee

gone we drank with our families at home, but
tthe brandy we pledged our friend's health in
abroad.

Our dress h afiweted to an equal ext nt with
our food. The very books, that with plates ef
glaring eeiots used to show as how the beaux
and ma'ams oi Xew York and Philadelphia wore
their hats and bonnets, coats and drese , are
no longer to be found among us. We do not
know, what the 'fashions are, and without a
grumble don anything we con find in the stores
that k to he bought ; and the stores, having no
paeans of replenishing tbeir stock with " sew
goods from the East," our "go to meeting
coats " are often more remarkable fur tbeir com-

fort, than for their elegance.
In ear basiaess thflFc is a ehange ti at in twen-

ty years will make every listener doubt 83 be
hears the story. Days pass by in which neither

'railroad trains nor steamboats bring a pound of
freight. 'Chaage hear passes without a vwitor
at the mart of commeroe, without a document
bring placed upon the bulletin board, a sam-

ple en the table, or a sale on the register. What
U yet more, etosry store closes at two o'clock in
the afternoon, and the city one-ha- lf of every
day has the quietude of Sunday.

Ia our reading we have no books " just pub-

lished," no New York weeklies or monthlies, no
European magazines ; have not read Dieket.'
last, or commenced Coitus' new story ; have ntt
seen the last priaeipal " star " on Jbe stage, and
do not know who is the reigning prima douna
at the opera. Oar newspapers have felt the
martial influence as strongly as other thing.
They never had so much variety as new, jtiuee

Faust paUad the areas ; they are ef aU sizes
ind colors, and sometimes contain four pages,
and sometimes two. Tney are short enough for
a poekhaadkerehief one day. and big enough
for a teWe cloth another. They assume a many
hues as Niagara iu the sunshine, and are by
turns blue, yellow, green, red, purple, grey, and
common brown packing paper. At church our
prayers have conformed to new events, or if they
do not conform there are indieatt ns that the
war can extend its prerogatives beyond the pre-

cincts of the battle-field- .

Our very medicine has experienced its share
of the change ; epeom salts have become an ex-

pensive luxury, and quinine is a treat " niggers
aad poo wbhe folks" find beyond their reach.
Evenur steeping apartments have been invad-

ed, -- and blankets are all gone-l- o the solditrs'
tents. Politics are dead. A political enemy is
a curiosity only read of in books. We have so
Wings, no Democrats, so Know Nothings, no
nothing. Oar amusements have revolutionfeed.
The winter has passed by without a company
having been engaged at the the theater, or a sin
gle circus having spread tent. Oar people have
done their own playing and their own staging,
and the most accomplished ladies in town have
spent tae mornings in sewing coarse shirts or
pantaloons for the soldier to wear, and sung in
public at night to gain money for the tdWiers'
equipments.

How far we might extend this list every reader
of our remarks knows, but brief as it is, few of
tbe changes tbe war has brought upon us as it
enumerates, it contains tee mention of feets that
will excite wonder if read twenty years hence.

Beauregard, Confederate commando, army of
toe iissistppi.

Tbe Confederate frrces still firmly hold their
former lines. The Federals send out strong

parties daily, which the Confed-

erates constantly chase back, killing and cap-

turing considerable numbers ef them.
The enemy is busily engaged in putting his

camp iu order, and looking after the killed and
wounded.

Tbe loss of our army, in killed, is much less

than wag supposed; that of wounded, greater.

The wounds are. however, generally slight, the

timber having protected tbe men.

The number of prisoners taken is irrthe neigh-

borhood of four thousand, of which over two

hundred were officers.
The Confederate ferees are in good condition

and ready fer another fight. A.

Through our northern papers we have advices
from Europe to the 19th of Match. The general
news is unimportant. The lieutenant of the
privateer Sumter and the ex consul of tho United
States had been arrested r.t Algiera, and had
subsequently been taken aboard of n United
States ship to bo brought to the United States as
prisoners. Their arrest, from the account given
below, was brutal and violent, and th nrinors
we are told, were "loaded with irons." Tho
authorities of Morocco protested against tbe act,
but were bullied into acquiescence by the United
States consul at Algiers. We give below an
interesting debate iu the British. Parliament on
the subject, whkih relates the circumstances of
tbe case:
THE QUESTION IU THE BRITISH PARLIAMENT.

