Certainly, very great interest
will be felt to bear him, and bis eloquent enuu
ciaioB of sound, loyal doctrine, and vivid recital
of the sufferings of tbe patriots of hast iennes
free, will Dave a wneiesome moral eneci.

That is somewhat modest But in tbe same

paper we observe tbe proceedings of a meeting
bvld to square for a public reception.

The Federal commandant at Camp Chase, Co

lumbus, Ohio, where the Confederate officers are
confined, has attracted the attention of the Leg
isUture of that State resolutions of aensure of
his conduct baring beeu passed. An attempt to
reconsider was made, but with what result is
not known. The following &otn the Cincinnati
Commercial is the explanation given by that
journal :

There was au animated debate in the Ohio
Hooee of Representative on yesterday, on the
treatment of rebel prisoners at Camp Chase.
Tbe debate was characterized rather by anima- -
tiou thau any otiter eommeudable quality, iioth
parties seem to have been firing wide of the
mark. One side was hot and heavy on the enor-
mity of slavery in Camp Chase. The other urged
that the w ar must not be carried on tor any pur
po6e of oppression, etc. As tor the negro ser-

vants of the rebel officers, they are confiscated,
according to the confiscation act passed at the
extra session of CoBgress, and their position
should be at once declared, ibe conciliatory
gentlemen seem to think that tbe prisoners of
war should be treated as the guests ot the state,
and that tbe privilege ot vain-glono- parades
about tbe capital should be continued to please
our southern brethren.

It is ridiculous for legislators to go into a gen-
eral blather on the slaverv Question in this con
nection. The question is, whether the criminals
who have been taken with arms in their hands.
making war upon their country, shall be treated
as prisoners guilty ot high misdemeanors, or
fondled and petted as spoiled children. They
have notoriously been allowed privileges to which
they were not entitled, by the laws of war or the
courtesies of civilization. They havo been os
tentatiously strutting about Columbus in full uni
form, acting as missionaries of treason, and our
politicians who look upon the miserable slave
aristocracy as their legitimate masters have been
toadying to them, borne ot tbe secesu officers
have been the lions of the town. Invitations to
drink have been frequent, and they have not

an absence of appetite. Poor spirited,
ignorant aud vulgar members of the legislature
have been the sycop' ants ot these traitors.

The following communication to Congress,

from the Federal Secretary of the Nivy, serves

to show the magnitude of liie contemplated prep-

arations of our enemy, which should be met by

corresjHHiding activity by our authorities :

Navy Department, March S.I.'lPOa.

Sir: la my report of July 4, 1861, 1 had the
honor to nreeeut to the consideration of Con
gress and the country the matter of iron clad
steasiers tor naval purpose- - A sum of money
was appropriated at that sessiou to build oue or
more armored iron or steel-cla- d ships or floating
steam-battrie- s. This appiopriatiou intended as
experimental, resulted iu ordering three armored
vessels of different constructions. One ot these
three has been built under a contract with this
department, aad arrived at Hampton Roads in
time to be of ereat service to the country, in
driving into port the iron-cla- d steamer Merri-ma- c,

clad in armor. This memorable engage
meat is the first which has taken place between
vessels protected with iron, and the results to be
deduced from it are so important that I feel im-

pelled to submit some general views in writing
to your committee.

1. Steam has become such an indispensable
e'ement in naval warfare that vessel propelled
by sails only are considered useless )or war pur-
poses. The last sailing vessel built for the navy
was the Constellation, commenced iu 1653 and
completed in August Irwo.

2. Steam vessels of war, unless protected f Dm

the nnemv's shot and shell, can make but feeble
resistance to, and must surrender when assailed
bv. an iron-cla- d vessel

:t Tbe Navy, as it exists at present, cannot
successfully contend against a power employing
iron-cla- d vessels, and consequently meet tne re'
quirments of the coantry.

4. I deem it imperative that we should forth-

with commence the construction of armored ves-

sels on a scale commensurate with the great in-

terests at stake.
5. Tho department, under date of lebrnarr

ii)lh, 1862, advertised for plans, which are now
beta? received, developing the insrenuity and
skill of our countrymen ; and I have faith that
they will produce models for a class of vessels
for the home defense and for sea service that will
secure to our country equality if not

in naval construction.
C. Tlie heaviest ordnance in present uss is not

sufficiently heavy aud powerlul to break and
destroy the armature now placed upon vessels ;

arrested by the appearauee of an Alabama and
a xennessee regiment, who were ordered to re-

duce the KentHckians to submission and compel
them to remain.

The Kentuckians seized their arms and a des
perate tisht ensued, in whieh many were slain
on both siting, aud their bodies were buried where
they fell, tbe graves being yet visible. From
tliis soot the mutineers retreated a short diatanoe.
threw down their arms, and each drawing- hi
b3wie-knife- , made a desperate charge upon the
two regiments ; the fight was terrific, and they
too were buried upon the field of slaughter. At
last the Kentuekiaus were subdued. The battle
was witnessed by the farmer. In traversing tbe
field he discovered a larre bowie-knii- which
doubtless had been used in tbe fearful fray.

Zoological Gardens, at London, they have had a
large serpent of the Python species, from tbe
west coast of Africa, for many years. This
reptile is nineteen feet lone aitd tweotv inches in
cireurufereaee. About three years ago another
airanv ut ure natae una was rairoauceu to its
den, and they have lived together ever since.
On the morning of the 12th of January, tbe man
in charge of that department were much sur-
prised to find that the larger serpent had laid
about one hundred eggs as large as those ot a
goose. The skin of the eggs was tough aad
feathery, tlieir color, dirty yellow. When first
seen the eggs were in a heap, but the serpent
laid them all ou a level, and then coiled her body
over them. During the week after abe laid thorn,
tbe sarpent came off them twiee for abort O
periods. She is covered with a blanket while
thus upon ber gg, and jas not fed for tbe last
twenty one weeks. This interesting tact estab-

lishes the fact that this specie of sarpeart batehes
her young by incubation, and it is baHeved that
she will bring forth soape soakes from tfc gnat
nest of eggs she has laid.
