Hy
this reckoning an American volunteer coats
within a pound or two of as much as th pay of
an EngKe'i captain, and there are ooO.OOO of
them. These brief statements will enable us to
understand how tho Federal army is more likely
to be the ruin of the North than of tha South
It cannot advance, but its expenses are going on.
Nine months of a war without a campaign, and
ahnoxt without a movement, have brought au
opulent and powerful country to the extremities
of pecuniary need ; nor is there in this leepect
any prospect of improvement.

Accident ou iho Itlobile and Ohio Railrond
We find tho following in the Mobilo Evening

Nttcs of the 26th :

By the train which arrived at 12 o'clock laet
night, wo have obtained particulars of the acci-
dent which occurred to .the up train ou Thurs-
day night, about six miles abovo Enterprise.

The cause cf the diss9ter was that one of the
bolts of a fish-b- ar was broken, which had per-
mitted the inner fish-ba-r to be bent inward.
This caught tho flange of the driving wheel, and
threw tho locomotive (the Enterprise, a heavy
engine, weighing 37 tons,) off the rails. It
rolled forward about thirty feet and turned over
the embankment, at that place, about four feet
high

" rlhre box ears, which followed, wure
completely destroyed, and tbe two next forced
upon t'ie pil" of rubbish, being disabled, hut not
destroyed. The progress of the train was then
stopped by the obstructions before it. Tbe train
was running at tho rate of twenty miles an hour
for tho propose of making its time to Okatihbee,
the next Hluticn.

The train was carrying soldiers (a South Caro-
lina regiment, as we are informed) of whom
five w hose names w o could not karii were
killed It is believed that they were asleep at
the time. Many were injured, but of their nnm
ber we have heard no estimate. Mr. Nathan
Smith, superintendent of bridge repairs, was on
the tender .box His leg was broken and his
skull fractured, and he died in about an hour,
retaining bis seuaes to the lost His body was
brought down last night to Oak Grove, where
he resided with his family. He was about 33 or
34 years old The engineer, conductor and fire-

man wore uu the engine, the two former were
but slightly injured, tho latter we beikve not at
all. It is said to be wonderful, in view of tbe
mass of ruins, how any person in tho threo for-
ward cats could have escaped death, or at leaet
bhocknig injury.

We shall fix our fences
and hedges; we shall move the negro cabins
and put them up right, nud'in order, and with
brick chimneys. We shall do a heap that we
have heretofore left undone.

A Hint to our Farmkhs. Tomatoes -- hould
be planted in 'trge quantities for the use of the
camps. Those acquainted with the romar table
medicinal properties of this delightful vegetable
will most heartily indorse the suggestion. Let
our planters and gardeners raise them in such
abundance this season that, besides the home
demand, sufficient shall be m hand to supply the
armies, it is believed that to issue them to the
army next summer as a tart of the rations will
prevent many cases of favor, dysentery, and
diarrhea.

A Good Example. Florida, the weakest in
number ot all the sisterhood of the South and
the most exposed in coast linos, is giving a no
ble and encouraging example. Iu a late private.
letter from a citizen of Florida to tbe editor ot
the Wilmington Journal, it is stated t

"Onr guerilla parties occupy nearly every
hammock and cross-roa- d in the east, and have
already struck terror to tbe onemy by thoir bold
attacks upon their pickets. Florida, I think,
win bo able to take care of herself."
