Foreign Intclliscnce.
A dispatch to tlio Mobile JVetcs from Charles-

ton, says :

NorOrernpapers of tee 3d ix&aut have been
received. Tho news from Europe is late and
particularly interesting. The dates from Liver-

pool are to tho 20th of April.
The London Tim?s contains a leading article

on American affairs, in which it expatiates on
the importance of the struggle for tho capture of
Now Orleans.

It says the occupation of that city by the
Federals would be like a founttyuet tightened
over the great artery of the seceded .States.

The London Herald, discussing the war, says
it can aco no signs of northern exhaustion or
southern discouragement in the prosecution of
tho struggle. It thinks tho prospects of a speedy
peace hopelcs., and xys that the Washington
government should bo allowed ono more chance
to subjugate tho South, and if it fails, then the
European powers must porpmptorily interfere in'
behalf of the welfare of mankind.

"Tbo genorosity of Franco and England,"
continues tbo Pott, "havo hitherto prevonted
this decisive step, but it is time England should
cease staading between her suffering people and
reliel."

Otir banka have continued orjen for the pay
ment of checks and the renewal or payment of
maturing obligations, receiving ana paying over
their counters tjouieasrato notes, wmcu ioim mo
basis of our local currency. Ouf wholesale mer-

chants generally have kept open for the transac-
tion of counting-roe- business, and provision
houses and groceries have continued to supply
the wants cf their customers, receiving in pay-
ment approved currency.

We have received further intelligence with re
card to the cotton hurninc ud the river, from
which we learn that all stored on tho banks of
the river has been destroyed, and that even in
the interior planters have been applying the torch
to their crops. Tho sacrifice thus made by tho
planters of Louisiana, Mississippi and Ar-

kansas, to tho public welfare, will bo forecer re-

membered as among tho most exalted acts of
patriotism in the present war.

The committee ot saiety continue w receive
Confederate, Stato and city treasury notes in
payment of the few articles which they have on
sale.

Since the Eedcral navy and army obtained
possession of the city, n complete stagnation of
tno little trade doing beiore tlieir advea:, wim
tbe adjacent country, lias taken place. .Business
is not possiblo whero one of the parties to pro
posed transactions is1 found to havp noth-m- to
give, and any wtcrlerenco with the trad oi tuc
ulterior produces precisely that coiidilim of
affairs. PJantors havo no money to purchase
with, even it they could, as usual hretofore,
draw their supplies from this place, and, conse-
quently, trade mmt entirely cease where com
munication is cut ou, or a medium ot pxenange
cannot bo maintained. Wo have nrced upon the
traders of tho place to opon their stores and
warehouses and assume tho appearance "1 doing
something rather because of the look of tho
tiling than from any, oven thn slightest, belief
that the profit they would or could make would
defray tho expense. Even with ewr facility
to intercourse with the interior on the Mississippi
river, no expectation can reaso ably bo indulged
of any but the most limited demand ijr mer-
chandise, as the last crop of cotton has hen en-

tirely destroyed, and very littlo hope of th very
small ono now in tle ground ever being gather-
ed, if circumstances remain a? at present, need
be entertained.

All, then, that morchsnts and ttaicin zax. do
is to close up their business and await the com-

ing of that peace which sooner or later must ar-

rive. Complete exhaustion of resources will
compel a cessation of hostilities bv both sides,
sooner or later, and every one of sense inns! per-- .

ruin We, who abhor war and aii its

because wo love liberty and hate oppres-
sion, have, nevertheless, aever boor oa&guiue ef
an early termination of the present insane on?,
therefore we always inculcated thp ncejgity of
every one's practicing a wise and rigid economy,
and placing his affairs in the smallest and most
manageable compass The war, North and
South, must in the end leave an enormous bur-

Negotiations between Gon. Batier and tbe
city authorities are still pending.

Mr. Squ1o, qu the
part of tbe city authorities, communicated to
Gen. Butler their views 03 to the civil govern-
ment of the city and the administration of its
municipal affairs Id this crisis, and stated dis
tinctly that tho mayor and council would con-

tinue in the exercise of their official functions,
If left entirely froe iu tho pcrlormanco of their
duties, hut would, if at all Interfered with by tho
military power of the United States authorities,
yield to tjbe latter tho entire control and man-
agement Qf tho city. After some discussion it
was agreed upon that tho mayor and council
should continue to administor tbe government
of the city in all respects oa before, with the ex-

ception of taking oogniranco of political offenses
or interferences with tho military power of tho
United States, wkich Goa Butler reserves to be
dealt with by his own provost marshal

person who " preserved quiet and order" and re-

frained from giving aid and comfort to the ene-
