Tho sieffe of Forts Jackson and St. Philip has
been in progress almost uninteiruptedly during
tho past six days and fivo nights, and still they
are not reduced. All this time I have been pa-

tiently

waiting tbe end, convinced that a suc-
cinct narrative, of operations alter success had
been achieved wonl 1 be- - far more acceptable to
you than a diffused statement of events in the
order of their occurrence. But it is'impossible
to coniectnre how long the rebels will remain at
bay, and meantime my note book is becoming
fearfully full. Therefore, if I would send the
news in detail, I must write it now at the risk of
its appearing a tissue of shreds, patches nnd is
fragments.

FIGHT BETWEEN OUR STEAMERS AND THE IRON
RAMS.

This dispatch was brought to Capt. Porter
this afternoon by Captain Boggs, late com-
mander of the Varnna, whose vessel was sunk

tho action. From Capt. Boggs I obtained
seme further information He stated that beforo
tho Voruna sunk she dostroyed alono six of the
rebel steamers, of which he learned the names of

four, viz : Tho Wui. II Webb, Palmetto,
Phenix and Jackson. As he passed tho forts,
Capt. Boggs, as well as all the other vessels, re-
ceived their fire. Tho Richmond, and one or
two more of tho largo steam sloops, slowed down of
and poured three or four broadsides each i i to the
enemy. Tho Varuna did not wait after deliver-
ing two broadsides, but pressed directly on into

hornet's nestjof rebel gunboats which were a
milo or two above. She was assailed bv those
two or throe at a time, in ram fashion, butting

her with their iron-case- d prows, and several
largo holes were made in her

As long as his vessel floated. Capi. Boggs
fought gallantly with his guns, 8nd drove the
enemy's steamers ashore, where they wero fired
by their own crows. One of the Varuna's shot
disabled still another steamer by making a hole

her boiler, and this vessel surrendered to the
Oneida, who took her officers and crew prisoners.
The Varana's last guns were fired when her
decks were under watr, and uo clothing or
other property wss saved by a soul on board.
There wero three of the Varuna's crew killed in
tho action, and seven wounded, two of whom
are not "expected to survive their injuries. In-

cluding tho ram there were eleven of tho rebel
steamers destroyed, and the captain of the ram to

a prisoner on board tho Mississippi. in
Alter tho fight, tho whole squadron repaired
tho quarantine anchorage, which is seven

miles above the forts. There lhe dead were
buried, and the wounded made as comfortable a3
circumstances would permit The number of
our killed and wounded is estimated by Capt.
Boggs at about 125, and 17 of these belonged to
the Hichmond. He thinks tho loss on the sido

the rebels was enormous. The chain cables
which were fastened on the outside of our vessels
Droved an admirable protection to thpir nin -

chinerv. as in every case where the shot struck
them it bounded off without penetrating. A '

great deal of damage was done to us by the
floating dock of the rebels, to which I had be-

foro adverted ; and although many broadsides to
wero discharged at it, they had no effect what-
ever
