The remarkable Icatuio in this (.tatemfliit is the

large increase iu tbe deposits This the New

York Htralii regards as " the Srststsrrliug symp-

tom of the iufktion which is in progiess," and

attributes it to tho large amount cf government
paper iu the shtpe of oei tiHcatep of deposit and
treasury nots bicb have found their wsy into

the New York market within tbe previous week,

and also in some degree to the bank expansion
which has been going on actively, especially
among tbe banks of the interior.

The increase of nuarly sest.n millions in bank
deposits for one northern city in a single week is
an event exceedingly Eiguifkaut in the present
crisis. Experience in the Confederate States, .s
well as in every other country sarroanded
by similar ctrcuuuUnoee, shows that sh in
crease of batik depths hag always been
followed by a ef speculation
iu merchandise, stocks snd real estate, which
greatly damagts the Itealtby tone of finan-

ces throughout thr couutry. The North is
nov threieiK-- l with this evil which-w- e have
been saffenug ,rom lor six months past, and
when it does seise upon tho vitald of that gov-

ernment and people, it will overwhelm thru
with a mowtary crii-i- s more terrible than a?y
that ever afflicted Austria in her worst and moet
trying periixl ot bankruptcy and insolvency.

A very ditructive lire occurred in Atlanta,

Gv, on Sunday evening last, which resulted fti
the destructum of a large amount of property.
From the account given by the CnfiJerarg, we
learn tint the tire originated in a brick ware-
house, in which were stored one thousand bales
of cotton, about 6 o'clock v 31 , and soon after
it was discovered tbe whole insid was in a slieet
of flam which rapidly communicated to the
rear of tbe grocery stores occupied by McCrosfcy
& Harlf . and Willi &, Young-- , ia Davw' build-

ing, on Whitehall street, owned by L II. Davis.

The store ocenpied by McCrosky & Haile
contained but littie except bacon, a considerable
amount of which wae stored therein, on con-

signment. A very large r.mocnt of bacon was

Mr. Cohen, of Savannah, had with
them two hundred casks of rice, vulned at some

wa saved.
