Harmony,
unity and conciliation are indispensable to suc-
cess now; and I will, as the Executive cf the
State (protesting against it as an icfringcmi-n- t

of State rights), ccquicsee in its passzge. and
respectfully and earnestly urge upon our people,
as 1 have uniformly done, o prompt and cheerful
response tc its requirements Drive tht in-

vader from our 6oil, establiib the Independence
of the Southern Confederacy, and then we can
mark clearly and distinctly the line between
State and Confederate authority

MILITARY AFFAIRS
Since the convention entered into between the

non. Alexander H. Stephenson end ths. commit
tee appointed by :ur late State convention, wai
ratified by tho two governments, the absolute
direction and exclusive control of our military
affairs has bees confided to the Confederate gov-
ernment The State authorities have had no
power to direct military movements, or in any
way to control ths disposition of our troops.
This urruDgcment was deemed necessary to se-

cure that unity of action which in military mat
ters is regarded by military men as indispensa-
ble to success

OUR REVERSES.

We have had some reverses recently ; but in
stead of discouraging or dispiriting our people,
they should producs exactly the opposite effect
They should stimulate us to increased efforts, to I
redoubled energies, and should arouse through-
out the entire Confederacy, a mare determined,
trucompromismgandunyialdinBpuit. If every
man will determine that tho South shall not bs
subjugated, the work will be half accomplished.
A people, such aa we axe, resolved to be free,
can never be reduced to slavery

Thcro is no occasion with us fcr gloom or de-

spondency- If we trace the history of the
American revolution, which eventuated in our
separation from the mother country, and in the
establishment cf our independence, and com-

pare it with tlio revolution in which we are now
engaged, we will end thai our successes so far
have been far more striking and brilliant than
those which attended our ancestors In tho origin
of their great struggle. Every consideration cf
duty and of patriotism appeals, trumpet-tccgue- d,

the southern man to go in for the war. Every
man should ba willing to sacrifice property and
lite, U need be, tor the protection ol tils breside
and " tho loved ones at aome," and for tho main-
tenance of his rights and liberties.

Our people are more united and
determined than at any period of the war Our
resources ore greater, our armies larger and bet-
ter prepared for tho great work bpfore tham. Our
lines of defense havo been curtailed to proper
proportions, and the heart of our country Is un-
touched. Out expenditures hav& been moderate,
while thoa of the enemy have exceeded any-
thing ever before beard oi in th3 annals of war-
fare. We ato fighting for cur homes, our prop-
erty, our lives and our liberty, while the enemy
is righting for conquest and plunder.

Wo confidently submit if there is anything in
all this to discourage our people, or cause them
to despair of ultimate and speedy scccess 1 We
