This disposition on their part
will no donbt be oaickened when they shall

havo ranAivftd the full particulars of the late

series of battles before Eichmond.
The 11th instwas set apart as the day for

bringing up the subject in the British Parlia

ment, and the first flow of news from this coun

try was probably pouring into Europe about the
time the debato. arose in Parliament As the

debate progresses, the interest in the question
will be greatly heightened by every subsequent
instalment of news from this-sid- e of the water;

and we cannot lonjrer-dou- bt but that the time
is close at hand wh en the purposes of both Y.ng-

kind and France will assume a definite and

tangible shape. The cotton, famine and loss of

trade, consequent upon the war, are pressing
sorely upon them, aud their statesmen and
people cannot be blind to the fact, that the

Federal reverses in Virginia amount to an in
definite prolongation of hostilities.

How the interposition of these powers will be
received by the North, in her present ill humor
with herself as well as with the "rebels," is
difficult to determine. Tue masses of the peo

ple, we deuht net, are fully satisfied with the
glories of the battle field, and would gladly ac-

cept the friendly mediation of other powers, but
the politicians and ambitious leaders of the
North have other objects and aims in view than
the harmonising of our difficulties. In their
bloated pomposity aad vainglorious

they may, and probably do, imagine
that they can thrash out " all the world and
the rest of mankind," and may turn up their
nsees at both Queen Victoria and tho emperor
Napoleon. Mediation having thus failed,
terveation will speedily follow, aud the South,
in the meantime, having achieved the acknowl
edgement of her independence by foreign pow'
ers, will be stimulated to yet more powerful ef
forts and more daring deeds to maintain and
defend it.

From all the indications before us, we are ful
ly persuaded that the skies are brightening
above our heads, the star of hope shines with a
mere brilliant luster, and tho dawn of a new
day is breaking in the East.

Memphis, July 5,. 10 a. sr., via Cairo, July
GT By the ram Lioness, of Com. Ellett's ram
fleet, wfcicu anived from V lcksbure last even
ing at a late hour, wo havo dispatches, letters,

I papers, and a mail from Corns, itrragut, Porter
I and Davis's fleets as late as tbo 2d inst.

Tho ram left for tho North on Wednesday
oveninJr. Tho substance of disoatches to tho
authorities here, as given by an officer of the
ram, is as follows: The canal across the point
of land opposite Yiclcsuurg had been nearly
complotod. The rebels kept continually firing
upon the negroes performing the work, but tho
range being too high no harm was done, and
the labor .continued without cessation. The ne
groes were gathered from the plantations in the
vicinity ot the tarns, receipted tor and brought
to the spot. They labored with assiduity. A
couple of thousand were thus engaged.

When the ditch shall hove been completed it
is presumed the torco ot tho river current wirl
create a wider channel for its passage, and thus
Vicksburg will be left out in the cold, a small
ruined and deserted inland village, bhould
high water come, the new channel will be com-
plete in a few days, if indeed it is not so al
ready,

Firing was kept up by both Farragut's and
Davis's fleets, at short intervals; tho shell being
principally directed over tho rebel batteries.
The Confederates replied weakly.

Farragut's and Porter's fleets were below tho
city and Davis' above. The latter arrived on
Wednesday without meeting with any serious
difficulty, and immediately commenced to do its
share in the work.

There is but little doubt in the minds of both
naval and military officers who camo un on the
Lioness, that before this the town of Vicksburg

arms, with several hundred prisoners, or that the
enemy has ingloriously fled and our forces have
occupied the batteries and city. This consum
mation was planned by tho commanders as a 4th
ot July celebration for themselves and men.

Vicksburg had not been as badly damaged by
our shells as had been previously reported, still
many houses were in ruins and more were being
reduced to the Fame state. The
portion of its inhabitants seem to have been en
tirely removed. I ho rebel force was estimated
at 10,000 or 15,000, instead of aO.000.

Several hundred rebels were reported killed
aud wounded by the rebel shells More particu
lars must reach nere in a day or too.

Later. The, ram Mingo arrived last night
from Vicksburg, which place she loft on Sunday
evening last.

She brings no important intelligence from that
point.

Tho mortars are still engaged slowly shelling
the batteries, which roply only at intervals. A
numberof guns in tho upper battery have been
dismounted by the Federal'shclls.

The Confederates have a number of siege guns
mounted on field carriages, which they transfer
from point to point in the town as the mortars
obtain tbo range of their different positions,
Considerable damage has been inflicted on the
town by the bursting of the shells.

Commodore Farragut ha3 planted a battery

Tho work on the canal was progressing rap
idly at the time' tho iMingo let:, and it was
expected to be completed in a day or two.
