Their correllatives wore wanliog
to the South—jfor the Soath could sell des:zer
sud buy chasper in other countries.

Twalve miliions of such customers as inhabit
the Southare enough to maks any people rich,
and they are such as no nation cauafford to
Jose, Bat ke ssion bosckvowledged as an
aceomplishad fact, and the North will lo=e this
prelersnes, this trade, and these customers, wizh
all the bonefits derived (rom their political asso-
ciafion with na. It is tharefore not for the ne-
gro, but solely on account of prcaniary pod ssl-
fish considarations Lhat the North is wagiog this
war. She is vainly soekiog to compel us 1o re-
nes &l aisocintion that we abhor.

Hitherto we bave meted pure:y on the felon-
sive.,  We have not svught to invade the North,
but, panopled in the triple arimos of & jost caase.
we have stood still, and ever siv thie battle of
Mannssas—now a year ago—quietly looksd on
whils the coemy Taised bis annies snd comple
ted his preparations for the war in his own way.
Having destroyed his “grand srmy,” we shall
nawy  csrry the war into Aldes, 1 hope, com-
peliing hie o withdraw his forces from ous bor-
ders aud Lo sus fur peace.

Bitt pence is very difficult atpresent, I admit:
It the North, reason has Just its sway over the
mind of the people, and the judgmeat of their
rulers has besn taken sway. Lo the Sonth pas-
sions run high, Therefore, in the present tem-
wer of the two peoples it wollld be impossible
just now, for them to agres apon ke preliminary
slap W any lusting peace, vizt the sojastment
ol boutdarzs, We &re, thorefors, dri!ii!l;: into
a war of exhanstion.

Tlwre #re rumors of an arwel intervention
from yous side. But upen what besiy this je-
terveniion is to lake place, the many tongued
dawe hay not deigoed to. oulightean us. Any
such interventions cancot but work mischigv-
ously if it fail to recognize the right of the p2o-
plain the disputed States of Dalawnre, Mary-
land, Kentacky and Missouri fresly and fairly
to decide for themaelves whether they will cast
their Jot with the North or the South. Neither
can it be suppossd that intervention would
recoguize spy dimmemberment of the present
States,

With us, this is not a war of conquest, buta
war for 8 prineiple, which is dear to every Freuch
heart—a principle by which your emperor sits
upon Lis grost throne—the right of every pec-
ple t3 be gaverned in their own way.

The stroug arm of mighty nations may foree
a paace upon soms. other basis, but any such
peace wili prove s hollow truce.

There hue, permit mo 19 say, been already at
lsast one error committed by France and Eug-
Iand i this war: when thesa difficulties com-
mesnced 2!l Europs viewed thom through North-
ein medis.  This was natursl enough, pmhaps,
for all Europe depended upon Northera slate
ments for information coucerning us.  These
Lave now heen found to be wironcovs, Dut not
until Franca and England had commitiad then-
selves to & blockads (hat was agaivst all rule.
Ths effocts of that blockade upon our industry
is likely to prove lasting ; and certain classes io
France and England may yet find canse totus
it, even if ministers do not.

Yonu can well conesive that the biockads af-
fords most « factive enconrsgement to homeanan-
ufsctures in the South. Who sncrgies of the
prople hinva, by it, bean divertsd jnto pew chan-
pels ol industry, aud manufscturing estab-
lishmonts are rapidly springing up on &l hands.

So that when Franee aod England decided to
espect Lincolu's paper blockade, they unwit-
tingly, perhaps, a:aile-r‘i,-r fluences into play whieb
are mpldly converting us into a manufsctoring
a8 woll sa an agricaltoral people.
