I find ob loturning- to Cincinnati that of all
the fetters written from .Lexington and Frank-
fort, not one has reaefcod its destination. This
is attributable, perhaps, to the excitement and
ceioston in those cities since Saturday last, the
suspension of business, and irregularity in the
traasHiiision of anything but soldiers ana sup-

plies by rail. Tha destruction of a bridge on
the Kentucky Central, between Cynthiana and
Paris, and tho bridge over Elkhorn Creek, near
Midway btation, on tho .Lexington ana Jjouig-vill- e

road, added to tho derangement of postal
matters Lexington being entirely cut off from
eoir.mtBicatKn, and Frankfort having its only
outlet by way of Louisville.

Much that those mhsin? letters contained
has lost its interest sow, for in these times,
events succeed each other so rapidly that what
was read with avidity yesterday, will not com
mand attention X shaiL therelore, but
briefly ailudo to the events of the week.

On Saturday, the 2th. John Morgan's outlaws
were threatening tbe two most important cities
in Central Kentucky. .Morgan had moved from
Harrodsburg to Lawrence'jurg, in Anderson
county, his scouts approaching Nicholasvillo on
tbe east, as they pushed north, creating the im
pression that an advance was being made on
that place. Ine village was in an upnar on
Sunday, and tho citizens made excellent time in
abandoning it. They poured into Lexington by
every means of conveyance, and by their exag
gerated reports added intensity to tho inhabi
tants there. Two cool headed gentlemen.
railroad agent anil telegraph operator, toward
evening took a hand car and proceeded down
tlie track to Xioholasville. They found tho town
abandoned to darkness and the dogs the ex-

pressmen, operator, switchmen everybody, in
rect, nei incontinently. DMrs stood wico open,
windows unbarred, dices inviting increts, and
a trsiu of cars loaded with commissary stores
standing unharmed at the depot. It was some
rime beiore Lexington could he made to believe
tnt .Morgan was not in .NichoJ2sviIIe.

Lexington was in a terrible state of excite
ment on Sunday and "Monday. All business
was snspsnded stores, shops, otfices, all shut
up even the post office. Stringent martial law
was dec'ared. Every maa. capable of bearing
arms was crcered out. Tne streets wore pa
trolled by a citizens' guard, author'sed to arrest
or shoot down any man found on the streets
without anas. This drove" traitors to their holes
A lisp of sympathy for Moreanor the rebellion,
was as much as a man's life was worth. The
Soth Ohio, Col. Sowers, from Camp Chare, ar
rived Jiowmy morning to the infinite relief of
the inhabitants. 1 hey wore received with the
greatest enthusiasm. Other reinforcements
came pouring in. Brig -- Gen. Ward, com-
mandant of the post, msde preparations for an
apprehended attack. Morgan tvas said to be
within a few miles of the citv. Moreau was
at Midway Station. Morgan'was on tho banks
of the Kentucky, advancing on Frankfort; then
csrae reports that the fight had commences at
Frankfort.

It was decided that tho S5th Ohio should go
to the relief of besieged Frankfort. Ono com-
pany mutinied they had'agreed to go to Lex-irgto-

but no farther,' they said ; but they did
go, and the resolution of tho officers is crdit-abl- e.

They prevented the disgrace of tho regi-
ment and the State it represents, in the fco of
tho enemy.

We proceeded to Frankfort, expecting John
and'his outlaws all tlorg tho road, but he didn't
appear. We saw nothing bat pleasant field:? of
b!uo grape, fat cattle, and acres of wheat in
shock. Xot a hostile shot was fired on tho way,
for want of somebody to shct at. Airived at
Frankfort, wo eould not hear of the enemy very
near there. There had been no skirmishing
wi:h pickets, and no evidence of Morgan being
about, but theu an attack was momentarily ex-
pected. Tiie Union men of the ' city ctrne up
to the tcratch as resolute men should do. They
shouldered their muskets, provided their own
rations, and wont out on the hills to guard the
approaches of the city. Ono of them, an estim-
able man, Mr. Berry, lost his life accidentally,
while on this voluntary duty. lie was worth
all the traitors in the States a true patriot, cn
hone t, industrious man.

