A very line soldier he is ot the church
militant, but he will find it difficult to convince
Banks & Co., that they really did whip Jack
son, and the unblushing, effrontery with which
he makes tho wholesale statement that tho
Union army 1ms " never suffered a defeat daring
the whole war," onfy shows that the devil has
entered into his heart, transforming the divine
unto himself.

That
denials of these gratifications is cause of nnhap
piness, anu proves that the saaial state in which
they occur has so far failed of its purpose

He admits that every society of which we
have any knowledge deprives, to a considerable
extent, a largo proportion of its members from
the enjoyment supposed necessary to their hap
piness ; that they arc compelled to straggle with
physical necessities, and political and social op
pressions of one kind and another for their
whole lives ; that by tho burden of supporting
their existence, they are, substantially, excluded
from all participation in the more elevated and
elevating enjoyments of whieh onr nature is sus
cepttble ; that the great mass of them cannot
be presumed to have an idea of life; that they
are forever possessed by their material wants ;

that their minds are engrossed by day and night
in season and out of season in devising ways

and means of satisfying the long procession of
the appetites, a3 they approach, day after day,
to enforce their uncompromising demands ; that
in this incessant search after the means of living,
they have been forced to forget the ends of life

Reasoning from tho premises thnslaid down.
be exclaims, "How then is" it possible for them
to experience the emotions whtcu spring from
pure taste and from elevated sentiments .' The
inexorable constraints of their position must cut
them on, to a great degree, lrom all this rancre
ot pleasure; anu tneir Aesthetic susceptibilities,
trom wiucb all the purest and most precious on
joyments of our nature spring, must die out of

fOT to secure the opposite is tho great purpose of
civil society.

The purpose of these articles is to tako issue
with tho fourth proposition as elucidated by the
remarks which follow the above, and to under- -

tako to show that its whole theory is upon an
idea, mat the Ail-wis- e in lormiug different races
of men with different mental, moral and physi
cal structures, ranging to an almost unlimited
extent in their susceptibilities and capacities has
erred, and that it is possible for man to amend
and improver the creator's work by making all
men equal. As opposer of this theory of puri
tsnical blasphemy we propound, that God in
creating different races of men designed each to
fill its particular sphere of duties, and endowed
tltem with capacities, susceptibilities and physff
eal conformation accordingly.

In looking over the animal creation we 9
that God created different races of animals, with
different susceptibilities some keen, and quiv
ering to the slightest touch, some dull and
stolid. We notice, too, that He has permitted
different races of men as tho Caucasian or
European, the Mongrel or Asiatic, the Ameri-

can or Indian varying in their physical forma
tion of body, limbs and head; of color, skin
and hair; of tissue of hones and muscle, and in
other minor matters not necessary to revert to.

History and philosophers give evidence that
these races have ..different moral and spiritual
natures, and difNrent grades even of physical
susceptibilities ; some with keen appreciations
of and longing for a higher condition, allying
them as it wore with the angels; (and among
the angels, we are taught, by inspiration, tbero

aro ranks and grades,) others, lower in the
scale, without such aspirations, or in grosser
form : one race aspires even to spiritual eleva
tion; another mostly and olten merely to physi
cal comforts. One race He,has paced above
the other, as of old He placed the Patriarchs as
masters, having fitted them for command; an
other He placed as "hewers of wood and draw-

ers of water." It is this God-ordain- rektion
of races, when brought together, that fanatic

relormers would change ; ana, ior a time past,
nations hare been carried away by tho false

idea, and have beon crazed wilh the iallacy.

THE BATTjOE OF SEVjEW PINES.
General John$tottU OBitiat SXrport.

Richmond, June 24, 1&2.
Gen. S Cooper, Adjutant and Iupector General :

Sm : Before the 30th May I bad ascertained
from trusty seouta that Keyes' corps was en-
camped on this side of the Chickaherainy, near
the Williamsburg road. On that dayfclaj.-Ge- n.

D. H. Hill reported a strong bodyrarnediately
in his front. On receiving this report I detor-termin-

to attack them next merninr; hoping
to he able to defeat Keyes' corps completely in
its more advanced position before it could be re-

inforced. Written orders were dispatched to
Maj.-aen- s. Hill, Huger and G. W. Smith Gen.
Longstreet, being near my headqnarters, redved
verbal instructions. The receipt of the orders
was acknowledged. Gen. Hill, supported by the
division ol Uen. ijongstreet (who nan the di
rection of operations on the right) was to ad-
vance by the Williamsburg road to attack the
enemy in front ; Gen. linger, with his division,
was to move down the Uliirles Uity road, la or
der to attack in flank the troops who might be
engaged with Hill and Longstreet, unless he
found in his front force enough to occupy his
division. Gen. Smith was to march to the j auc-
tion of the New Bridge road and tho Nine Mile
road, to be in readiness either to ion on Keyes
right flank, or to cover Lonirstreet's left. They
were To move at daybreak. Heavy and pro-
tracted rains during the afternoon anil night, by
swelling the stream of the Cbickabominy, in-

creased the probability of oar liavinc to deal
with no oilier troops than those of Keyes'. The
same cause prevented the prompt and pom
movement of the troops. Those of Smith,
and Longstreet were in position early enongh,
however, to commence operatiouM by eight
o ciocfc, A. IK.

Major General Longstreet, unwilling to auke
a partial attack instead of the combined move
ment which had been planned, waited fiom hoar
to hour tor Uen. linger a uiviMon. At length
at .io ciock, r. m., he determined to a)
wnuouc ttiose troops, lie accordtnirir com
menced his advance at that hour, opening the
eegageraent with artillery and akirmishem. lly
3 o'clock it became close and heavy.
