MEMPHIS INTELLIGENCE.

The bourd of aldermen met on the 27th; pres-
snt—Hon. John Park, mayor, Chalrmau John-
gon, Aldermen Merrill, Morgan, Amis, Ogden,
Wunderman, Huvey, Melocrow, Tighe, Bowen,
Drew, Muolholland, Hull, Gager and Honghold.

A guorum being snnounced, the chairman
took Lis seat and called the board to order, when
the following communication from Gen, Sher-
man was read snd orderad fled :

HEaquaurers Firta IIvIsiow, §
MENFuLs, Tenn., July 27, 1862, §
Joha Park, Exy, Mayor of Mowphis;

Bue: Yours of July 24th is belfore me, and has
recived, as sll similar pupors ever will, my care-
ful and most respectfol considerntion. [ have
the most uobounded respect for the civil courts
and athorities, and shall do all in my powor to
rostora them to their prdper use, viz : the protee-
tion of life, lberty and property. Unforlunately,
at this time civil war prevails in the isnd, and
nacessurily the military, for the timeheing, must
be superior to the civil authority, but does not
thereiore destroy it. Civil conrts and execative
afficers sbould exint and perform duties, will-
out which civil bodies would soou pais into'dis-
respect, an end to be avoided. I am glad to find
in .tr:mphia yourself and monicipal suthorities
not only in existenca but in the exercise of your
important functions, and I shall endesvor to
susisin ous or more civil tribunals for the arbi-
trament of contracts and the punishment of
orime, which the military suthorities have
peither time or inclination o jateriere with,

Ameong thosd first in importance is the main-
tainment of order, peaco sud quiot within the
jurisdiction of Memphis. To insure this I will
keep a siropg provost guard in ihe city, bat will
limit their duly to the gusrding of public prop-
erty bold or clsimed by the United Stutes, and
for thie srrest and conhnement ot State prisoncrs
aid soldiers who are disorderly or improperly
away from their regiments. This guard ought not
to nrrest citivens for disorder or common erimes,
this shounld be done by the ecity polico. 1 un-
dersiand that the city police is too weak in -
bers to accomplish this perfectly, and 1 therefore
recomumend that the city council at ofice take
steps to increass this foree to a number which |
in their judgment, day and wight, can enforee
your ordinhnces as 1o pesce, quiet and order, 5o
that any change in our militery dispositions will |
pot have a tendency to leave your people nn-
guarded. I am willing to iustruct my provest
guard to assist the police foree when any eom-
bination is made too sureng for them to over- |
come, but the city police should be strong |
enough for apy probable contingency. The cost
of maintsining this police furce, pecessarily |
must fall upon all citizens equilably,

I am not willing, nor do I think it good policy
for the city sulhorities to collect ths taxes be-
longing to the Stale aud couniy, as you recom- |
mend, for these would have lo be refunded. |
Bsttor meet tle expenscs at once by a new iax |
on all interested. “Therators, if you, on consul-
tation W the proper mumicipal body, will
frama & good bill for the increase of your police |
force, and for raising the necessary means for |
their support and maintonanes, 1 will spprove |
it, and ard you in the collection of the tax.

FPlanters toll us that Commodore Davia slop-
peid at the plantation of W. Haws Huarris, Esq.,
above Milliken's Bend, on his way up the river,
and while there be remarked that they wonld
fet the Vicksburgers alons until the cool
wealher setin this coming fall, when he wanld |
retnrn with a foree sufficient to capturo the

We shonld lose no time in culting the timber

Weo also think that balterios should be plantad
both below and above the city—say at Grand
Gulf, Fort Adams and Ellis' Chffs, below, and
at some Lwo or three eligible points on the river
above, so that Vicksburg will not be made a re-
ceptacle for every shot and shell the onemy, if
he returas, soes bt to hrow into it.

Hsx-
collent roads extend from about Haazlehurst, on
the New Orleans avd Jackson railvoad, to this
place, snd we believe there is n railroad in ope-
ration from the river to Clinton, La. The cliffs
at Port Hudson are very kigh, and can be easily
fortifisd.

It is 1o be ohserved that the firat greal law of
pature, the right of sclf-defemas, is inborent in
communities sa well as iodividesls, No lew
condemns the individus! who slays the robber
or the assnssin ; and no just lsw can condemn a
commuuity for nsivg all its power to resist the
invaders aud drive him from their seil.
The exeroise of this right, so nuiverselly re-
cognized, bacomes an imperative duty when the
fuvader, ns hias been the case with the Federal
troop4 in this district, digregards those rules of
wrurfare recognized and respected by all civilized
nations, and sdopts thst code which bas hereto-
fore been confined to the redssl savages.
‘I'he proof of this, is unfortwnslely too sbis
dant in the vicinity of Bston Rougs. It is at-
tested by helpless women and children fying
from their burning homes; by the desolation o!
plantations, by the plunder of private properiy,
and the wanton destinetion of growing eropa.
Such ncts are crimes sgaitist humauity, and jus-
tify all men in taking up arms agained their per-
poirators. .

The independence of nations has razely boesn
