In
military organizations tbe Polish lancers, the
rieiich zouaves and iSnhsh co ps ot scouts and
guides in the late East Iudiau war, nre cases in
point The Confederate States, claim aud bave
exercised this undoubted right. Tho formation
of companies, battalions and regiments of par-
tisan rangers has been specially authorized by
an act of Congress. The officers of this corps
are commissioned ; the men are regularly mus-
tered into service, receive pay, rations and
equipments from tbe gove'rnmeut, and are enti-
tled to tbe same privileges and governed by the
same regulations as all other troops in the Con-
federate service. It is not perceived, therefore,
what pretext can be offered by the enemy fi.r
subjecting the membefs of this corps to a differ-
ent treatment from that extended to other pris-
oners of war, certainly no such distinction can
be recognized or tolerated by us. The govern-
ment having called these men into service is
bound by every obligation of good faith to pro-
tect tbem to the extent of its power. And if
found necessary for their protection, as well as
for that cf numerous m armed citizens who have
been subjVcied to outrages unparalleled in civ-
ilised warfare, will not hesitate, I feel constrain
ed to declare, to resort to retaliation, even to the
extent sanctioned by the Jewish law " an eyo
for an eye, a tooth for a tooth, and life for life."

I await an answer containing an explicit de-

claration of the intentions of the United States
government respecting these prisonors.

The Queen came out of the rain of lead as best
she could, and when she returned to her anchor-
age, Commodore Davis is reported to have said
that the reason he did not remain with his boats
and cover the retreat, was that ho nover expected
to see the boat return, and ,had forgotten that
part of ibe agreement.

Strange to say the only casualty on tho Quoen
was .ono man injured in tho hand by a liyiug
splinter.

The gunboat Essex, which made such good
time down the river, had a man killed aboard of
Ler, and two or three wounded.

It is said that the reason Commodore Farras
gut didn t render more assistance uasjhat he
couldn t get his boats under way in timo.

Altogether the whole affair seems to have been
well planned and most bungliugly executed, but
whether irom want ot proper understanding or
proper remains to be seen.
