to pieces. They sncceeded in getting nearly

opposite Port Hudson, where they were, my in-

formant thistks, overtaken by the enemy's
horse, the gunboats also pursuing. It is believed
that Lieut II. K. Stevens and most of the men,
and some few officers must have been made pris
oners, .sight men and tbre lieutenants .got
over with tbe pilot at Port nadsou. I fear that
a strict pursuit will be made by the enemy on
both sides ot tne nver after my unfortunates.
Th-- engines totally gave way the vessel did
not run ashore in a fog, but would have accomp-
lished the required work but for defects in the
machinery which no one on board could romedy
or guard against (of these defects I was aware
and ever iu fear, though no one could think
that tbey would so soon have ruined every-
thing)

Lot me say one word of comfort for tbe guer
rillas on this side. My poor men unarmed and
seeking foed and protection, approached a camp
ot uonivdeiatc guerrillas, near wnere iney land-

Stephens was seriously
burned by a grenade, wiin wrncn ne nrea me
ship. As I knew would be proved, ho and the
officers behaved well. I send this back to night
by one of Ihe dragoons whom Gen. Kuggles
sent witii me.

No further dispatches were received up to a

Texans deserting.
On Saturday night who had been

He
estimated, irom enquiry and observation, tbe
troops under Hindman at between five and eigbt
thousand. He raiates that last week three regi
ments of Hindman's conscript Texas troops, oh
tbeir match from Duvalt's Bluff for Little Rock,
deserted en masse, and took up tbeir march for
Texas. Four regiments were sent after them to
bring them back, but they joined the dissatisfied
conscripts, and tbe seven regiments made off in
a body. If this account be entirely correct, it
gives uo very high opinion of the system of fore
ing men into tbe army.

NEGRO MERCHANTS.

Many planters who are wilting aad anxious to
sell their cotton, dare not do so on account of
threats of hanging, and of the burning of their
homes by guerrillas. These lawless patties ate
driving many families from their homes, for no
Other offense than having sold their cotton, or
for having been to Memphis to purchase sup
plies, and, while here, taking the oath, without
which tbev could, not be allowed to carry their
purchases outside tbe city. Five or six families
so driven off and deprived ofall tbey owned, ar-

rived at our landing yesterday, on one boat.
There is one party of guerrillas, consisting of
not more than twenty men, who are well armed
aud very active, who keep the whole of tbe
neighborhood of Council Bend in a state of ter-
ror. Those who sell cotton, and those who come
into Memphis nnd take tbo oath, they declare
they will Kill, or burn all tne property tbey pos
sess.

The Call for More Bleu.
The Northern papers aro fillod with appeals

for more mat. Tho New York Post publishes
the following extraet from a private letter writ
ten from McCleJlsn's army :

Send m troops The-Nort- h has too much talk
about it Four weeks have passed since the call
has been made, and not s regiment yet from
New York or elsewhere, bat Vermont It is
silly fjr us to talk about the available militia
force of two million live nootireu thousand, men,
when tbe North could not spare ns a paltry
thirty thousand to take Richmond.

We will have another tough time ot it ; for
we have few more troops than we imd wben we
arrived, and the enemy is constantly reinforced
through b superior system of drafting. They
can get more troops in a week than we can get
in a month. Let us for once have some common
sense the phytiqut of the Southern troops is
quits as good as euw and their Napoleonic
system ot promotion only by merit will make
tbeir army soon better than our own ; for we
can still aiford, it seems, to deal out in profusion
brigadierskips for our array to men utterly inca-
pable, and universally known to be so. It is
nothing less than murder.

Our corps is hardly lit to go into a bgnt, bar
ing suffered three and a half times more than
Franklin's, which is the next largest loser. I
may say our brigade suffered most. Indeed, at
review, our whole regiment, tbe other day,
looked small we having only two hundred and
fifty men fit to fight; and few officers. I am
anxious to see this rebellion put down, but the
North will not, cannot succeed unless it works
with all tbe energy and mojtns in its power.
This is- no small foe, and", I can assure yen, will
soon be our equal, if not superior, in drill aud
discipline; from the manner of selecting officers,
tbe two systems cannot bo compared, and. ba
has more men.

