MoitRlSTOWN, August b. Tho enemy has
been met and defeated in fact routed ; but it

TheJuth Ohio was tho only
regiment tuat ie:t in any manner appertaining to
good order. As usual, they loft a good portion
of their dead on onr hands, taking seven cr
eight wagon off previous to thoir dofeat.

We have net captured any artillery, as an-
nounced, neither did the 3rd Tennesseo regiment
lose 109 meu in killed and wounded as reported,
but they fought gallantly, and I havo beau told
that had tbey been supported, would have taken
the enemy's guns in a charge mado by them.
Captain Corput's battery did fine execution, and
poured the shot and shell iuto their disordered
colnmu as they put out in double-quic- k for the
Gap. Forty prisoners were captured, a good
many stand of arms; and some commissary
stores. Lieutenant-Colone- l Gordon of the 11th
Tennessee regiment (Colonel Rains,) was cap-
tured by tbe enemy.

I cannot call this a battle, as it dees not come
up to my idea of what n battle ; I denominate
it moro like a heavy skirmish. I have asked as
high as fifty persons what our losses are, and
atter putting myself to the trouble of comparing
all statements, I strike a balance of 9 killed and
30 or 40 wounded.

The loss of the enemy is variously estimated
at from fifty to one hundred aud fifty In killed
and wounded. It was a brilliant affeir, and re
flects great credit upon our arms. It has come
like a thunderbolt on the Unionists in this sec-
tion, who were making their boasts of soon shak-
ing hands with their Federal friends. It has re-

lieved a large section of country from the depre-
dations of a ravaging foe. The boasted throat
that thk railroad would'soon be in their bands,
coupled with the congratulatory promise of Andy
Johnson to dine with his tory friends, is all ex-

ploded now, and pray " where now is heard the
Scream of Montgomery's eagle ."'

The Federals tied to the Gap, and our forces
now occupy Tazewell. They hove advanced in
a few da) s, over twenty miles in tho enemy's
front, and I should not be surprised if this affair,
small as it appears to be, will cause Gen. Morean
to leave Tennessee, and let bis hoped for junc-
tion with Buell go by the hoard.

Tho longest war recorded in history, If not'
.tho most destructive and important, was that
waged for & hundred and eighty-tw- o years
against their Spanish invaders by an Indian
tribe, or rather nation, called the Araucaniaiig ;

occupying tho southeastern part ot South Amer-
ica. In a recent Chilian work now before us,
we find a sketch of this obstinate ttrocrele. from
which we gather lbs following facts

In the year 1540, ike celebrated Pizrro having
made himself master of Peru, sent Pedro de
Valdivia, one of his most able civil and military
followers, to make tbe conquest of Chili, who,
at tho head of 150 Spaniards and, a body of Pe-
ruvian auxiliaries, jenetrntod into the heart of
thecountry, conquuring the brave Araueanians.
in numerous battteti, and finally in a great plain
in wnicn noiouna tno nuts ot 20,000 Indians,
laying in 1541 the foundation of Santiago, tbe
present capital of the republic. lie also foun-
ded another important city, to which he gavo
his own name. After nine years' fighting he
mado himself master of all the northern part of
Chili, which ho divided among his soldiers.. In
the midst of his brilliant triumph .43 he thought
them, a grand revurse, aud death itself awaited
him for in 1552 Caupolicon, the great Arauca-uia- n

chief, won a signal victory over him, taking
him prisoner and putting him to death. A he-

roic Araucsniim youth named Lautaro com-
manded tho native forces in this battle, and after-
ward conducted them from victory to victory,
till, being surprise i in his camp, he was taken
prisoner and shot with arrows, with all his party.

The
only epic of the South American continent k
tho " Araucana, " some of which he wrote on
tho bark of trees, in which he described the
country, tho Amucanians, and tbe feats of the
military expedition.
