Active and Successful Movementz of
General Morgan!

CAPTURE OF GEN, B. B, JOMNNON!
Nelvon Retreatiug Trom Nashsilie!

Monive, Avgust 25— 4 gpecial fo the Adver
tiser and Rogister, dated Kamxville, August 27,

One of General J. H. Morgan's men amrived
here to-day, from Hartsyille, Tennesasen, He
states that on the 19th Morgsn alvapced near
Gallatin, about twenty miles northwest of Nash-
ville, un the Nashvills and Louisville railroad,
and thers encountered a body of 300 Fadarals.

By rapid movements the izestie work on thu
railrosd at Saundersville wns bumed, sod their
| sutreat vut off. One busdred and twenty Yeu-
kees waore taken prisoners, sixty killed aud
wotnded, and forty citizons who were being
marched to Nashville as prisoners, waré rescuad,
aud 00 gtand of arms eaptured. - o

Onr loss was Adjatant Nilea and Lisutimant
J. A Smith killed snd three wonndod.

The same night Morgan aflvanced his force
to withia eight miles of Nashville, deatroying atl
{he bridges ou the roadl between Gallatin and
Nashvills, and Nasheille and Springheld, on
ths Henderson snd Nashville railrond

Onthe 20t Morgan returned to & point
pesr Gallatin, with a forea of only seven Lun-
drad men and sugaged twelve hundred of the
eneny under General Richard R. Johnson, for-
merly a lawyer of Paducsh, Kentucky.
