Our loss ia killed
and wounded was about one hundred and fifty.
The loss of Ihe enemy, he being oa tbe other
side of the river, remains unknown. Datisf;
tbe engagement, the enemy burnt the bridge
with snll and hot shot. On the retreat of the
enemy, Longstreet crossed the liver and made
pursuit.

Oar informant haviDsr been wounded mat be
fore tbe passage of the river was effected, retired
Iroffl tiie fieru. Uu to the time of ws arrival at
Rapidan Station, Sunday night, at dark, he could
still hear the booming of General Lougstreet's
cannon.

LATKR.

Since writing: the above re have received
gomn particulars ef the prt borne by tlte Wash-
ington artillery in the engagement oa Saturday.
This corps, on the left wine of Lonrstreet s
division, with nineteen guns engaged the enemy
with forty-fiv- e guns at the junction of Hazel and
Hodgeman's rivers, three miles east of tbe rail-

From tbe Richmond Dispatch.

The information received by us from the lines
of tbe Rappahannock is bo confused, and the
reports so conflicting, that it is with difficulty
that we are enabled to present anythtn; ap-
proaching an intelligible account of affairs in
that locality.

On Saturday a heavy artillery dueil tooK
piece at the junction of Iledgemau and Aestham
rivers, between nineteen guns of tbe Washing-
ton Artillery, Col. Walton commanding, and
about forty gus of the enemy. Tbe enemy
were driven across the Kappauaanock, at i;rc-ley'- s

Ford, and were in full retreat in the direc-

tion of Alexandria.
As our troops approached the railroad bridge

over tbe Rappahannock, tbe enemy commenced
shelling it with great fury, and finally succeed-
ed hi burning the structure. While the fight at
Berkeley's Ford was in progress, and after it
had terminated, heavy firing was heard on the
left, or in the direction of Warrenton, supposed
to ptoceed from some portion of our forces tbat
bad crossed higher up the stream.

We saw a letter, yesterday afternoon, irom a
membev of Cspt. Parker's artillery, dated

Camp on Rappahannock river, August 2 1st,"
which stated th&t &n order bad been received
from Gs. Jackson at Warrentoa to hurry up
the remainder of tbe army, and not to delay to
prepare provisions, as enough had been captured
at that point to feed the whole force for some-
time.

FURTHER FROM THE UPPER RAl'PAHAXXOOK.

From the Siehatoad Esqairer.J
The intelligence brought down by the train

from Gordonsville, on yesterday, adds to the in-

formation already received of the operations of
Gens. Jackson and Longstreet against the
enemy, on tbe lines of tbe Upper Rappahannock.
The enemy's retreat was being couduetsd under
the cover of a strottg rear guard of infantry and
artillery. On Saturday morning tbe enemy
crossed tbe river, the rear guard giving battle,
after crossing to our forces under Gen. Jack-
son, who were iu close pursuit. The fighting
contiued nearly all day, our troops succeeding iu
crossing over about one o'clock, at which time
the result of tbe day's battle was decidedly iu
our favor. Daring the retreat of the enemy,
Geo. Stuart's cavalry made a succesiful tour
against the enemy's provision train, and is re-

ported to have captured one hundred wagons, a '

quartermaster and other prisoners, and about
$35,000 in specie. The railroad bridge over tbe
Rappahannock was destroyed by the enemy's
shell, but tbe turnpike bridge was aninjurd, and
was ef coarse of vast service in admitting of a
speedy pursuit by Jackson's forces. Ganeral
Longstreet crossed on Sunday.

About four hundred prisoners were taken in
Satuiday's fight, and the losses on both sides
were severe, the enemy suffering a very disas-
trous reverse, and portions of our army in the
beginning of the fight being subjected to a gall-
ing fire. It is reported thtt the 4th Georgia
brigade commenced a charge upon the enemy's
principal battery, half a mile off, and afUr ad-
vancing with heroic gallautry iu the face of the
fire to within a fevhundred yards of Undiscov-
ered that it was on the opposite side of tbe river.
They were compelled to retreat, there being no
means ef oroseine the river, and suffered se
verely.

One company of the Washington Artillery is
reported to have been serifculy cut up.

