THE LAAT GREAT VICTORY.

The whole conntry is clpotrified by the intelli-
gence of the great and signal victory schieved
on the 28th and 29th of last month by our
foress in Virginia. The details and particulars
are slow in reaching us, though we bave no
resson to doubt but that the result will prove as
favarable snd plorious to our esuse as the first
fashes of intelligence would seem to indicate.
Fodersl sccounts recsived verbally from Mem-
plis corroborste in the main our own accounts
from Richmond, sad testify to the completeness
of oor trimmph.

The dirth of information ss to thestrength snd
position of our forces previous 1o the engage-
ment, lesves us entiraly to conjecture and specu-
lation es to the numbers engaged, and we sre
necessarily foresd to wait with patience the de-
velopments that msy be sfforded us by later in-
telligoncs. Of ome or two things, bowever, ws
are well assured. MCOCLELLAN'S army, as well
us that of Pope, was greatly demoralised, dis-
heartened and low spirited, and eonsequently in
a puor condition to make s vigorous fight, and
hence we are the more readily inciined to yield
our belief to sand confidence in sn_overwhelmiog
victory by oor invineible forces.

This victery mast necessarily have s most
beneficia! inflasnce upon cur country snd our
eanse. Tt will inspire confidence in the bosoms
of the wavering, doubting and skepticsl, as to
our ultimais sucoeas, It will, moreaver, nerve
the arms and baoy the courage of our troops in
othar Seldy snd insure us other iriumphs, snd
tuay prove the barbingar of recognition by for-
eign powsrs, and the establishment of peace st
home.

Especially is the
latier to be commanded. It will embraca in the
Habilities of tha law 2 clasa of citizens, respec-
table so far s unmbers are cemcerned, who,
having sbandoned their local Labitations and
interests—temporarily ouly—hsve becoms mi-
gmstory or wandering patriots. They are fre-
quently beard giticising she acts or policy of
our generals, smong the sirangers whose society
they huve sought, but ere never found in the
ranks To escape the latter position they are
seifexiled. To sll such, and their name is le-
gioa, the new provision is addressed, and now
that they huve nu opportanity of joiuing the
sérvice voluntarily; no matter where they may
be, should thoy fail to do 50 it is o be hoped the
lsw will be stricily enforead.

LATEST BY TELEGRAPT.

Federnl Hepeoris frem Virginia.
Spftial 10 the Appeal.|
ReNATONtA, Saplember 3, 1562.—The Mem-
phis Bulletin of Mondsy evening hss been re-
ceived, which coutains the following dispatobes
from the Narth :

The Very Latest--Virginia in o Blase of
’ Baty

New York, August 20 —An Alexandria cor
respondant of the Tribune states thatthe pickets
st Mannseas Junction ware driven in snd two
companies of the 105th Pennsyivania infantry
and some sntillery siationed there, were sur-
prised and attacked by Geoeral Willia' entire
division, numbering from seven lo tan thousand
infantry and cavalry, with artillory.

After & short skirmish the handiul of men ai
the Juzetion fled, the rebels taruing apon them
nine of our own guns and kept up a brisk fire
till the Union troops were taken prisoners, & fow
escaping across Ball Ran. Hore, at Usion
Mills, two regiments of General Cox's division,
the 11th and 12th Ohio, under Colonel Seam-
mon, wera stationad, and thay immediately ad-
vanced to meot tha approaching body of rehels:
A conflict ensusd in the early morming be-
twoen the Junetion and Ball Run, lasting for
three hours when ths Union treops being large-
Iy outnumbered, and cut ilanked on the right,
retired across Bult Ran Bridge.

Hore s vigorous attempt was made by Colonel
Seammmon (o hold the bridge. At elevan
o'clock two regiments of rebals forded the siver
above the bridge, whore tha 12:h Ohis charged
on them, and drove them scross the river with
beavy loss. In this skirmish Captain D.'W.
Hsoly was wounded slightly. The regiment
loat in killed, wounded and missing thirty-six to
forty men.

At twalve o'clock Col. Sesmmon was obliged |
to retire, moving along the railread in the direc
tion of Alexandria. The rcbels advanced across
Ball Ran, and yesterday sfternoon their ad-
vance cavalry were at Fairfux and Burke's sta-
tion.