In the House of Commons, on Monday, March
17th, Mr. D. Griffith asked th under Secretary
of Stato for foreign affairs whether the lieuten-
ant of the Sumter and the of the
United States at Cadiz, who were arrested on
board the Wille de Malaga steamer by the United
States consul at Tangiers, were taken down to
tbe harbor, and embarked as prisoners on board
the United States steamer Iuo; whether tlie
Moorish Government did not protest against this
proceeding, and only yielded to the threat of
tbe United States consul that ho would strike
bis flag; and whether it was the opinion of her
majesty's government that the jurisdiction with
which, by the capitulations or tieaties, European
consuls were invested over their countrymen in
Mnhamedan countries empowered them to make
a judicial cognizance of alleged political offenses
committed in any other country ; and, if not,
whether tho British government would take
means to protect our faithful ally, the Moorish
government, from such iafringeme: t of its in-
dependence 1

Mr. Layard said he owed an apology to his
honorable friend and the House for having on a
previous occasion misinformed them on thw sub
ject. In fact, it was only at tbe close ot last
week that he received the information which he
was now about to give. Ho had stated befdre,
that two gentlemen one the purser of the

Confederate States stoamer Sumter, and
the other a gentleman who was formerly United
States consul at Cadiz were proceeding on a
voyago from Cadiz to Lisbon, and according to
Mr. Myers' (the purser) statement, hearing that
a fellow citizen was ill at Tangiers, they landed
to see him, and wore returning to embark when
they were met by the American consul, accom-
panied by Moorish guards, arrested on the spot
and carried to the consulate. Thev were then

Tlie commander of the Sumter, bearing
what had occurred, wrote a letter to the Moorish
authorities, and sent it to Mr. Hay, her majesty 's
consul, requesting him to deliver it, and to make
use of his influence on behalf of the prisoners.
Mr. Hay delivered the letter, but declined W

take any steps in the way of interference Thai
happened on the 19th.

Oti the liwh the United btates sloop Ino ar--
rived at Tangiers, tbe captain lauded with a
number of Ins crew armed, and proceeded to the
consulate I he .Moorish rrovermnent m tl
meantime had learned that these gentlemen bad
been arrested upon political accusations alone
and tliey sent a loiter ot remonstrance to the con
suL The consul declined to surrender the nris
oilers, and fo 1 back upon an articlo in the treaty
between Morocco and the United States. The
11th article of a general treaty bet wren her Ma
jesty aud the sultan ot Morocco stated that,
chould the British c nsul-gener- or any British
consul, vice consul or consular agent, have at
any time occasion to request Irom the M onsli
government the assistance of soldiey, guards, or
armed force, for the purpose of arresting any
Biitisb subject, tho demand should be complied
with on payment of certain fees. By the 'iird
article of the treaty between Morocco and tbe
United States, it was said that the consul of the
United States should reside at any seaport of the
--runHsu ufjuiuiuii3, auu hutmiu enjoy an ine
privileges which the consuls of any other nation
enjoyed,

When it became known in Tangiers that those
gentlemen were about to be transferred to tb
stoop Ino, n large assemblage of Europeans
and natives took place. They threatened the
United States consul, and for some time a seri
rious riot was apprehended. The United States
consul sent for Mr. Hay, but he declined to in
t:rfere, and it the samtime remonstrated with
tie consul, who full back on the treatv. Mr

rllay pointed out that tbe rieht of affording asy
lum belonged to the .Moorish government, and
that the article of the treaty referred to really ap
plied omy to criminals, and not to persons charg-
ed with offenses. The United States consul de
clined to receive that interpretation of the treaty,
and, on the remonstrance of the Moorish author
ities, h threatened not only to lower his flag,
bat to declare war against Morocco. The au-
thorities were so alarmed by the threat that they
felt compelled to give the troops required, and
the two gentlemen were marched down under the
cruard of armed troops and of the seamen ot the
United States sloop, who were aiso armed, and
put ou board tbe Ion. Her Maiestv's Govern
ment believed that Mr. Hay took a right view of
his duty throughout, ana approved his conduct.

Ai! the intelligence and all tbe opinions from
America bring out into strong relief tho exis
fence of very great power aud very great spirit
on both sides f the conflict, After tne Federal
reverses of last year we heard of nothing but the
unshaken recolu'ion aud unwearied energy of the
ivorai, wiucn only wanted a Httie more training
and disciplu h to do all it desired. The recent
Confederate reverses have the very same effect in
sonding w renewed KScarance of the Southern
determination to continue resiat&uce tbroueh all
its possible pases, down to tbe guerrilla warfare
ot Jspy.u aud Mexico, eveu though, as in the
latter case, there should ensue an intormitable
anarchy.

At this distance it is useless to discuss the ex.
pected operations, which before this will have
been commenced with more or less effect. It is
probably decided by this time whether General
McClellan eouid turn the left of the Confederate
forces, and, by reinforcing General Banks and
Stone, get to the rear of the enemy and obtain
possession o Richmond. A third victory in
Tennessee will have secured tbe western half of
that State to the Federal side, of a defeat will
have tendered fruitless all the nioodehed at Forts
Henry and Done'son. The superiority of the
North in numbers, iu wealth, and in the means
pf locomotion, niaktfs it probable that they have
followed up their victory, and established them
selves as thoroughly oa the west of the chief
seceding States as they have, by means of tbeir

eetfl on tne east ana south, iiut, on rue most
favorable suppositions for tlie Federal c:t-- e, wo
have only arrived at the questions, whether we
do indeed see the begmulhg of the end, aud
what that end is likely to be. We see no antici-
pation or prophetic vision of that end in any ot
the communications from either side of the war.