It is true, Morgan Lad made a demonstration
on Frankfort, but it was a feint. From Law
reucebnrg he has sent advance guards to Hough
ana itesay. anu even as lar as the Aliiitary In-
stitute, within six mi!e,s of the city. Ilero they
stepped. They had effected their purpose, cre-
ated an uproar and exfcitoment in the capital,
which put the pecplo on tho defensive. They
didn't thTnk of taking the offensive. Then
Morgan turned cast, crossed the Kentucky river
at Shryock's station, and marched to Yerseilles,
which is about equi-dista- from Frankfort and
Lexington. There he stayed Monday night.
Finding the coast clear, he next day moved
north, to Midway station, cn tho Louisville aud
Lexington ra'lroad, lore up the track, and de-

stroyed the Elkhorn bridge, while his advance
fuard, passing by Georgetown, mado a sudden

the Kentucky Central road, destroyed a
biidgc, and burned Koyser's extensive dkyl-ler- y,

between Paris and Cynthiana, thus raun-pietel- y

cutting Lexington eff from its northern
and western communications. Ilis exploits
since then have been more familiar to Cincin-
nati than to those of us who were at Lexington.

Morgan's greatest aids iu this raid into Ken-
tucky have been panic among the people and
indecision among the military managers. He
has, in fact, kept every considerable place in
Central Kentuckyin a state of siege, and fran-
tically calling for assistance to defend it. Lex-
ington couldn't spare a man to pursue him

she momentarily expected an attack.
Frankfort couldn't send hor privates in pursuit,
because Morgan was hovering at her gatts.
Paris and Cynthiana were in thesamecondition,
and really had noed of raoro iiren than could be
brought to their defense that is--

, if nobody pur-
sued Morgan, and he was allowed his own time
to prepare for an attack on them.

In the meantime, Morgan moved at his leisure
through the country. He stolo horses libcrallr.
aud foraged aud quartered on the people with-
out particular regard to their political predilec
tions, lio iook aoout I'o norscs m Andorson
county, as many more in Woodford, and is prob-
ably engaged at the present time, if not fighting,
in horse stealing. To Mr. Aba Buford, residing
near Yerseilles, he avowed his obiect to be to raise
recruits and horses.not to fight; and if he has not
obtained them ho has only himself to blame, for
1 cannot hear ot any serious attempt yot. to dis-

turb him in tho business. Ono of his men, when
as aod by a farmer near Lawrencoburg what
their object was and wny they were there, tho
fellow, with a nonchalanco that must have been
delightful, replied, "W-o-l--l, we're hero to ride
around the country and play hell generally."

Morgan's torces have been greatly over-e- s ti- -
mated. lie ha3 not, or had not at Lawrenco-
burg, more than 1000 men. Not more than 700
could be counted in a body by an intelligent,
scout, and allowing lor pickets and sciuts,
1000 would be a large estimate. Il ls a mistake
to suppose he is receiving largo accession? from
the people ol ilentuclry. ilis raid is not on a
scale of sufficient magnitude to inspirexonfi-dtxee- .

It lacks military character. Thsro is
no evidence in it that he intends to remain long
in the State. lie cares nothing about hii lines
of communication, and moves across the blue
erass region with the independence of a Bedouin
Arab across tho desert. He obtained but twen
ty-fi- recruits in Anderson county, and not
many in yerseilles. I hear that ho has received
considerable accessions from Owen county, tine
of the most pestilent holes in the State, but there
is no general rising. Fivo hundred would be a
HberalsStimato of the number of recruits he
has received up fo this moment. That Morgan
ivnt disaroointed in this, there can be no doubt.
He oponly said as much in Verseilles, and his
rascally outlaws were moie expressive in their
fiwlinc. and cursed the Union men'of Kentucky
without stint. To one that has risen to aid him,
a score has risen against him. Tho intelligent

of Kentucky are fired at the insult. Tho
idea of a horstthicving and plundering gang of
spunndrela marchinff through their entire btate
with impunity, is something they cannot tole
rate with patience. Even the quasi secession
ists onenlv disapprove of the raid, and have of
fered their services in defense of their cities and

homes arrainst such a lawless outrage. This
was the case in Frankfort, and soveral individ
ual cases, men of standing and influence, camo
under my notice. Thero ia, therefore, no noed
fo apprehend a rising in the State against the
Government. A few who have nothing to lose,
animated by hope of plunder, and regardless of
remote consequences, wiil join m thi3 raid upon
thoir neighbors. Bad men aro found every
where, ready to join in any enterprise that prom-
ises spoliation.