We are going to work ia New York as though
we wanted an army next spring. We want at
least 500,000 men y to" put down tbe rebel-
lion,, and 300,000 more in six months from now,
if by that time the rebellion is not crushed. We
want to keep our troops up to the standard end
to keep: our regiments full constantly, and not to
allow them to sink down to two hundred oi three
hundred men.

Yankee Oatraaje iu North Alnbama.

A correspondent of the Mobile Regitttr, writ1

ing from Goateraville oil the 30th nit, say:
On Monday night last, a regiment of Yankees,

with four pieced' of artillery sad a company of
cavaQy, appeared on IBS opposite side ot tbe
nver and made their preparations silently for
shelling this place. Tbey have threatened for
seme time to bars the place, but tbey delayed it
so long that we people Bad come to tbe conclu-
sion that tbey would set do so. On Tuesday
morning tbey were discovered with their cannon
ready, and goon they commenced tbeir diaboli-
cal purpose of reducing this place. The four
Alabama eompames in tae cavalry regiment,
lately commanded by Col. Forrest, were in
earnp near Mm place, and were on too alert
wstelling the enemy, aad squads were on tbe
rivers to prevent tbe enemy rfcrn crossing.
About 7 o'clock the artillery opened, and tbey
continued to throw shot aad shell throughout
tbe day. Tbey opened first on a number of
bouses occupied by .very poor families on the
tbe bank of the river ; all which they burned.
Tbey gave no intimttion of tbeir intention no
warning Go ne women and children to leave
but threw their death-dealin- g missiles into the
town, endangering the lives of these inoffensive
persons, who escaped to the woods as soon as
possible. It was a sorrowful sight to see them
running in every direction, with nothing save
what tbey had ou, compelled to leave in such
haste that they could bring nothing away with
them. None of the booses in town were de-

stroyed, but a number were struck by the shells,
which, fortunately, passed through without
bursting.

Many shells were fired at our cavalry, but nat
one was injured, although narrow escapes were
made. I regret to say that two citizens were
kilted Mrs. Raybnrn, tbe estimable wife of my
friend, Cspt. S. K-- Rayburn, and Mr. Henry
Clay McNairy, son of Dr. McNriry, of Nashville.
Tenn. and Mr. Benjamin Matthews, of this
county, was seriously wounded, all by the same
shell. When the shelling commenced th-- left
town, but abont 13 o'clock the firing ceased.
when they returned for the purpose of getting
away some valuables. It was a heart-rendin-

occurrence, and has filled many hearts with sor-
row. Mrs. Rayburn was a most estimable lady
and was beloved by ali who knew her. I have
known Mr. MeNairy long and well, and ever
found hint a gentleman in every sense of the
word. He was very warm in his attachmebts,
and ww one of the most affectionate sons 1 ever
saw. He was traveling in company with his
aged mother, endeavoring to reach Nashville,
aud was compelled to stop here on account of no
ene being allowed to cross tbe river. Sbe is
now here, and is almost heart broken by the sad
occurrence.

The shelling of Guntersvilie by the Yankees,
without giving warning to the women, was the
most fiendish act of the war, and' ought to eon-sig-n

I knew the commander of tbe expedition, that I
might give bis name, to be detested by all honor- -
able people.

hundreds of them flacked into town, with tbeir
guns upon their shoulders. Had the cowardly
wretekes crossed tbe river, not one of them
would have escaped sliver Old men, young
men and boys were here, and they would have
done good service.

share with it the dangers of tbe war. Sorely
we arming or patriotic negroes coma not be in-
augurated under fairer auspices. We humbly
submit, however, that tbe success of this regi
ment win oe no test ot tD' military capacity of
the negro race. It was a favorite saying of
Phillip of Macedon, that an army of stags with
a lion for their general is better than as army of
lions led by a stag.