.Large numbers ot the enemy a dead anu
wounded, with many arms, fell into our hands.
The unhurt prisoners were started down on Sun
day for Richmond.

The enemy is endeavoring to reach tlte 1'oto- -

mac, but the pursuit by cur army is being con
ducted witli the determination to cut him on at
Manassas. General Jackson's headquarters
were on yesterday at Warrenton Springs, and
his division was advancing toward Manassas.
At present the indications are tbat 1'ope will be
forced baek upon Fredericksburg, if not cut off
entirely.

Thus it will be seen that within the space of
barely more than a week, Pope's grand army,
with all its reinforcements from McClelUn, 1ms
been forced to retreat more than fifty miles, suf--

lermg two successive defeats and losing im-
mensely in men, arms, stores, and ammunition.

The Tnnlice Gunboat Sumter.
Tho Mississippian publishes somo extracts

from the log-boo- k of the Yankee gunboat Sumter,

captured and destroyed by our forces at Bayou

Sara, from which wo take tho following :

"FinnT at BatoX Rouoe. Aurrust 5. This
day is one always to. bo remembered as one of
anxiety end excitement. At lour, .ai.,u
enemv. under Breckinridge, made the promised
attack uDon our forces on shore. I took my po
sition, and was ordered by Commodore Porter
to examine the nvor above lor gunDoais.
Steamed around the Point, but could sco noth
ing like a vessel of any kind. Returned to my
station and opened fire with shell upon tho
rebels. The tight at this time, hilf-pa-s t five, was
very fierce, both artillery and infantry being
hotly engaged. Received direction from time
to time from shore how to fire. Our troops fall-

ing back. Enemy burns up the camps of the 14th
Main regiment. I fired into the smoke and
drove tho enemy back. Large number of our
soldiers skulking under the rirer bank. Ordered
them away, threatening to fire into them.

Sixkixo of tiie Steamer Wiiiteman. It
is known to our readers that the United States
military forces at New Orleans made quite a stir
over the pretended body of Gen. Williams.

He affected to
think lirht of it, saving-- , " there was nothing in
the shape of a gunboat or ram on the river. ' I
did all I could with him, but to no end. Here 1
must remain in a crippled condition in crow and
engine Received two persons from the Essex
a3 prisoners, takeu from this placo. At five the

. r. . . . . 1 l I.e.stoeK ot tho ancaor parted, aua wo nogan unit
ing. Heave up the oncnor, out wormng on our
steambecameunmanigeabloaud drifted aground
under the bank of the town. Tried overy way
to cet off. but could not succeed. Sent a boat,
with Mr. Chess, to Baton Rougo for a steamer to
tow us off. Spent a restless night, as I was so
completely in the power of the enemy ; mado
ready for a fight both from shore and river. At
midnight vessel hard and fast.

August 15. I fully expected assistance this
morning cany, .tivarynoay is ieoiing ratuer
gloomy, for really there is a fair prospect of our
being taken prisoners of Avar. Captain Portr
must have received tha messtge frem Mr. Chess.
Anxiously have I been waiting all tho morning
smce daylight lor & steamer, but up to this, iu
a. M., lions is in sight.

A short timo cltsr the penning ot this, our
troops demanded & surrender. The Federals
asked for a short time to consider. Why they
were sllowod to " consider," wo are not able to
say, but they did "consider" until a steamer
hove in sight, when thoy precipitately abandoned
the bumter and made their escape. Tho gun-
boat was afterward burned, and thus ended its
history.

By the arrival of the steamer Fair Play lately
captured by the gunboat Benton at Milllken's
Band, we gather & few additional particulars,
which v.-- o subjoin :

The Fair Play bad emerged from Yazoo river,
aud made Vioksburg. Here aiie was loaded
with guns and ammunition, and left Vicksburg
on Monday night about 6 o'clock for Millikeu's
Bend. She reached that point about ill o'clocn
aud about threo hours afterward the gunboat
Benton came down arid was about anchoring
where the Fair Play lay, but on observing a
light, apparently on shore, a tug with twelve
man was seut to see from what it proceeded.
The tug was iu charge of Lieut, J. W. Atkin-
son, who soon discovered that it was1 a steamer,
and that the men on board was escaping from it
with all possible ksste. When ho got on board,
be found that every man had left it, without
firing a guu, extupt Qaartermaster Anthony,
who was taken prisoner. Tho arms and ammu
nition captured en board the Fair Play were as
follows :