Oa taking possession of Manaasas Janction,
the rebals captured seven trains loaded with pro-
visions, ammunition, ete, ten locomotives, all
of which they desiroyed. OF the eighty-four
mea of the 106th Pennsyivaunis on the ground,
nearly all were killad, wounded, or taken priso-
ners, as only three sre known to have eseaped.
Our loss has been immense in governmeni
stores, and large in killed, wounded, aod miss-
ing.

Telegraph commanication with General Pope
was had yesterday, via Frodaricksbarg, bat
none whatever direct.

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NAVAGES OF THE FEDERALS .31
THE HIVER. :

Eprrons ArPeaL: Oaly vague, unsstisfac-
tory and badly suthenticated reporis of Federal
outrages along the Mississippl river have yet
reachied the public. 8o little wruth bas mingled,
in the musa of falsshood that hna constituted the
kistory of the war, that at laf the public have
bocome incredulous until new startliog facts
which, when known or believed, wonld consti-
tate & deep snd stimring incentive arousing
all our people to s zealous, determined and
sternal purpose of practicsl snd universsl per
sonal resistancs, ars lightly passed over as unre-
lisble mamors or fabrications, and, to belisve, it
has at last become necessary fo experienee and
persovally fuel that we are dealing with an
enemy tho most implacable, revengeful, degraded
and dishonorabls that bas ever engeged in what
is ealled civilized war{pre.

1 confess that I have sceredited but lit2le that
I have honrd or read of Federal outrages. I
| conld not believs that ths United Btales govern-
ment had so far descended below the lowest
standard of civilized warfare. Yet I doubted
not that in the progrese of their armies through
our territory, irregularities would oecur, which
wore only occasions], but always unzuthorizad
and not in the compass of & fixad and author-
iged war policy. But Ihave at last witnessed
their wickedness, snd in what follows, give &
chapter in the history of this war which may be
attested by bLundreds of eye-witnesses—a ehap-
tar true in cvery doetsil

On the first day of August the Federals landed
in ihis county st Wilkerson's landing. They
visited the residenea of Mrs. Wilkerson—her ne-
groes were few, and eithor too old or too young
for sny usefal sarvice to the Federals. They
waro anxious 1o go with them, but were not per-
mitted, but were provided with arsenic—for
what purpose hiss not been stated, but may be
easily imagined. Mr. McLsod's residece was
pext visited. He (Mr. MeLeod) is un old man—
blind for fen years past, almost deal; with s
family consisting of ona son iifieen years old,
and a dsughter eight years old, and abeut tweaty
negroes. Heis & man notorigussy kizd, geae-
rous and hoepitable, and above all men I have
ver kuown, indulgent to his servsuts. The
Federals ransacked his premises, tock all his
nsgroes but three—ope an old woman, the
remsining two little orphan children. They took
all his mest sod provisions, sll his clothing but
thal hs wore st the time—all hiy deceased wife's
clothing, her ssddle and other little articles, that
the old man had proserved as mementosn of his
deceased wife. They left him bereftof the honest
acoumulation of yeurs, and feft him virtuslly
an old blind beggar—iiving, when haard of last,
at a neghbor's house. They found bis son in
posscssion of seventy-five dollars in gold—ihis
they tosl. It canmot be alleged that thesa out-
rages were committed without authority or with-
out the knowledge of the officers in command—
st It's residence stood on theriver, almest fading
their Janding, sud virtually in thelr camp. The
old mian wanderad around, seen and surrounded
by the vandal borde for several days, blnd and
and defonseless. He tottorad abont, and thers
was 1o voiee of pity, and no arm to defend in
all that creven crew. All that can be alleged in
justification of their acts toward him, is that he
had one gou jn our army—another had died in
the srmy, sod to wsndering Southern soldiars
Le had often dispensed timely sud generous hos-

oy then visited Winbish's plaotation, hare
they took one bundred and sixty bules of cotion,
g!! the meat on the place, snd thirteen negro
men. They promised all the remainiog negroes,
consisting principally of old, young snd fzinales,