Tbe Federals talk only of present victory, and
teem to lok no further into tlie future." Tbe
Confederate advucr.tes talk of devastation and
depopulation, of burning cities, destroying food,
tearing up rails, and reducing the country to a
state of nature, ot guerrilla warfare and mutual
extermination. This is not looking to any eud,
but rather dwelling upon the horrid process of
war, as if the spirit that had been roused found
satisfaction more in the means than in tbe end.
These fearful anticipations are probably only
too true. The tone on both sides is that of bit-
ter and insulting defiance. North and South
rail at one another much as the Homeric com-
batants did before the fatal interchange of spears.

In this case, the
abuse, tho threat, tho defenses, the determina-
tion, threaten to be endless, and trom both tides
we gather 'lie larnentablo truth that, as far as
eye can cau the American horispn, there is
nothing but war.

But when both sides see no conclusion of war
except the exchange of one form of war for ei

, aud a trsiiswkui from order to disorder,
trom method to maunuss, it remains for the by- -

t staudera to speculate on ttiu natural ue?clup-
ments of the struggle. To show that we are not
exaggerating its chaotic teudeccies, we -- need
only refer to the very able letter of a corie-S'jonde-

who undertakes to interpret the south-
ern proepects and sympathies. The amicable
separation which some good people talk of he
asserts to bo neither possible nor desired. The
North would not be content with less than all
the border Stales, leaving to tbe Confederates
enly the seven origiual seceders. B:it were
this their object, tbey would still liave to gjrrUon
Virginia with an army out of all proportion to
their resources, and, even so, tbey would feel the
Union at an end. They would find it impossi-
ble lo get on without the trade of tbe South ;

and slavery would thus be more recognised than
ever, more odious, and more fertile in quarrels.
Separation, then, ho holds to be neither possi-
ble nor wished for, so long, at least, as tlie North
has any fight left in it. But, whatever may be
siid of the difficulty of conquering the Southern
States, there con be no doubt of the North to
ti keep up the war in one fashion or another
Wliat, then, is the alternative to which we are
to look, when conquest is impossible, when geoa
riUiou is imposib,o. wkm union, in tlie form we
have seen it, is impossible, wheu success ou
either side is impoeeible, when war iUelf, as it is
now earned on, is impossible, token evtrythiav is
impossible, exeept something that does not come
under any ot these heads, and that is beyond all
present reckoning or reasonable expectation 1

What is this but to avow that the Federation
i's-'l- f is impossible! The principle has been
tried and found wanting. The Southern States
will not submit to the worst of all bondages a
tyiaub iiiKjuiuy. xao iioriiHirii stales cau
neither conquer, nor conciliate, nor win by any
method. So the appeal is to war, and the war,
it U admitted on both sides, must work itself out
to its legitimate results. The question U no
bneer whether tbe North will eouauer' tbe South.
but what the war will lead fo, and what state of
things will supervene upon the present. The
most ftr seeing discover nothiug in the prospect
out guemiis wariare, anarcny anu devastation.
1 his is simply to admit that, the statesman hav
ing failed, tbe cause is now in tbe hands of the
soldier. But it is more ; it is iu the bauds of the
soldier who sees the dark end of federation in-
stead of its bright beginning. This is not the
age in which a i reach monarch is breaking up,
or a republic is inaugurated, but in which a
French empire has been restored and
lished. It is an age in which strong monarchy
is the fashionable cure for democratic disorder.

Europe has lust corirratulaled Italy on the
acquisition which philosophers wanted for her,
instead of tbe iudepedent States which lately
existed, instead of theocracy which Rome pro
fesses to give, instead ot Jlazini is repubfc
The Western States of Europe have at least the
credit of offering Mexii-- a constitutional mon-
archy instead of a republican Constitution,
which has had no existence except in alternate
anarchy and despotism. This is an age of re-

action, for which democracy has to thank itself.
tbe dictator, tho emperor or the king, is every-
where superseding the farces of the ccnsul or the
paper scbpme of tho of the law-give- r. When
we are told that everything else is impos
sible in America and that politics are absorbed
iu tbe chance ot war and the. genius ot the com
manders, then, indeed, we see the beginning to
the end. But that end is net the one desired by
either North'or South, nor even by us who look
on. lt cannot be for our interest tnnt a military
adventurer should possess the fairest legions of
North America, even though that were better
than anarchy. Bat it is the haven towards
which the great American commonwealth seems
now drifting. It is possible. That is enough.
when everything else seems to be impossible.