Still, if one has a cancer in the body, he
should be expeditious in destroying it. If un--

diiturbed, it will spread, and ultimate in death.
It John Morgan is allowed to remain in central
Kentucky, attack town after town, defeat their
defenders iu detail, capture citizens, plunder
houses, burn bridges, rob banks, steal horses
and the like, he may become formidable. In it3
military character, his raid is contemptible;
and in its dash and daring, it is admirable. But
thero is all tho difference between them that
thero was bi tween Doniphan's march and the
exploits of tho Mexican guerrillas. Morgan is
"a " rolling stone," but ho gathers more as he
goes, notwithstanding the proverb. It takes
but a little, handful ot snow, under the proper
conditions, to make an avalancho that shall
crush forests in its j.ath, aud hurl destruction
into the happy valley. What Morgan has com-
menced as a raid, may becomo a revolution, and
it will, unless ho is checked.

What is being dono to put an end to this
miserable business, do you ask T Very little, it
seems to an observer, as it should be done. A
defensive policy is adopted. That is what
Morgan wanfs. If he can keep the forces that
should be pursuing him busy defending towus,
for fear he might slip in at the back door, he
gains everything and risks nothing. And that
is what is being- - done in Kentucky. While
forces, sufficient, if massed, to pursue, rout and
disperse his gang, aro squatted down on tbo
hills about Frankfort and Lexington, John slips
between, destroys bridges, and interrupts com-
munications. Why, when at Verseilles, his
men woro so fagged oat that they slept in the
streets, with thoir horses' bridles on their arm3,
was not & movement made simultaneously from
Frankfort, Lexington and Nicholasville ? At
the first named place were the boih Ohio, Col.
Sowers, the 55 in Indiana battalion, Col. Mohen,
two or three pieces ef artillef, quite a body of
irregular troops, and mounted men sufficient for
scouting and flanking puifjoses. Brig. General
Ward was at Lexington with a force of not loss
than 1,500 men, probably 2,000, and there were
300 at Nicholosville, irregular troops, it is true,
but men in earnest in defense of their property.
Tr.e distance to march was not over 14 miles,
and cars might have been employed, if ,neces-
sary, to transport troops a portion of tho way.
it wa3 propose!, anu mtgnt nave ueeu success- -

ullv exocuted Monday night. But while it was
being cussed and discossed, the hours slipped
away, and it was found too late to undertake the
enterprise.

A golden 'opportunity to put Morgan on tho
defensive had passed. Next day we were not
surprised to hrnr that Morgan had left his en-

campment on Zeb. Ward's farm, frcm which he
took a large number of blooded horses, had
moved north, and occupied Midway Station,
tearing up the track on the Lexington and Lou
isville road. It does seem that the bridges on
the road might have been saved, by posting in
fantry in position to defend them. But there
was such a tenacity to toe defensive system,'
that it was not done. It was deemed more im
portant to endure an interruption of communi-
cations than to risk tho safety of a town. The
place to fight Morgan was at the city gates ; be-

sides, who could think of marching infantry un-
der such a sun. Then rumor had Morgan all the
while close upon Frankfort or Lsxiiigton. The
protean genius of horse thieves was everywhere,
and it seemed as though a Morgan lurked be-

hind every fence corner. "Marvelous stories
were told of how ha had visited the cities as a
spy, sometimes dressed as an old woman, aud
sometimes as a rustic, with vegetables for tho
mffkBt ; and John, who is a good deal of a

as well as a soldier, understands tho ad
vantage thu3 given jjim, and keeps his marvelous
nitn..l.i.n., nt.nntnlmf, f ll ,1 1 I f. ' H Tl .lnn.!f 1 1

fasten them upon the credulity of the people
who, in thoir excitement, would not be surprised
if John should turn up, some day, with the
hoofs and horns of old Nick, and a tail at least
thirty feet long.

When I left Frankfort, cavalry, aitillery and
infantry were pouring into the city by every
tram. iiiig.-Uan- . Ulay ismith had arrived to
take command, and C9ha is said to bo a man of
spirit, with daring and dash in his composition,
and military capacity, perhaps something may
happen. There are regular and irregular troops
in and about Lexington nnd Frankfort to eat up
John and his thieves, and not furnish, half ra
tions at that. It will be a blistering shamo if he
is allowed to escape, after having plundered and
despoiled the fairest portion of Kentucky.

The people are willing to second tho enter
prise ol a military chieftain. All they want is
direction. Companies of mounted men were
being raised, horses impressed, and evory means
taken to outfit an expedition formidable in its
proportions and s .vift in its movements. Bat
there is so much waiting, so much preparation,
so much desire to make a ' big thing" of it,
that by tho tirao the Federals are ready to move,
Morgan will bo on his retreat, and a hundred or
two hundred miles from there.