We do not suppose Uov. bnrague has any de
sign ot putting the President between the sham
borne of a dilemma; but even if he has, the
President must not give the bowlers the advan
tage tbey would get over bun by bis refusal to
aoeept the services of this regiment If he
deems tbe arming of blacks impolitic, his action
m this exceptional case can have no binding
force as a precedent; Possibly other cases may
arise which it may be expedient also to decide
on their separate merits, though none are likely
ta bo presented that have such undeniable
claims to be considered opart from, and irrespec-
tive of, any general nil. Tho thing to be con
sidered in this case is not so much whether a
black regiment is tho eqoivaieut of a white one
in making up tae qnota of Kaode island as
whether important services shall Teceive suita-
ble recognition, aad the governor of a State sec-
ond to none in patriotic ardor be treated with
courtesy. Not accepted, this regiment would
be to the negropbirigts a sort of lever of Archime-
des, or, in farmer's phrase, a crowbar under the
President; accepted, it becomes merely a curious
and picturesque incident of the war, but other-
wise of little account. With oar abundant ma-
terial for white soldiers, the tact that negroes
can fight, no matter bow well established, is
like the discovery, that a ton acre swamp can be
made productive to the owner of an Illinois
prairie.

Lincoln aa Described by Seward.
Chas. Francis Adams was sent bv Mr. Lin

coln, as bis minister, to Great Britain. Under
date ef April 10. 1661. Mr. Seward, as Seeretarv
of State, addressed Mr. Adorns a long bitter of
instructions, a copy of which we have before us
in a United States official publication. The
troubles in this country formed the almost

sabject of tha letter ; and President Lin-
coln's views were btrirelv unfolded for the benefit
of Mr. Adams, and! tbroagfa him of the British
government. Jb rom this letter we take the fol- -

iOwmg extract :

For these reasons f too President)
would not be disposed to reject a cardinal doc-
trine of (tbe Southern leaders,) namely, that the
Federal government would not reduce the se-

ceding States to obedience by conquest, even
althongh he were disposed to question that
propoaitiott. But, in fact, the President willingly
accepts it as-tnt- Only an imperial or despotic
government could subjugate thoroughly disaf-
fected aad insurrectionary members of the State.
This Federal republican system of ours is, of all
forms of government, the very ono which is
most unfitted for sneh labor." '

It is hence seen, oa this high authority, says
the Richmond Enquirer, that Lincoln, in bis at-

tempt te conquer aad subjugate the Southern
States, is not only trampling upon the Constitu-
tion of his country, in point of fact, bat accord-
ing' to kis own understanding of it. He had
thos to bbuken his seal with wilful perjury, be-

fore he could faajeome oar present enemy. Hav-
ing entered upon a work which Seward justly
says is fitted only to an imperial or despotic
government, he prosecutes it as only a malig-
nant despot con Id , CkHesto Courier.

Such aa act of
unmitigated theft wQl excite the contempt of
every honorable soldier to whose knowledge it
may come.

Our sick sntrsred terribly at Fort Delaware ;
few that entered tbe ed hospital ever re-

tained. Many, very many, died under the cru-
elties and hardship inflicted upon them.

When tbe time for exchange came, and tha
season of cruelty was about to end, it waa
dragged oat to its fall limit even upon i3e boats
that conveyed oar prisoners to Aikens' Landing.
One thoasand men were crowded on a small
boat, with uncooked rations, and with no fresh
water. Many died on the passage from suffoca-
tion, neglect and want.

We bave been shown a ration, brought by air.
Oden, and weighed upon a United States letter
scale. The meat (pork) weighed one ounce, tha
bread three and a half ounces together four and
a half ounces for a soldier a day.