1200 Enfield rifl's, English manufacture.
4'240 muskets, English manufacture.
21 boxes English accoutrements.
138 boxes English musket accoutrements.
31,000 round English cartridges.
34,000 round musket cartridges.
2500 round howitzer amunition.
The above wero marked for Gen. Holmes,

Gen. Hindmaa and Gen. Van Dorn. It is esti
mated that tho boat, arms and ammnuition cap-
tured aro worth fully $100,000. The Fair Play
passed up to Gairo yesterday with all tho cap-
tured plunder aboard.

Coniinir up the river, tho Fair Play reports
guerrillas all along the river bank, and scarcely
a day passed that they did not have some sort
of a fight. Thero was a brilliant engagement
at Bolivar, Miss., last Tuctday, in which twelve
of the guerrillas were killed. At Greenville,
there was another engagement, aud the guerril-
la were shelled out of sight.

Capt. Woods, of the 53th Ohio, went out a
short distance back of Millikeu's Band, on the
railroad, last weak, and burnt a Confederate de-

pot, containing a largo amount of government
prctluco and stores, lie also captured about isuu
shot guns, and sixty head of mules the latter
ho could not bring away with him.

List Monday tho mmboats Benton and
Mound City mado an exploration up Yuzoo
river, hud captured a Confederate battery, con-
sisting of six 32 pounders, ono and
two brass pieces, together with about tea thou
sand pounds of powder. Memphis Bulletin, 21).

We had a visit yesterday from a couple of sol
diers who left New Orloans on Wednesday last.
Two weeks before starting they commenced
fishing at tho lake and thus became acquainted
witn an tae lauKoe 6ontinols in that vicinity
On last Wednesday, havinp perfected tbeir ar
rangements for getting away without causing
the least suspicion, they came down to their
skiff as usual for tbe ostensible purpose of going
out on a piscatorial excursion, and rowed on
until they got across tho lake and aside cf our
lines. They confirm the report of the xajikees
having evacuated Baton Rouee aad going to
JettjrBOn City, two miles above New Of leant
There are barely enough soldiors in the city to
guard it. The ulght police aro ordered to hold
themselves in readiness for any emergency at a
moment's wsrniucr. Tha mortality amoug the
Yankees is vary great and three of them are
down with jellov? lover at the Uhanty Hospital.
The swamp opposite New Orleans is full of
Texas and Indian guerrillas, who very frequently
make a Yankee bite tho dust. Bsiug provided
with " Jaff. Thompson artillery," they run out
to the river aud fire into transports a3 they pass
along. The Empire Parish was so severely dam-
aged recently that transports aro afraid to ven
ture down the river at ail now. An Indian
chief with our guerrillas having hoard that But-
ler intended hinging the famous " Rid Bill No.
1," visited Butler under a flag of truce, and told
him if he executed that Southern man, niuety
Yankees whom he had in custody should be
swung up to the nearest tree.

iiatler is having all tho pig iron, and meta.
every description, removed from tho city. All
the arms are being taken from tho citizens, and
every tegro who informs upoa any white man
or woman having fire arms, is declared free by
Butler. After the battle of Baton Rouge eight
Confederate prisoners were brought to the city,
one of whom was barefooted. A gentleman
gave the man a pair of shoes, and upon the fact
beiag made known to Butler, he had this hu-
mane man sent to jail for six months. A mem-
ber of the 11th Indiana recirnent told our infor
mant that their loss at the battle of Baton Rouge,
iu killed, wounded, and missing, was at least
one thousand. It was reported in the city that
a fleet of Confederate gunboats were in the trulf,
and that Ship Island had bsen recaptured, also
that two Uonlederate gunboats were at tho South-
west Pas3 of tie .Mississippi river. Tho Fede-
ral fleet immediately s farted down tho river, leav
ing only two gunboats at New Orleans, but noth-
ing had beau heard from them up to Wedrlesday.
The free market ha3 been opened again for the
banent ot the wives and families ot the Conft-d-erst-

soldiers and those who have joined what
is called the first regiment of Louisiana infantry,
orranizad under Butler. The men are desertinp- -

as fast as they can get away, declaring that they
have seen enough of war, and will never fight
for " niggers."