Will he make a dash at Covington, Newport,
and Cincinnati 1 If he finds them defenseless,
yes ! if the risks are not too great in his rear.
lie will be his own judge ot that, lie does not
intend to provoke a combat, and will avoid it, if
possible. When he can pounce upon a small
body of men with safety, ho will do it, and he
knows where such bodies aro stationed, for bis
spies are everywhere. He will not stay long in
Central Kentucky ,ffor ha cannot afford to do it.
Armed forests are springing up around him thick
as tbe Lincoln Greens in Sherwood forest. He
will either attempta rolreat by the way ho came.
ar make tor Virginia, through the eastern coun
ties of Kentucky. He may be caught, but tbe
chances are, if the mismanagement, irresolu-
tion, and indecision of the past few days is con
tinued, he will escape as unharmed as he en
tered the State. Tho responsibility of such an
event must rest with whoever undertakes the
enterprise of his capture and the general man
agement of the military expedition set on foot
tor that purpose.

i The Condition of Hospital.
We find the subjoined remarks in tho Rich

mond Enquirer. If that journal is correctly in-

formed, greatontrages are suffered to exist under
tho eyes cf government that should not ba tolo--

rated a moment after attention has thus publicly
been called to the facts :

Sbmo of th? hospitals in the city aro kept in a
wretched condition, and consequently are nuis-

ances to those confined in them and to the pub-

lic outside. In ono, the dead body of a soldier
was suffered to remain in tho cellar for four
days, and was only removed then after tho odor
had become so offensive as to drive nearly all
the nurses from tho building. Amputated
limbs have, in one or two instances, been found
in the back yards, in a state of offensive decay,
while scarcely any attention was paid to the
sanitary condition of the premises.

An effort is being made by some of the citi
zens to obtain the of the city au
thoritios for tho purpose of keeping tho hospitals
in good condition. This duty is really incum
bent npon the military authorities, and should
be mads independent of the aid of citizens, who
have already done well, and, from appearances,
do not seem to mind how much is thrown upon
their shoulders. To some extent, tho real work-
ing men under tho orders of the military au
thorities, have exerted themselves successfully,
but thero has as yet been nothing like a general,
continued and systematic course pursned in re-

lation to this all important subject. Thero are
drones in this military hive that need stirring up.

Gen. Mitchell nut the Charges ?ainei
Him.

From the Cincinnati Commercial. 17th.

There i3 a groat deal said all ovor the country
about tho somewhat vague publication of charges
ges made against Gen. Mitchell, and thero 13 a
genoral demand for specifications. As we hap-
pen to be pretty well informed about those
points, wo presume it is our duty to mike
known definitely what ths charges against Gen
Mitcholl are. He is accused of speculations in
cotton. It is alleged that he granted special
iacuities to a certain cotton bnver. in the way
of guards and government wagons, and that
this individual was detected in passing counter-
feit and bogus money uponthe people, and being
arrested for it, was summarily discharged by
ordar ot the general. We have seen in tho
hands of Col. Norton, of the 21st Ohio, docu
monts on this point, which, if genuine and he
assured us tuey were would ba exceedingly
diihcult to explain. It is not charged that Gen.
Mitchel had anything to do iu tho way of
Bhoving bogus money upon tho poople, but
many of his officers do believo that ha was inter
estod in tho cotton business, and used his official
position for speculative purposes. Whilo we
desire distinctly to disclaim any personal knowl-
edge or responsibility as to the justice of these
charges, wo leel bound to state that we enow
more thau one prominent officer who has served
under Gen. Mitchell, who is firmly persuaded of
its truth.

The panic which at ono limo prevailed in Gan.
Mitchel's department about being cut off by
tho right wiog of tho rebel army at Uennth, is
charged to the general, and wo3 wholly a gra-
tuitous and a discreditable affair. There wa3
no reason to suppose that Bjauregard, with his
hands full, as they were at Corinth, could reach
aronnd beyond tho breaks in the Charleston
road made by Gan. bherman, and strite un.

.Mitchel. But iust after one hundred thousand
rations were sent by Gsn. Haileck for the sub
sistence ot Col. Turchm's brigade at l uscumbia
a party of guerrillas made a clatter in that
quarter, and Turchin was ordered to fall back
in hot haste, which he did, destroying three-fourth- s

of the one hundred thousand rations
sent him by Gen. Halleck. The next thingwas
tho destruction ot tbe great bridge across the
tho Tennessee river noar Dscatur a most un-
wise proceeding, uncalled for by any exigency,
and which has seriously embarrassed our mili-
tary operations in tho far Scuth. Since the man
who was trimming a tree sawed off the limb
upon which he wa3 sitting, betwixt himself and
tho trtfuk, the case has not been rnoro thorough-
ly paralleled than by Gen. Mitchel in burning
the Decatur bridge, by which he communicated
with the commanding general of his depart-
ment.