Phelps recently tried tha " pluck " of his negro
regiment. An Indiana regiment was sent out
and ordered to load with blauk cartridges, aud
appear as rebel guerrillas, when he would send
his negro regiment out to attack them. Every
thrag was got in readiness, and the negroes guns
clandestinely loaded with blank cartridges also,
and started in pursuit of the supposed enemy.

Tho Ddla state? that eight ves-
sel are loading at Havana for Confederate ports,
and that they Lave tho stars and bars flying at
their mast-head- s.

A
raid along the valley is a favorite pastime of the
prayerfal partisan; who,besido, is under engage-
ments with tho inhabitants of the district to cel- -

SauBil Feet for Soldiers.
Mjor Winthrop's advice to volunteers on the

subject of proper care of the feet ought to be
pondered and remembered by new recruits. It
wnl be round m his article on the New lork
Seventh regiment, published in the Atlantic
Monthly for June, 1861, which we publish below
for the information of those concerned :

And let me say a word to my fellow-volunteer- s,

actual and prospective, in ull the armies
of the States.

A soldier needs, besides his soldierly drill,
1. Good feet.
2. A Good stomach.
3. And after these cornea the good head aad

the good heart.
But good feet are distinctly the first thing;

without them you cannot get to your duty. If
a comrade, or a horse, or a locomotive takes you
on its back to the field, you are useless there.
Aud wheu the field is lost you cannot retire, run
away, aud save your bacon.

Good shoes and plenty of walking make good
feet. A man who pretends to belong to an in-

fantry company ought always to keep himself
in training, so that any moment he can march
twenty or thirty miles without feeling a pang or
raising s. blister. Was this the case with even a
dcimatiou of the army who rushed to defend
Washington Were yea so trained, ray com-
rades of the Seventh ?

A captain of a company who will let his men
march with such shoes as I have seen on the
feet of some poor fellows in this war, ought to
be g.rroted with shoe strings, or at least com-
pelled to play Popo and wash the feet of the
whole army of tho Apostles of Liberty.

If you find a foot soldier lying beat out by
the roadside, desperate as a sea-sic- k man, five
to one his heels are too high, or bis shoes too
narrow or too thin, or his shoe is not made
straight on the inside, so that the great toe can
spread into its place as he treads.

I am an old walker over the Alps across tbe
water, and over Cordilleras, Sierras, Deserts,
and Prairies at home; I have done my near sixty
miles a day without discomfort aud speaking
from large experience, and with painful recollec-
tions of the suffering aud death I have known
for want of good feet on tho march, I say to
every volunteer :

Trust m Gou, but keep your shoes easy !

Counterfeit Treniiry Notes.

For ton days past there has been a painful
panic iu tbe money circles of this city, caused by
a flow upon the town of counterfeit twenty,
fifty and hundred dollar Confederate Treasury
notes, of superior desicn and finish. Thjse
notes found their way into tho brokers offices,
the banks, and even into the Confederate Treas-
ury itself. So serious has the evil become, that
the Treasurer has found it necessary, with a
view to the purgiDg ot our currency, to call in
all the notes ot the manufacture of Hoyer &,
Ludwig, of the denominations mentioned. The
Treasurer's advertisement will ba found in an-
other column. The spurious notes have beeu
traced to Atlanta, Ua , from which town, or its
neighborhood, they are believed to have issued.

The counterfeit notes are unlike the genuine
in miny respect), but chiefly in that they are of
much snperior workmanship. In every point of
difference they have the advantage ot noyer &
Ludwig's commodity. The figures of animals
are distinct, and the etchings elegant; and it is
matter of wonder that men who could execute
work so superior to that for which the Confed-
eracy is paying fortunes, should havo betaken
themselves to tho precarious and dangerous
business of counterfeiting.

Tbey have
destroyed by fire the greater part of the city of
Baton Roug9, and are packing up all the fine
furniture, etc, of the citiaens, and shipping to
their own families.