The panic-lik- e retreat from Athens, Ala., was,
likewise, a grave mistake. A force of rwbel cav-
alry, said to have been precisely ono hundred
and four in number, crcsied the Tennessee river,
and were magnified into a vast host by an "in-
telligent contraband," who is believed to have
been manipulated by th rebels for the occasion.

.The constquenco Was a precipitate retreat from.
Athens made by Turchin's brigade, which re-

sulted in a considerable destruction of govern
ment property. Wo once suppressed a letter-- ,

from a correspondent about that affair, as we4

thought tbo account incredible. We have since
been informed that it was strictly true. The
retreat wa3 mtde by order of Gan. Mitchel. It
was when Colonel Turchin returned to Athens
that he pormitted his soldiers to pillago the
town. The fact that ho had flod from the town
in a fright was certainly no reason why he
should allow the people 10 be robbed and

his return. Tha sacking of Athens
was the most shameful affiir of the war. Sol-
diers of Turchin's brigade were then nnd thero
guilty ef outrages unfit to ba named. Gen.
Mitchel, for the sake of discipline in his
army, should have brought them to punishment
He did nothing of "tho sort and this is what
some persons, whose perception of facts are not
very aeute, stylo "making war vigo.ously."

The advance npon Chattanooga was about as
purposely and imbecile an affair as the retreat
from Tuscumbia and Athens,, and the destruc-
tion of the Decatur bridge. .Ths force sent on
the Ch&tianooga expedition was utterly inade-
quate to take or to hold the place, and if it had
been competent in other respects was unable to
cross the Tennessee river. The retreat in this
c.i3e was about as rapid A3 the advance, and the
result was a premature display of loyalty by a
few East Tennesseoans, who'were immediately
set upon by thoir traitor neighbors when our
forces retired.

Gen. Mitcho,-- 8 measures for the suppression
of guerrilla warfare are also complained of. It
is stated that wherever, along the line of the
railroad, his trains have been fired into, ho has
burned houses indiscriminately, and to an ex-

tent that is astonishing. It also appears that
this vigorous policy has not decreased the num-
ber of marauders, btrt rather tho reverse. How-
ever, we imagine Geu.Mitchel has littlo to appre-
hend from public wrath or official displeasure,
because he has desolated tho neighborhoods
where guerrillas havo beaa harbored, and have
carried on their barbarous system of warfare.
At the samo time, if the representations made
to us arc true, he deserves censure for his waut
of discrimination and his hot hasto to take ven-
geance in placesjwhero trains had been peppered
by tho shot-gun-s of tha butternuts. He was
master of the country, and could havo h'ai an
investigation into all acts of outrages, and '

might have inflicted punishment in a more regu-
lar, impressive and useful stylo.

The deportment of Gen. Mitchel toward the
inhabitants of Huntsville i3 said to havo been
marked at times by remarkable demonstrations
of personal eccentricity. We are informed that
he would make his appearance on tho .public
square, with a most auttere countenance, and
discovering a group of the malo inhabitants
talking nr nlaving marble3, that he would ges
ticulate in the most imposing manner, and cry
out with au awful voice, " traitors, out of my
sight!" "rats, to your holes!" etc., so that
thfcpoor butternuts did not know whether to be
the moat amazaa or aiarmea.

The Taking of Itlnrfreoboro'.
From the 'Atlanta Southarn Confederacy, Jaly 19th.

We learn, from a reliable source, that Col.
Forrest, with 2000 cavalry, made a dash into
Murfreesboro' last Sunday morning aoout five
o'clock. A battle with the enemy stationed
there, about 1800 strong, ensued, lastingaabout
five hours. Over one hundred Yankees, wore
killed, and a large number captured. Our loss
does not exceed twenty-fiv- e killed and but few
wounded. Forrest captured 300 mules, 1G5
horses, G5 road wagons laden with commissary
stores, and a battery of four brass pieces, with
caissons. He burnt three locomotives with
freight trains attached, filled with commissary
and other stores, and burnt tho depot building,
which was full of stores. Tho gallant colonei
was paroling the captured men on Monday
morning, but retaining tho officers one of
whom was Brigadier-Gener- al Crittenden, son of
the " old man elephant."

and distinguished themselves for 'their gallant
bearing. Major Whaley, of hi. regiment, with
tb.4 men under hi3 immediate command, charged
and took the battery.
